Rents are high, 
and there seems to be no man, set of men, 
or company building the class of houses 
most in demand in Sydney, namely, small 
houses with modern conveniences, suitable 
foi a workman of drdinary earning ability.

The result | is that there are not many 
short of 300 married workmen in Sydney 
whose wives and families are in other 
places, and the earnings . of these ' men 
are, except the mere cost of board, lost to 
the city.
