Commander Sampson was captured by 
the red army, his biplane having develop­
er a defect. It having been proved that 
hydro aeroplanes can make deadly attacks 
on warships, the admiralty has. decided to 
add largely to its fleet of hydro aeroplanes 

‘at East 'Church.
It is reported that bombs were dropped 

down the funnels of warships from a 
height of 1,000 feet with absolute accuracy.
The new oil driven battleships now being 
designed, it is said, will have armor clad 
decks and armor funnel shields to protect 
them from the bomb dropping aeroplanes.
They will also be fitted with guns of high 
elevation for attacking air craft. The gun 
is a combination of an anti-torpedo craft 
and anti-air craft weapon. When required 
for work against surface vessels, it has a 
range of 13,000 yards with thirty-one 
pound shells. It can be elevated nearly * J 
eighty degrees, at which angle its effect­
ive height range is 9,000 yards. At a dis- ') 
tance of four and a half miles, it can send 
a shell to a height of 13,(000 feet. For use 
against air craft, a new type of shrapnel 
shell is used.

Boston, Sept. 18—The business end of

baseball in the form of arrangements for 
the games in this city in the coming 
world’s championship baseball series, is 
having long innings at Fenway Park these 
days while the Red Sox are on the road 
seeking to clinch their claim to the Am­
erican league championship and the con­
sequent right to contend for the blue rib­
bon of baseball.

A force of nearly 100 clerks and carpen­
ters is at work daily to complete the ar­
rangements for accommodating between 
30,000 and 35,000 people at each of the 
games expected to be played here. The 
carpenters are rearing temporary stands on 
every inch of available space and 10,000 in 
addition to the normal capacity of 22,000 
seats is expected to result from their la­
bors. The clerks, working often well into 
the evening, face each day a fresh pile of 
correspondence from all parts of the 
try, regarding the 15,000 seats which will 
be reserved.

To prevent a recurrence of the troubles 
which attached to the distribution of tick­
ets for the last world’s series, the Boston 
management has adopted an elaborate sys­
tem of protection against the securing of 
tickets by speculators. This has added 
greatly to the clerical duties but it is ex­
pected to result in perfect fairness in the 
allotment of seats.

The system already has uncovered at­
tempts to secure tickets in bunches for 
speculative purposes. It is announced that 
all the 15,000 reserved seats will be dis­
tributed in person, except in the general 
allotments to the National Baseball Com­
mission and to the players. No tickets will 
be sent out by registered mail or other­
wise. No money is accepted with applica­
tions, and the club has sent back thous­
ands of dollars in checks and cash to per­
sons who sent bills or checks with their 
applications.

Only those requests for tickets for all 
the games in this city are being noticed, 
and only one ticket will be issued for these 
games. This, it is expected, will minimize 
the operations of the speculative element.
