A MOTHER OF METHODISM.

St. Oeor«re,s Chnreh will Celehmte It 
156#th Anniversary.

BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Philadelphia, Nov 13.—The venerable 
St. George’s Methodist Episcopal church, 
on Fourth street helotf ' Vine, will 
celebrate the 120th anniversary of its 
occupancy of its present house of wor­
ship by services beginning on Sunday, 
November 17th, and extending over a 
period of a week. This congregation is 
the oldest Methodist body in this city 
and its ancient edifice fs the oldest 
Methodist house of worshipto the United 
States. Captain Thomas |Webb of the 
British army, who was also a Methodist 
local preacher, held services in an old 
sail loft on Dock street,and in 1767 he or­
ganized the first class meeting, which 
found quarters in Loxley’s court on Arch 
street below Fouth.

Two Methodist clergymen, Richard 
Boardman, and Joseph Pilmôor, came 
over from Englang in October, 1769, and 
a month later the Methodists purchased 
the building now occupied by 8t. George’s 
Church, which at that time was a mere 
shell that a Reformed German congrega­
tion had been compelled to abandon in 
its unfinished condition for lack of funds.

San Francisco, Cal., November 13.— 

Lyman E. Knapp, governor of Alasktr, 
in his annual report to the Secretary tif 
the Interior, states that th# number of 
natives in the territory number about 
the same as when the census of 1880 
was taken, bat he thinks the next official 
enumeration will show An increase. 
The white population has increased, and 
now numbers about 3,500. ’He says the 
Government schools, the mission work 
of religious societies, and contact with 
the better class of whiter people are 
influences for good with the natives. 
The governor calls attention to the fact 
that under existing laws no legal titles 
to land except mineral tends can be 
secured by any process whatever. The 
value of the exports during tlw year is 
estimated at $7,255,000. Of the condit­
ion of the natives the Governor says 
they generally live in comfortable houses 
some of which are tidy and attractive 
while others reek with filth. They are 
usually free from thieving, habits, but do 
not stnmble at falsehood sad deception. 
Though the improvement of the moral 
condition of the people during the last 
ten years has been as great as could be 
expected under the circumstances, it 
must be admitted that they have not yet 
attained to a state of perfection.
