CANADA AXD HER CHAMPIONSHIPS.

Turf, Field and Farm hits the nail on 
the head when it says, speaking of the 
Spirit of the Times’ suggestion, 
athletic championship meeting for Can­
adians only be held one day and an in­
ternational gathering the next:

“ When amateur athletic sport readies 
a greater state of development in Can­
ada there should be enough athletes to 
capture at least one-third, of the Can­
adian championships against the Am­
ericans. The Canadian association hav­
ing continued in its course for some 
years, in the face of the pitiful wails of 
Mr Curtis, should convince one that 
they are satisfied with the Americans 
capturing most of their prizes, 
and surely if they are satisfied, 
one solitary editor in the United 
States ought to be. Every now and then 
an athlete hails from Canada who not on­
ly holds his own, but vanquishes the best 
men at his event from the ‘States’ ; so it 
can be seen that Canada is not devoid of 
the necessary material. What is needed, 
though, to develop such material is not 
one set of games a year to be known as 
the Canadian championship, but a senes 
of athletic games throughout the summer 
such as may be found in vicinities where 
the majority of good athletes seem to 
come from. It is giving athletes plenty 
of chances, on a comparatively unim­
portant scale, which develops them, and 
not the feeling that there is simply 
grand occasion of the year to show 
they can do.”

Do the doctors here know the virtues of 
mustard in the treatment of fevers? The 
writer has had yellow fever, and what is 
known in the West Indies as colonial 
fever, having been at the point of death 
several times, and in every case :: 
saved by mustard baths. The mustard 
was mixed with warm water, a very 
strong solution, and applied freely to the 
soles of the feet and calves of the legs, 
The British consul in Pernambuco at­
tended to this himself in my case, and in 
two hours I had two of these baths,which, 
I believe, settled the fever and saved my 
life.
