Submit Argument in U. 8,
Congressional Inquiry

‘Washington,” D. C.,, May 28.—A keen
and critica] analysis of Secretary of
the Interior Ballinger, whom he char-
acterized as “irresolute,” ‘“shifty” and
“unethical,”  a public officer tried and
found wanting, was the summing up of
his case by Attorney Brandeis, counsel
for Louis R. Glavis, before the Ballinger
investigating -commitee yesterday.
Brandeis dealt in facts, marshalled
chronologically. He described the Cun-
ningham claims; declaring they show-
ed Ballinger unfit for public office. He
declared that one of the main essentials
in an ‘adequate secertary of the inter-
ior, is resoluteness tQ resist aggression,
insiduaous or otherwise. He declared
that Ballinger exhibited a ‘lack of thxs
quality.

The attorney pald a high tribute to
the zeal of Glavis and Stenographer.
Frederick- M. Kerby, who made public
the details of the farmlng of the Lawler!
memorandum. )

Brandeis declared that Glavis and
Kerby did their duty to the American
people and were not traitors. Brandeis
declared the mvestlga.tlon was not. only
a struggle for conservation, but was
also.a struggle for democracy. He de-
clared the cause if Glavis is the cause
of the common pegple, :
“Some 6f ‘the™ harpies, Wwaiting to
pounce,” was Brandeis’ desecription of

ithe Morgan-Guggenheim syndicate, and

the influential ‘‘senator makers,’” such
as -Charles W. Sweeney, C. J. Smith
and others 'interested m the. Alaska

‘coal lands.

Regarding Ballinger’s protestations
that he had had mothing to do with the
coal cases since becoming secretary,
Brandeis declared ‘“Ballinger knew all,
and, in effect, did all.”

In summing up before the committee,
Attorney Phipps, for Pinchot, bltterly
arraigned - Ballinger.

‘“He is the kind of friend from whom
the president ought mercifully to be
delivered,” he said. ‘‘Ballinger has
proved unfaithful to the public whose
property he - endangered, and to the
président; whom he deceived.”
