In the Proviucial Lunatic Asylum at
Fairvide, near this City, there are at th.
preseng tume, two hundred Male aud one
nundred and sixty one Female patients,
between fitteen aud eighty yemrs of age.

Of these, about thirty of the Men, at
oue tiwe, are able to take part in vat-dom
work connected with the farm, gardon,
avd work-shops. It will therefore be
seen thar, daring the winter mouths «t
tedat, one huundréd aud seventy of the
Male, wud all the Female paticuts, are
compelled to remain mn-doors,

For the amusement of the Men there
are a Bagatelle Board and two sets ot
Uraughts, aud an Aquarinm for the
Women,

Thus we have the melancholy spectacle
of over three hundred inswne prople wan
dering aimlessly up and down the warls,
whose bare walls add to the general
areariness of the scene. ’

Upon economical grounds, this is bad
policy, as 1t retards the progress of recov-
ery, theieby iuncrcasing the burdens of
rate payers; aud viewed philinthropically,
itis & breach of the obhigations which
humanity, civilizition, anﬁ Christianity
impose upon all those who are spared this
‘terrible affliction.
