The officers and men hehaved with the most
extraordinary courage. They were pressed by
an overpowering forze, but.stood firm antil their
whole supply of ammunition was exhausted and
then rewrrated to the river, and threw their guns
and swords into it to prevent the enemy from
getting possession of them. Colonel Raymond
Lee znd Staff were furnished with a skiff to make
their escape. The Colone! gallantly refused,
and gave ciders to use it for conveying the
wounded across the niver. (It was filled with
wounded, who reached the Maryland shore in
safety, and the humane end gallant officer was
taken prisoner. All credit is due to him.

Colonet Cogswell took command when Golonel
Baker fell, and bebaved with the greatest coolness
and gailantry, He also is a prisover.

The self-possession, coolness and courage. of
the men engaged is greatly commendrd by those
who witnessed the contest, and the opinton of
both officrrs and men is that the' loss of the
enemy on the field was' infinitely preater than it
was on our side. The enemy outnumbered our
forces at least threa to une.

Yesterday a Captain of the Seccond Rhode
Island regiment, with tweaty mer, went ncross
with a flag of truce to bury our dead. The wen
was permitted to perform this duty, but the cap-
tain was made a prisuner, bat subsequently re-
leased and allowed 1o return with his men.

Alt the dead of ours found were buried by them
before returring.

The' official report at dark to-night is that
seventy-nine are  ascertamed 0 be killed,
but that the list of missing is every moment
Jessoned by the return of those who have escap-
ed. This morning the number o' killed, wound-~
ed and missing was six huadred and twenty~five,
but it has been much lessenad since.  Among
those who have comein are Captain Watson and
the Sergeant Major of the Fifteenth Massachud
setts regiment.

The fullowing despatch from General Stone
to General McClellan was received to night : —

The entire list of kil'ed, =s far as ascertsined
is seventy-nine. T'he list of casualties is les-
sening every moment by the return of parties
who were ascounted killed or missing, among
whom are capiain Watson and the Sergeant Major
of the Fifteenth Massachusetis,

Lieutenant J Owens Berry, of the Eighth
Virginia regiment (rebel), was taken prisoner
and sent to the head-quarters of Genersl Banke.
He appears to be unwilling to comwunicate
much intelligence, but stated that the rebels had
plenty of arws, ammunition and food, but was
sadly off for clothing.

Among the ncidents of therecent hattle, it is
related that Lieutenant Fiske, with five men,
were after the fight travelling through the woods
seeking & conveyance across the river, when they
found a negro, who for five dollars, ferrted chem
over to the, Maryland side.

Lieutenant Bennell. who was taken prisoner,

reports that Colonel Hilion, of the rebel army,
was killed at the commencement of the engnge-~
ment.
Colonel Owens, of the Second California regi«
ment, arrived here to-night direct from Edwarcy’
Ferry, and relited the following additional par-
ticu'ars in regard to the receat engagement :—

The force was 1,736 ou our side, and of the
number killed, wounded and missing, 237 be-
longed to Colonel Baker’s regiment.

Captain Vaugha, who was sent over-to bury
the dead, reports that a large number of the
rebels who were slain were carried away, while
others were interred on the battle field.

‘The impression 1s that the reason their killed
80 far exceeded ours was owing to the efficiency
of our artillery.

:ORRESPONDENCE BETWEEN LORD LYONS AND

SECRETARY SEWARD,

A very important correspondence between
Lord Lyons, British Minister at Washington,
nd Secretary Seward,is published. It relates
o the arrest of British subjects under the sus-
rension of the writ of Lord
{syons writes as follows :

WasHINGToN, Oct. 14, 1861.

Sir—Her Majesty’s government were much
oncerned to find that two British subjects, Mr.
Zatrick and Mr. Rahmirg, had been subjected
o ubitrary arrest; and although they had
sarned from a telegraphie despatch from me
hat Mr. Patrick had been released, they could
sot but repard the matter as one requiring their
very serious consideration.

Her Hajesty’s government perceive that when
3ritish subjects, as well as American citizens,
re arrested, they are immediately iransferred to
. military prison, and that the military ‘au-
ihorities rcfuse to pay obedience to a writ of
hubeas corpus,

Her Majesty's government conceive that this
practice 18 directly opposed to the maxim of the
ponstitation of the United States  that no per-
on shall be deprived of life, liberty or propert:
without due process of law.”

Her Majesty’s government are willing, how-
nver, to make every allowance for the hard
\ecessities of a time of internal trouble; and they
would not have been surprised if the ordinary
yecurities of personal liberty had been tem-
vorarily suspendrd, nor would they have com-
plained if British subjects falling under suspicion
hed suffered from the consequences of that
suspensiin, 4

Butit does not .appear that Congres< has
sanctioned in this respect any departure from
the due course of law ; and itis 1o these cir-
cum-tances that the law cfficers of the Crown
have ndvised her Majesty’s government that
the arbitrary arrests of British sabjects a
illegal.

8o far asappears to her Majesty's government
the Secrelary of State of the Unpited States ex-
ercises, upon the reports of spies and informers
the power of depriviug British subjects of thi
liberty, of retaining them in prisou or liberating
them by his own will and pleasure.

Her Mejesiy's government cannot but regard
this despotic and arbitrary power as inconsistent
with the constitution of the United States, as at
variance with the treatics of amity subsisting
between the two nations and as tending to pre-
vent the resort of Britsh sutjects to the United
States for purposes of trade and industry.

H er Majesty's government hav . there fore felt
bound to insiruel me 10 remonstrate against
such irregular proceedings, and to_say that in
their opinion, the authority of Congress is
necessary in order to justify the arbitrary arrest
and nwprisonment of British subjects.

“ That at the time of the arrest of Messrs
Patrick and Rahming, it was not known that
they were British subjects, but he infers that the
knowledge of' that fact would have made nuo
difference in the matter, when he says that “the
safety of the whole people has become, in the
present emergency, the supreme law, and so
lung ‘s the danger shall exist to all classes of
society - equally, the denizen aud the citizen
must cheerfully acquiesce in the measures which
that law prescribes,”

He also says that the proceediogs of which
the British government complain with regard 1o
\hese gentlemen were taken upun 1nformation
conveyed 10 the President by the legal police
authorities of the country, and they were not
instituted until after Lie had suspended the habeas
corpus writ, ip just the same extent that, in view
of the perils of the Siate, he deemed necessary.
For the exercise of that discretion he, as well
as his chisf advisers, is responsibleby law before
the highest judicial tribunal of the republic, and
smenable aiso to the” judgment of his eountry-
men and the enhigntened portion of the civilized
world.

Mr. Seward forther reminds Lord Lyons that,
although the United States government does not
question the learning of the legal advisers of the
British Crown, or the justice of the deference
which her Majesty paye to thein, nevertheless,
the British government will bardly expeet that
the President will accept their explanations of the
constitution of the {]nited States, especially
when the constitution thus expounded would
leave upon him the sole executive responsibility
of suppressing the existing- insurrection, while
it would transfer to Congress the most material
and indispensable power, to be employed for
that purpase. And furthermore, that the Presi-
dent must be allowed to prefer to be governed
by the orgnnio national law, which, while it 'will
