MONTREAL, Que., Aug. 26—Six of
the gas buoys to be placed on the 8St.
Lawrence route have reached: the city
ex steamship Frisian and will be in-
stalled as speedily as possible, They
include a combined gas and bell buoy
to be anchored off the mouth of the
Saguenay. The light is oscillating
five seconds dark and five seconds
light, and will need recharging only
every pne hundred days.
