John C. Best, a 'former resident of
Sackville, N. B,, will be sentenced. to
be electrocuted for the murder of Geo.
E. Bailey at Break Heart Hill farm,
North Saugus, in the fall of 1900. The
supreme court of the commonwealth
has aver-ruled the exoe@t,ionn taken
by Best's ‘counsel at the t There
is now practically .no hepe’. th.at the |
convicted ‘man can escape the. death
penalty. .

Bailey was shot to death one aight
in the farm yard.

Best, when informed ot the court’s
decision, did not turn a hair. A smile
constantly played arbund the corners
of his mouth as he listened attentively
to the reading of the certified . copy
of the ‘decision. He ‘was "apparently
as much interested as a man would
be in readinga story, and at its con-
clusion, when the tweo final words f£é1L
from the lips of the, lawyer ‘‘excep-
tions overruled,” Best turned his face
toward Mr. Sisk and actually laughed,
at the Bame time saying: “Well, Sisk,
what's the next move in this game ?”

‘Wm. H. Stlles, the man who, next to
Best, has attracted the most attention
in this case since his testimony during
the trial, has moved from Lynn. He
and his wife, who is Best’s sister, are
at present located in Nova Scotia.

What the next move of the attorneys
will be is undeeided.
