Cheap Filter to cleanse Water.—A bag tade of ani-
bledehed calico, it the fotin of an inverted eone,
altachied to 4 swall wooden hoop, shonld be first
satiitated with watet, aod afterwards pulverised
charcoal shotld be thinly sptend over the inside of
it with 4 dredging-box tsed by opokd. At first a

Jong daily. i it be siupplied with watet from a pipo
and regilated by a stop-cock. tind thoré in proporti-
ot to the size of the bag: but, aa their cost is littlg,
they cati be increased it size and it tutuber s muy
be tequired.
