Mr. McGrath Is perhaps the fore­
most authority In Canada on Irriga­
tion matters and his examination of 
the negotiations showed very clear­
ly the carelessness and neglect dis­
played by the Government, the busi­
ness-like methods pursued by the Am­
ericans, the success with which the 
American section of the International 
Commission, dominated the Canadian 
section, i 
Canadian
dlnated to American Interests on the 
St. John river, at Niagara, and on 
the St. Marys river in Alberta. Mr.

blem for two years AND WERE DO­
MINATED.

A feature of the negotiations to 
which Mr. McGrath referred was the 
fact that despite the fact that the 
terms of the act of Congress would 
Indicate that conditions on the St. 
John river were included, nevertheless 
in 1805 when the joint commission 
came together, the American section 
refused to consider this subject, on 
the ground that they were empower­
ed to discuss only the waters discharg­
ing Into the Atlantic by the St. Law­
rence. In this the United States Gov­
ernment was obdurate AND CANADA 
YIELDED. “One cannot help remark­
ing,” he said, “that the action of our 
friends at Washington did appear to 
the arbltary In that particular In­
stance and it is not difficult to Ima­
gine the position that Government 
would take should Canada undertake 
to force the Canadian companies sup­
plying power in the state of New York 
to desist from doing so for the purpose 
of furnishing the same to Canadian 
consumers.”

SK£r Wilfrid Laurier while defend- 
W the treaty in several respects 
Awited that the Canadian Government 
was uncertain about ratifying the 
treaty as amended would take time for 
Investigation. Mr. Borden urged that 
all such treaties should be subject to 
ratification by Parliament.

Mr. McGrath's first point was the 
manner In which the Canadian Gov­
ernment allowed the negotiations to 
dawdle on taking three years to ap­
point three commissioners, and In the 
end found two of these commissioners 
in the corridors of its own depart­
ments at Ottawa.

A Little One Sided.
Discussing the relations between 

the American and Canadian sections 
Mr. McGrath noted that in 1906 the 
Canadian section endeavored to in­
clude In the list of subjects to be dis­
cussed “the transmission of electric 
energy generated in Canada to the 
United States and vice versa,” BUT 
THE AMERICAN SECTION IGNOR­
ED IT. Then the American section so 
dominated the Canadian section as to 
Induce it to consent to "the use of 
waters between the two countries on 
a basis of. equitable division.” This 
should he cohtended, have a rider em­
bodying the principle of “EQUAL BE­
NEFITS.” The need for such a rider 
is shown in the Niagara settlement. 
The real authors of this, he showed, 
are THE AMERICAN COMMISSION­
ERS and the effect is that the Ameri­
can section fixed the maximum am­
ount 18,500 foot seconds which could 
be diverted on the American side and 
then adjusted the Canadian diversion 
thereto.

How Canada Failed.
Throughout the record of dates 

which he gave with great exactitude,

Those Present.

Ottawa, May 14.—The Supreme 
Court opened this morning at 10.30 in 
order If possible, to dispose of the two 
cases on the Maritime list. The first 
case argued was Burchell vs. Goweyes 
Blockhouse Corrleçies Company.

The action was brought by Burchell 
for the amount of commission claimed 
on sale of respondent's coal mining 
property, to the North Atlantic Col­
lieries under the following circumstan­
ces: Burchell was managing respond­
ent’s property, the directors all living 
in England and was given authority to 
sell. One person, a director of the 
North Atlantic Company, obtained an 
option and made a deposit of $5,000 
which was forfeited. He subsequently 
was given another option depositing 
$10,000 which was also forfeited, Bur­
chell getting his commission on both 
amounts. Later an offer was made by 
the North Atlantic Company to give 
Its stock and bonds in payment for 
the properties, which Burchell and 
one of the directors then in Canada, 
refused.

The director went back to England 
with three members of the North 
Atlantic Company, and later the offer 
of the latter company was accepted, 
and stock and bonds taken in pay­
ment. The appellent claims commis­
sion on the price at ten per cent, or 
one tenth of the par value of the se­
curities or damage for breach of con­
tract. The action was referred to a 
lawyer in Halifax for trial, who found 
applicant entitled to the property of 
stocks and bonds, and judgment was 
given therefor. The full court revers 
ed such Judgment and dismissed the 
action, holding that the sale effected 
was not brought about by the plain-

FOREST FIRE CARELESSLY SET 
DESTROYING VALUABLE TIMBER 

LANDS NEAR ANNAPOUS N. S.
IF MR. PUGSLEY WERE A BANK MANAGER!

(From the News of Toronto.)

Suppose that the manager of a branch bank in a small Canadian city were to jUgglo 
with the funds entrusted to him until over $100,000 were missing. Suppose that he at­
tempted to hide the loss by neglecting to keep books. Suppose that before the shortage 
was discovered he were removed to a better position in the head office. What would happen 
to him when the results of his work In the branch were made known?

He would be discharged from the bank and arrested. He might protest that enemies 
were trying to ruin him, that he had been maligned and persecuted, but the authorities 
would not be inclined to release him. He would be compelled to explain why he had neglect­
ed his bookkeeping, and to produce the money. If he failed to do either, he would go to 
the penitentiary, and justly so. Carelessness in the handling of trust funds deserves vigor­
ous and swift punishment.

What would be thought of the bank directors if they refused to prosecute this culprit, 
and permitted him to retain his responsible office without even asking him to find the missing 
money? In such a case each member of the directorate would be a candidate for the peni­
tentiary,. They would be culpably negligent of the interests of the depositors.

This is a case exactly parallel to that of Mr. Pugsley and the Federal Government. 
Government money is as much a trust as Bank funds; more indeed, because the interests 
of the nation are more vital than the interests of any private corporation, banking or indus­
trial. The men who are responsible for the expenditure of public money are under oath to 
the Crown to do their duty, They are under obligation to the electors who sent them to Ot­
tawa, believing in their honor and their good faith, The money is not the property of any 
party, but of the nation, and the wasteful expenditure of that money cannot be defended by 
any principle of patriotism or ethics.

Mr, Pugsley was in charge of a branch establishment in New Brunswick, He assumed 
a dual position as Attorney-General and acting manager of the Coal and Railway Com­
pany. The positions were incompatible, to begin with, He spent over $900,000 of public 
money wastefully and extravagantly. He bought presumably for $180,000 property 
which could have been secured for $55,000 or less, Out of that $180,000 nearly $40,000 
absolutely disappeared. He misled the Legislature by false statements as to the destination 
of that money. He kept no books. When all the $900,000 was spent there was a shortage 
of $134,000, Then Mr, Pugsley was removed to a more responsible position in the head of­
fice at Ottawa,

The facts of his financial rioting in New Brunswick were made known after a judicial 
inquiry, The conclusions of the Commission followed closely the sworn testimony, Then 
Mr, Pugsley said Ibe Commission was unfair, and that his enemies were attacking him 
unduly, The directors of thevFederal Government, led by the Prime Minister, not only re­
fused to discharge this slippery branch manager, but expressed confidence in him, and 
trumpeted from the housetops this confidence. How any honest man can approve such de­
vious methods of conducting public business is not apparent. Mr, Pugsley may rejoice that 
he is not a bank manager.

Only 
yesterday the price of Ontario flour 
went up twenty-five cents; and the 
price of bread had to be raised in or­
der to keep up with the Increase la 
the price of raw material.
