A Board of Control,

The plan to create a Board of Con-
trol for St. John, which at interveals
comes up for discussion, appears to
be open to one serious objection, Ap-
parently it would place undue power
in the hands of the Mayor, In most
cities where the board of control sys-
tem has been adopted, the mayor is
then presiding officer of the board,
and it is obvious that the mayor hav-
ing the casting vote may often be the
dominent influence upon the board,

Now it is unlikely that the board
of control, without the full approval
of the mayor, would embark upon any
course likely to meet with the dis-
approval of two-thirds of the council;
and therefore to make it impossible
to secure a reversel of any act of the
board of control without a two-thirds
vote, and the concurrence of the
mayor, would reduce the council to a
state of absurd impotence, In fact a
mayor, who could bend the board of
control to his purposes, could rule
the city during his term of office with-

out reference to the wishes of the
people’s representatives, or the people
themselves,

To a certain extent the board of con-
trol system of administering civie
affalrs, is a departure from the old
Ideals of democracy. But undoubted-
ly it meets an obvious need—the need
of a better adjustment of civic admin-
istration to the new conditions of life
In large citles, In small towns the
municipal functions are few and simple
Their councils are « mainly oeccupied
with the maintenance of streets gnd
bridges, and guarauteening, by the
proper: exercise of the police power,
due protection of life, property and
liberty. Obviously no speclal training
or expert knowledge is required for
the satisfactory fulfilment of functions;
of so simple a character, The gov
ernment of small towns puts no tax
upon the abilities of the average citi-
zen.
But in a large urban centre, city
government is a very different matter,
It's functions are not confined to
maintaining streets and providing po-
lice protection. . City government is a
complex, multiform business organi-
zation, exercising many and varied
functions. It maintains water works,
and supervises and regulates many
other public services, It provides pub-
lic schools, academies and institutes
of every Kkind and all grades; it is
tharged with the duty of maintaining
costly and intricate seworage systems,
Inspecting factoiy establishments and
buildings of every description, provid-
ing for the removal of garbage, and
enforcing a hundred different regula.
tions designed to protect the public
health and promote the general well
being.
Of course no aggregation of alder-
men, chosen more or less at random
out of the general citizen body, Ig
ever likely to possess the technical
knowledge necessary to the actual
direction of these multiform services,
Nelther is it likely that a board of
control, elected by the people at large,
would be technically competent to
carry the actual direction of all these
services,
No doubt the elected representatives
of the people are supposed to manage
the public business, But in reality
their duty is to manage the men who
are charged with the actual direction
of the public services—the chiefs of
the various departments. And that
being so, it is not difficult to see that
@ board of control would mlullz-
n|

tion upon utilizing it for commercial
or civie purposes,
The committee then adjourned.

efficiency in the conduct of the city's
services.

The board of control would occupy
much the same position, and perform
much the same functions, as the board
of directors of a private industrial
enterprige. Its members, being inde-
pendent of the council, in so far as
the executive direction of affairs is
concerned, could easily be held ac
countable for their actions; and, as
they would be obliged to consider the
interests of the city as a whole rather
than the interests of a small ward,
they would prohibit interference on
the part of patronage-seeking alder-
men. They would hold the heads of
departments strictly responsible for
the conduct of the services committed
to their charge, and the chiefs in their
turn, freed from the presence of alder
men seeking places for their hench-
men, would be able to hold their subor-
dinates responsible for the workings
of the departments entrusted to them,
Officials, from the highest to the
lowest would be selected for their fit-
. and not because they were push-
ed forward by this or that politician
At present the outstanding charac-
teristics of the most of our civie
services is centralization pushed to
extremes, Government by a dozen or
$0 of patronage swapping comniitiees
which never take any definite action
without as a preliminary involving
the respongibility of the whole council
paralyzes Initiative, and suppresses
responsibility. Nobody is tempted to
exercise power in the name of public
interest; and nobody accepts individ.
ual responsibility for anything, A
man in charge of some department of
the city water works, for instance,
I8 not supposed to modify in any way
the processes or system of operation
in the service directily entrusted to
him, without the authorization of M:‘
chief, who in his turn has to ask the
authorization of his committee, which
again, In most cases, has to ask the
approval of the council as a whole

Now this system, looking as it does
more to decision than tos executive,
and making it impossible to fix reo-
sponsibility upon any particular imh’—;

#ible in everything that concerns Iits
own action. The managing directors |
do not expect their subordinates m]
come to them for approval of an ac-
tion calculated to improve the effict
ency of the service—-unless, of course
the action involves a radical change
of policy or a large outlay of money
What they look for is results, and
their subordinates are encouraged to
take the Initiative in making improve-
ments,

The board of control system, while
it centralizes power and responsibility
in a few hands, also makes it possible
to effect decentralization in those di
rections where it Is necessary. At
the same time, owing to the fact tha:
it brings all city services under the
direet supervision of five men, it rend-
ers possible an effective correlation
of the operations of the various de-
partments—something that does not
exist under the present system of
managing the eity’s business
While,"as 1 have pointed out, the
various commlittees eeldom under
take any work without first securing
the approval of the council as a
whole, still each department usually
proceeds with its work without mueh
reference to the work of other depart
ments.
