“We have been carrying on a policy
of developing our sea ports and with
some success. Thanks to the energy
of Sir John Macdonald, the C. P, R.

during: monument to Laurier. The ef-
fort has been to develop the trade in
Canadian freight through Canadian
ports and I challenge any man to say
that he has ever heard a speech de-
livered by supporters of the govern-
ment where the keynote was not the
carrying of Canadian trade through
Canadian ports. Sir Wilfrid Laurier
himself sald he would not rest until
every pound of Canadian trade would
be carried through Canadian ports.
That was the sole purpose in the build-
ing of the Grand Trunk Pacific; and
vet he is now prepared to turn his
back on all this and allow the trade
to go where it pleases.

No Word Of Canadian Ports.

At Monday night's meeting there
was not a word about Canadian trade
through Canadian ports. Laurier said
that if the reciprocity agreement was
carried the trade would flow from
Canada to the United States as wa-
ter in a millrace. Nothing more than
that is needed to show what the ef-
fect will be on the east and west
trade, the trade which will benefit the
port of St. John,

It was with great surprise that I
learned that Mr. Pugsley had told In
one breath last night of the great
things he had in store for Courtenay
Bay, and in the next breath had an-
nounced his support of a policy which

east and western ports and divert it
to the channels and trade routes of
the United States,

“Just as moon as the reciprocity
agreement is ratified Jim Hill's rail-
ways will carry the grain of western
Canada down into the United States,
This will affect all the Canadian Rall-
ways and cause an incalculable loss
to the Canadian Atlantic ports.

“If the Grand Trunk Pacific is car
ried to completion, and the policy of
Canadian trade through Canadian
ports continued in, as has been said
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Mr. Pugsley
and every supporter of the govern-
ment then we may expect that St
John from its position will prosper,
but if on the other hand the reciproc-
ity agreement is carried and the traf-
fic diverted the loss to Canadian rail-
ways and Canadian ports will be
heavy indeed. (Applause and cheers).

No Way Out.

It is eaid that the people ecan ab-
rogate the agreement if they do not
find it to their advantage. If this gov-
ernment is returned pledged to sup-
port the convention, pledged moreov-
er to go further in the way of lower-
ing the tarift barriers, there will not
be any prospect of an early abroga-
tion of the treaty. And if, after it
.bas beén in force for some time, it
was abrogated, there would be great
inconvenience and loss—a disturbance
of all lines of business.

Then consider the matter from the
other point of view. Suppose the treaty
should prove satisfactory to us. What
would be the effect? Is it going to
result in annexation? Some of my Con-
servative friends say it will, but 1
have never said that. I do say, how-
ever, that in my opinion the result of
the adoption of this treaty would be
1o so tie us to the United States that
we would be to all intents and pur-
poses, a commercial dependency of
the big republic-—absolutely under
their control.

If, as Sir Wilfrid has sald, this
treaty will cause trade to flow to
the United States like a mill race,
what will be the effect? It will cause
the creation of mew business connec-
tions, new railway services, new ter-
minals in the United States. And as
a result of these developments of our
trade relations we will be so bound to
the United States that we will never
be able to break away.

But the Liberals say Canada will
not stand being bullied, Well, the
United States may have no occasion
to bully us. Sir Wilfrid has said that
under reciprocity our interests will
be bound together by the closest ties
and we will enter into many of the
activities of the United States. If
then our interests become the same
as those of the United States, what
cause would the United States have
to bully us? Sir Wilfrid might have
added to his statement that our inter-
ests would become common, that we
might be so blended with the United
States, 8o swallowed up, that our iden-
tity would be lost.

What of the Empire?

In such circumstances, how much
value would be attached to the bare

and resources of British statesmen

woiild be taxed to keep the colonies
within the circle of the Empire, and
lift the Empire and its compbnent
parts to loftier heights of greatness.

Disintegration the esult.

At the banguet listening to the
words of that great Statesman, the
ides was borne in upon me that if we
adopt this reciprocity treaty we will
be giving the xrs( signal of the dis-
integration of the Empire.

Our Empire has no definite cousti-
tutional bonds, It is unorganized. It
is bound together mainly by senti-
ment, It does not have.even any
strong commercial ties. No one as
yet has proposed any definite step
calculated to effect tze desired uni-
fication, and until this in done it is
necessary to mark time. If we adopt
reciprocity we will give notice to the
rest of the Empire that Canada will
not wait—we send out word that Can-
ada will take her own ¢ourse regard-
less of the claims or interests of the
other parts of the Empire.

But in view of the way Canadians
for the last hundred years have re-
mained ‘faithful to their national
ideals and their Imperial aspirations,
in view of how strenuously they have
labored to justify their faith in our
destiny, I do not think they will en-
dorse a movement so menacing to
their hopes and aspirations.

As Mr. Sifton concluded the audi-
ence sprang to their feet waving
their hats, cheering loudly, in a tre
mendous outburst of spontaneous and
genuine enthusiasm.

When the tumult had subsided the
chairman extended the thanks of the
people of St. John to Mr. Sifton for
hig able and exhaustive address and
the great audience again broke into
enthusiastic cheering, followed by
calls for Mr. Powell and Dr. Daniel.

The chairman then started to in-
troduce Dr, Dauniel, but the audience
needed no introduction. Again the
people sprang to their feet and burst
into cheers,

In opéning his remarks Dr. Daniel
sald that he felt it would be super
fluous for him to address at length
an andience that had just listened to
the eloguent and inspiring address of
Mr. Sifton, more especially as the
campaign was just opening and he
hoped to have ofher opportunities of
addressing them,

At the same time, he added, T want
to say I am proud to stand before this
great and intelligent audience, and
know that I am the candidate of the
great Conservative party, seeking your
support and your suffrages. Nobody
will deny that the people of Canada
owe a great deal to the Conservative
party, because it forced the govern-
ment to submit the reciprocity issue
to the vote of the electors. No one
will deny the importance of the ques-
tion upon which this election is being
fought. Not only does it affect, as
Mr. Sifton has shown you, the great
material Interests of Canada, but it
algo -affects the important matter of
Canada’s relations to the Empire. It
would tend to take us out of the Em-
pire, and considering the antecedents
and character of the people of the
city of the Loyalists, 1 am sure it will
take some mighty reason to induce
them to vote for a policy designed to
remove them from the protection of
the Old Flag.

Since 1878 we have worked under a
policy which has caused the country
to progress steadily and surely, and
today we have attained a position
which is very satisfactory to all. And
now we are asked to make a change,
to embark upon & course that may
lead us into strange and troubled wa-
ters. Jd’pon those who propose this
change, this great departure, lies the
burden of the proof that its consequen.
ces will not be disastrous to us, as
individuals and as a nation.

Times Have Changed.

It is said that some years ago Sir
John A. Macdonald and the Conserva-
tive party were in favor of reciprocity
in natural products. But what kind
of an argument is that? You might
just as well hand a man a nursing bot-
tle and expect him to use it. That
is the beff argument adduced by the
Liberals in favor of the reciprocity
pact.

But, as has been so clearly shown,
to us we have outgrown the need of
reciprocity. Conditions have changed
and we have no need to run to the
Americans.

The reciprocity pact contains im-
mense and intense possibilities, which
demand the most serious considera-
tion of our people. For one thing it
will take away our fiscal independ-
ence. Once we put our head in the
poose prepared for us, the United
States have only to draw it tighter
to put us in the positign of lasooed
steer, and ultimately we will be com-
pelled to do what the Washington
government wants us to do.

Moreover, if we once enter this
treaty we will be forever debarred
from taking any part in the working
out of any imperial programme.

The speaker then dealt with the
myth of the ninety million market
and pointed out that Canada had more
to gain from taking measures to rea-
lize the possibilities of the three
hundred million market within the
British Empire.

In conclusion he expressed his be-

political independence we might be
able to maintain? What would be our
interest in the affairs of the Mother
Country? What would be our position
in the Empire? Where would be the
unity of interest upon which to build
up the Empire? We would be under
the thumb of the United States—a
forelgn country having no community
of interests with the Empire.

Is it not apparent that the position
we are asked to assume under this
treaty is one that will make impossible
the unification of the Empire? Are
we not asked tq turn our,backs on
Great Britain and our faces towards
Washington?

Now, 8ir, is there anything justify-
ing this proposal to change our
course. It is admitted that we are
prosperous, that no material neces-
sities burden us or urge the change.
Then consider our political position.
Could our position as a self-governing
dominion of the British Empire be
more satisfactory? Our representa-
tives sit in the council of the Empire
as equals of the rulers of the Mother
Land. What better or prouder po-
sition could we occupy? (Applause
and cheers). -

should not make the change. I was
at a banquet given by a great politi-
cal club in England a while ago, and
listened to a distinguished statesman
of the Mother Country setting forth
his coneception of the problem of de
veloping the unification of the Em-
pire.

Continuing Mr. Powell said the
whole policy of the country, the object,
of much of its legislation, had been
to assupe the development of a great
winter ‘port at St. John, but that it
reciprocity . was adopted and the
wheat and cattle of Canada sent to
the United States, this policy and all
the expenditures it had involved
would be rendered useless and very
little trade would trickle through this
port. He went on to show that dur-
ing the life of the old reciprocity
treaty Canada naturally looked to tha
States for a market, gecnun- it was
impossible to ship perishable pro-
ducts to the Mother Country in the
slow sailing or steam vessels of the
time, and pointed out that under the
changed conditions Canada could de-
velop a better market in KEngland
than the United States offered her.
Canada, he sald, had gone to the
United States geveral times seeking a
reciprocity treaty, only to be shown
the door. And if the United States
came to us now it was not because
they loved us, but because they hoped
to gain something from us. In the
United States the cost of living
was the great question, and the poli-
tictan had to do something to divert
attention or go to the wall.
It was said that when the Conser-
vatives were in power they placed on
the statute books a provision that
they were always ready to enter into
a reciprocal trade agreement with the
United States. The Liberals said
they only carried out the historic pol-
icy of both parties, But they should
not tell that in Gath., Was it not the
Liberals themselves. who had wiped
this provision off the statute books,
declaring that they would have noth.
ing more to do with the States.
In conclusion he said that though
Laurier had started out on his cam:
paign as the boastful knight of the
white plume he had already shown
the white feather in his appeals to
his compatriots in Quebec,
A storm of applause broke out as
Mr. Powell concluded, and after the
band had played the National Anthem
the meeting broke up, many coming to
the platform to shake hands with Mr,
Sifton and the candidates.
