GPENT 14 YEARS IN
NORTHERN ALASKA

Dawson, Alaska, April 4. —Joseph
Jacquet, an explorer, has arrived here
after fourteen years' continuous resi-
dence in the Lower Mackenzie River
country bordering on the Aretie
Ocean. He is accompanied by Albert
Ross, an Indian boy.

They came from Fort MacPherson
in the record time of twelve and a
half days with fast dogs. They tra.
velled nine hours daily, equipped on-
ly with three light blankets, some
flour and bacon, They killed five
rabbits, gave most of the flour to In-
diang and carried neither tent nor
stove. The trip is one of the most re-
markable winter journeys ever made
within the Arctic circle.

In the week before starting Jac-
quet made a little trip of a hundred
and fifty miles to Eskimo Lake and
returned to get his wife, whom he
'eft with friends. Dozens of prospec-
tors and trappers are living in the
Mackenzie wilderness, several accom-
nanied by their wives, Mr, Jacquet
said. Harry Jones, Englishman,
is at Kskimo lLake gathering birds
for a London society.
