AGED ONTARID MAN
STRIKES WIFE DOWR
AND KILLS HIMSELF

Horrible Tragedy in Home of
William Gauthier of Orient,
Ontario.

In a Fit of Jealous Rage Frac-
tured Wife’s Skull . with
Hammer, Then Cut His Own
Throat.

Clarence Creek, Ont., Jan.17—Creep.
ing up stealthily behind his aged wite,
William Gauthier, of Orient, Ont,, 66
years of age, armed with & small nal}
hammer, and actuated by Jjealousy,
raised his hand and brought down the
weapon with tremendous force, on the
aged grey head of his wife, Then
he raised it again and & second time
struck her just over the eye. She fell
from her chair unconsclous.

Apparently fully cognizant of what
he had done, the old man went to his
room, penned a farewell letter and
killed himself with a razor. First he
attempted suicide with the hammer,
but in this he falled, and €0 took a
razor from a case and, sitting on the
bed deliberately cut his throat, two
cuts being fatal.

Soon after, the wife recovered con-
sciousness, and with her bleeding face
and bloody halr struggled to the door
and out into the street, calling pite-
ously for help. Help came from the
post office on the opposite side of the
road and the horrible tragedy was
then first revealed. The tragedy took
place yesterday afternoon.

Mrs. Gauthier is b4 years of age
and there are five boys and three girls
by the marriage, A sudden attack
of insanity is belleved to have caused
Gauthier to Bttempt the murder of his

Versallles, France, Jan. 17-~-Ray-
mond Nicolas Landry Poincare, for
the past twelve months Premier of
the French cabinet, was elected
President of the Republic of France
today by the National Assembly, com.
posed of members of both chambers
of pariiament, in succession to Presi
dent Armand Fallieres, whose seven
years' term expires February 18, The
wildest confusion, out of which aroke
two challenges to duels, marked tho
casting of the ballots, Premier
Polneare was choten president in the
second ballot, his plurality over his
nearest competitor, Jules Pams, min
{ster of sgriculture, being 187, The
deciding vote stood as follows:—Ray.
mond Poincare, 483; Jules Pams, 206;
Marle Edouard Vaillant, 69,

Reymond Poincare’s first  words
upon being officlally informed of his
electfon as President of I'rance were:
“1 shall try to show mywelf worthy
of the confidence of the National As-
gembly, 1 shall forget without effort
the struggles of yesterday, and at all
times to be an impartial administra.
tor." This utterance came when
Antonin Dubost, the president of the
nations! congress in an apartment ad.
joining the voting hall, read from A
parchment ‘the official record of the
election which was signed by M. Du-
bost and elght eecretaries,

deputies and ' senators, and the epec-
tators crowding the galleries in the
great hall, were also hearing the an:
victory, and the defeat of Jules Patns,
who, until the final ballot had been
considered, M. Poincare's strongest
opponent. After one generous round
of cheering the deputies and senator's
who formed the nationasl assembly,
the women of fashion, diplomatists
and other notables, hyrried to leave
the Versallles Chateau to keep their
dinner engagements in Paris and
Versallles. As they passed through
the great corridor detachments of
soldiers already were being aligned
to salute the president-elect, aud to
escort him to the capital,

Popular Cholce,

Raymond Polncare's selection for
the Presidency of France, although
made by a parliament, as required by
the constitution, is regarded as rep
resenting as well the popular will of
the nation. The cholce took place on
the second ballot, the Premier receiv-
ing 483 votes out of a.total of 859
