British government officials Germany’s 
emotional crisis due to air raids on 
cities along the Rhine will be of long 
duration, with progressive attrition of 
German morals

The Rhine, they point out, is a broad 
river as well as a long one and it is 
an unmistakable guide to airmen fly­
ing high by day or night. Many munit­
ion towns are distributed along that 
stream, and also within easy reach of 
Allied airmen are the iron towns dott­
ing the river Saar.

German cannot, it is argued, put up 
an effective air barrage along the 
whole length of the Rhine and the 
Saar, although she can, by robbing her 
battle line, keep fighting planes on the 
Rhine to attack the raiders. However, 
when the British recently raided Saar 
brucken, Germany lost three to one 
when she sent up fighting machines for 
defense work, and Saarbrucken was 
bombed just the same.

Montreal munitions plants this morn 
ing were responsible for heavy loss of 
life, a dozen workmen losing their 
lives in the two.

At the shell plant of Lymburner, 
Limited, St. Paul streeL the cave-in of 
a floor of the building under the 
weight of shells killed eight people. 
At the plant fo the Metal and Muni­
tions Products Company, Montreal 
East, five workmen were electrocuted 
when a live wire fell upon them.

Lymburner Limited are munition 
manufacturers and the floor which col­
lapsed was stored with empty shells.

The Identified dead are: George 
Lymburner, nephew of the head of the 
firm, and Jos. Portugal

The killed for the most part consist 
of moulders. When the upper floor 
gave way Its tremendous weight of 
shells crashed through the floors un­
derneath and fell three storeys to the 
cellar. The eight men killed were 
tangled up in the debris. Burst pipes 
filled up the cellar with water, drown­
ing any who may have lived through 
the jfalL
