Nine-tenths of our trading In commodi­
ties, and more than that propprtion of 
our borrowings and our trading in se­
curities, is carried on with -the people 
of .these two nation*. Our exchange 
position, the international value of our 
currency, is entirely determined toy 
our dealing» with them.

From the United States we buy 
much more than we eelL resulting in a 
heavy adverse trader balance (about 
$286,000,000 in 1419, Increased by 
large interest payments due on Amer­
ican capital loaned to this country.

With Great Britain we bave a fav­
orable trade balance (about $460,000,- 
000 in 19Ï9). In addition to which we 
hold a few hundred mtiHone of British 
Treasury Bills. Both of these items 
are vastly mere than offset by Cana­
dian securities held by British In­
vestor», estimated at more than $1,600,- 
000,000.

In the last few months the pound 
sterling haa been heavily discounted 
in the United States, and, since the 
discount on Canadian funds in New 
York was not quite eo large-sa that on 
sterling^ it follows that the pound 
sterling has also been at some dis­
count in Canada.

In these circumstances it might 
have been supposed, considering the 
close community of interest both poli­
tical and financial between Canada and 
Great Britain, the large sums alreaoy 
invested in Canada by British lenders 
and the expectation of further borrow­
ings in failure, that Canada would have 
associated herself somewhat' closely 
with the fortunes of the pound sterling*
