I did not hear any con­
versation regarding the docking of the ship 
at that time. At 4.45 o’clock the bell 
buoy was abeam of -us. The pilot then 
gave orders to have the anchors ready. 
At 5 o’clock I was told to let go the 
starboard anchor. I got the time from 
the aïatç, didn’t take it myself. After 
dotting go the starboard anchor I was told 
to pay out chain and 90 fathoms was 
paid out altogether. I was no.t looking for 
the position, of the ship at that time. 1 
was looking toward the bridge and hadn t 
time to turn round when the starboard 
anchor was gone. She was not going 
ahead when the anchor was ‘let go, and 
wfien sufficient chain was out it was then 
across the stem and remained there.

Ship Wm Carrying Anchor With Her.
I did not notice ‘how hard across the 

stem the chain was. The ship was carry­
ing the anchor with her. There were about 
45 or 50 fathoms of chain out when the 
port anchor was dropped. They couldn’t 
hold the chain below. The anchor was 
holding some. The anchor did not foul at 
first or it would have come home and it 
didn’t.
