Maritime - Province Men Felt
They Were Rather Badly
Treated,

ST, JOHN MEN ARE HOME,

Mr. Sharkey, Deposed from Office,
Says There's Need of a Change
in Congress Methods — Toronto
News Describes the Situation as
Affecting St. John and Nova Scotia
Delegates:

There was something of a big row at the
fradeés congress”of Canada snnual meeting
in Brockville (Ont.), last week and the
maritime provinces delegates are annoyed
at the attitude of comgress upon certain
questions. Peter C. Sharkey, who was
vice-president for New Brunswick in the
congress, took a decided stamd om some
questions and when it came vo election of

officers he was deposed and C. H. Stevens
of fthis city put in his place. Mr. Sharkey,
Ohas.: McCOristall, C. G. Langbein, C.

dhanged if the congress is to live up to
ite objeot. This he enyw is the elevation of
the ‘laboring man and the betterment of
hil finenéial positionn. This has been over-
‘riddén, he ‘daps, by ‘the “label pushers,”
who use the congress for the purposes of
pushing {he sales,of the goods upon which
they wonk, and who forget. the princi les’
Sharkey believes in the union label but
niof: iny thie: abouse of it and says therels a
pomt where halt should be called. The
“Jabel pushidrs,” he contemds, should be
forced out of the comgness.

The Toronto News of Saturday last has
» long anticle from a staff correspondent,
dealing with the congress. In part it says:
“The ohief mesult of the deliberations of
the congress is to continue divisions al-
ready existing among labor men, and 1o
intensify the bitterness between the in-
ternational unions and other forms of or-
gamization, The climax was reached at
ithe Berlin congress of 1902, when the con-
stitution was amended to provide thut
‘no national union be necognized where
an international uniom exists” The effect
was to exclude the Knights of Labor,
cigarmakers, ganment workers amd others
from 'the dominiion congress. This action
led o the formation of the Natiomal
Trades Congress, which, securing the sup-
port of Archbishop Bruchesi, who issued
@ pastorel letter against imternational
unions, has attained comsiderable strength
and is fighting the international umions
with all the vigor of youth and inepire-
tion from high quartens.

“In the maritime provinces there are
many Kmnights of Labor, but thé¢ movement
there hias taken more particularly the
form of ‘federal unions; t¢hat is purely
Canadian:. organizations. These are orgat-
ized into trades councils and have mepre-
sentation in the congress. The representa-
tives iof these federal mmions ere a small
minority in the congress, and feeling
themselves over-shadowed by the inter-
national delegates naturally feel, and have
displayed, sympathy for the Knights of

Labor, who have been excluded.

Voted Mr. Eharkey Out.

“Phus Gt came about that when the
questtion of readmitting the Xnights of
Labor came up, Delegates Sharkey, of St.
John, and Smith, of Halifax, spoke tem-
peratély and well in favor of the pro-
posal. That was a natural attitude, and
one well within their discretion. But, un-
fontunately for the cause of labor, thd ac-
tion wof these delegates was mesented by
dome of the imternationalists wso bitterly
that when the election of officers came on
Mr. Sharkey, who has an exceptionally
fine record as an organizer (not paid), of
labor in his own province, was v: out
of position of vice-president for his prov-
ince, and a cigarmaker mamed Stevens
elaated. Mr. Sharkey’s friends now charge
the cigarmakens and shoe analkers with
making a dead set against him, because of
his advocacy of conciliatory methods in
dealing with the Knights of Labor.
“Whether thet is the case or mot, the
idea has taken hold of the maritime de-
legation, and they will leave the con-
gress with the determination of not re-
turning next year. They are admittedly
influential men in their own province, and
if they adhere to their present declared
intenticn, there may be no maritime dele-
gates in the next congress. As indicating
the feeling of the delegates on the ques-
tion, it may be stated that when the place
of meeting for mext year was under con-
sideration, the statement was made on
the floor of ccngrews that the maritime
men had had -a conference and decided
not it awk for the eongress thene, because
they considered they had not been fairly
tweated. They came to Brookville full of a
desire to get next year's congress.”

While we negret very much the in-
ahility of the company fo pay today, the
fact Nxﬁmm that theré is no money %o
pay with.

“There seems to be only one thing left
for them to do; and that is to accept of-
fers of wonk elsewhere, leaye their checks
with friends, responsible attorneys er busi-
ness men to colleet for them when the

, company pays. Bear in mind that your

wages will have to be paid ultimately, and
oohstitite a just obligation against the
company which all the pro and other

| assets will be liable for.”

A Mob of 1500 Attack Company's Office.

This notice instead of allaying the ex-
citement of the crowd, which by this
time was estimated to number 1,500, made
them fumious and, despite the efforts of
the eombined strength of the jocal police
force and the company’s private police
force, rocks and other missiles filled the
wir, directed ‘at the windows of the of-
fice buildings.

Someone then turned in an alarm of
fire with a viéew of msing the fire hose
upon the mob. The firemen turned sev-
eral streams on the crowd and drove them
quite a distance from the building.
Troops Arrive on the Scene.

The arrival of the troops on the grounds
armed with (ball cartridges about 2 o’clock
gerved to mestore some semblance of or-
der. The rioters then contented them-
selves with throwing stones at the build-
ing and hurling inveetives at the woldiers,
who established a “dead lime” and pre-
vented any spproach toward the building
by any of the rio

No meinforcements 'of militia have ar-.
rived from outside and the only defence
against the mob, which grows hourly, is
a more or less demoralized police depart-
ment and a small comparry of militiamen.

The greater mumber of the mob are of
ignorant Italians Finns, Norwegians and

Company Will House and Feed the Men.

Late this afternoon the leaderw of the
mob held & conference and demanded phat
the company house the men in their hotel
and boarding house and feed them until
the money for their wages ie forthcoming.
In order to appease the crowd, this de-
mand was granted, and ‘the men have
taken possession of the White House, a
large boarding house operated by the
company. Provisions ave being sent. there
to feed them. ’

It is estimated that there are 2,000 men
in the Soo tonight and these are reinforc-
ed by all the idle rabble in town. A train
canrying 400 more woodsmen is expected
to arrive on the Algoma Central late to-
night. The local police force is being
strengthened by the addition of all the
deputies who can be found, each man
being given & badge and a revolver and
ordered to use the latter whenever neces-
sary. \
Police Shoot Three Rioters

Considerable feeling has been aroused
over the shooting of three Frenchmen by
the police during the trouble this morn-
ing. The mob 'threatens an attack upon
police headquarters with a view of effect-
ing the release of all the men who have
been amrested. Both that building and
that oceupied by the fire . department 8
guarded against attack. ; i

The problem today’s developménts have
created is beyond: the eolution of any of
the company officigls op the ground. Ap-
parently their only Nope is that the anger
of the mob will epend itself and that the
men will get out-of town: by degrees.

A mass meeting of the men will be held
tonight and it is feared trouble will fol-
low. i s

Abont 10.30 an alarm of fire was turned
in from the pulp mills and the department
responded but the blaze could not be dis-
covered. The turning in of an alarm was
evidently the work of some of the rough
element which has gathered in large pro-
portions to help along the work of dis-
order. $

An effort was made late today to get a
body of rioters to cross the river to the
American side and put the power house
and street railway out of commission; but
it was not euccessful.
