In the afternoon the Agricul-
tural Society held their annual meeting,
which was very largely attended, Chatham,
Napan, Black River, Douglastown, Nelson
and Bay du Vin being represented.

‘I'he finaneial report submitted by the
secretary-treasurer, George E. Fisher,show-
od a balance on hand of $396 and the so-
ciety to be in a prosperous condition. It
was stated in the report of the directors
that the lease of the Lobban property had
been transferred to the Miramichi Agri-
cultural Exhibition Association, Ltd., get-
ting as collateral $1,000 stock in, that so-
ciety, for which a stock certuicate would
be issued.
