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The Trouble Commences.

The Fredericton feporter supplies the
following information :—

We have just learned that the greatest
indignation prevails among parties in the
upper section of the Province in conse-
quence of the River du Loup Company’s
agents selecting and closing against future
operations the very best and only available
timber lands in the country. They declare
it is taking the bread out of their mouths,
and that they will burn every station house
and every acra of land rather than submit
to it. These accounts are probably exag-
gerated, but at the same time the govern-
ment would do well to inquire into the
matter carefally.

Tho Government and the Company mast
et together in the selection of the lands,
and the latter can not close up any section
of lumbering or farming country without
the permission of the formar.. The Govern-
ment, therefore, as well as the Company,
are responsible for any supposed hardships
that the Company’s operations seem:to en-
tail. :

. The grant of land to the River Du‘Loup
Railway people ié on a magnificent scale.
Nearly two millions of acres of the pablic
lands will be forever removed from the
control of the Province and giyenabsolutely
to the Company, without one dollar in the
shape of money indemnification going to the
Province. In the hands of honest, enter-
prising, patriotic men this vast Estate may
be so settled and improved as to lead
thoughtful persons to bless the day that
the Legislature handed it over to & Com-
pany. In the hands of rapacious contrac-
ters and lumbermen, bent only on making
money at whatever and whosever-cost, it
will become a sink of corruption—bthe most
disgracefal blot in our Provincial: history.
It remains with the gentlemen who control:
the works to carefully guard their -attions,
that no merited stigma may atéach $o:their
movements in connection -with this great
publie gift.

Change an the Law in reference to
Bank Notes falling Due.

Bills falling due on Sundays are not pay-
able now until Monday. The following
provision in Bill No. 32 introduced during
the recent Session of the Dominion Parlia-
ment to amend the Act relating to Banks
and Banking, bas become Law:—“‘And
¢ with regard to bills of Exchange and pro-
¢ missory notes, whenever the last day of
s¢ grace falls on a legal holiday in the Pro-
+¢ yince where any such bill nor note is
¢ payable, then the day nexs followisg not
¢¢ being a legal holiday shall be the last
¢ day of grace as to such bill or note
¢ throughout the Dominion.”

The legal holidays in New Brunswick
are Sunday, New Year’s Day, Good Friday,
Christmas, and the Queen’s Birth-day,—
also Fast and Thanksgiving days not only
when proclaimed by the Governor General
but any such days appointed by Proclama-
tion of our own Lieutenant Governor.

Mr. Godfrey was not long in making his
appearance, and, undismayed by the thun
ders from orchestra, chorus and audience,
sprang with a will to his task. The open-
ing piece in which the Grenadiers display-
ed their splendid qualities was the over-
ture to ** Robin Hood,”’ and it was admir
avly rendered. From time to time the
band was interrupted by impatient ap
plause from thousands of persons. The
delicious and familiar overture to *‘ Der
Freyschutz”’ followed, and brought out the
tull strength of the band. Then came one
of Mr. Godfrey’s own compositions, the
« Mabel Waltz,” as familiar to American
as to English ears, but given with wonder
ful strength and grace of expression.

This little concert, exhibiting one of the
best bands of Europe to the very finest ad-
vantage, was heartily received, and Mr.
Gilmore, then entering and assuming the
baton, the orchestra and chorus took up
the noble anthem of “God save the Queen,”’
and Madame Rudersdorff aseended the
soloists platform‘prepared to sing certain
lines of the hymn. All went well until the
second verse, when the organ seemed to
break away from the Chorus, and to pre
cede it in a most inexplicable manner.
Gilmore ir vain attempting to bring the
Choras up to it. But suddenly the bear-
skin and scarlet jacket were seen in the
leader’s place.

Mr. Gilmore, with his usual delicate
tact, had seen the difficulty, and bastened
to repair it, putting Mr. Godfrey into his
place.

The hurrahs were breaking out for the
fifth or sixth time when suddenly the fa-
miliar notes of the ¢ Star Spangled Ban
ner’’ were heard, and to them the thunder
of tho batteries outside was joined. No—
it could not be. Yes—it was, There were
Her Majesty’s servants blowing our nation
al hymno out of the ends of their trumpets,
and at every lowering of Mr. Godfrey’s
baton the cannon roared as if it were their
last chance, since peace were really inau-
gurated. Then ensucd a scenc such as we'l
never be forgotten, It was approached at
the last Jubilee, but by no means equalled.
Thousands upon thousands of ladies waved
their handkerchiels and uttered the femi-

threw their bats into the air and huzzaed
at the top of their voices, and the members
of the orchestra waved their instruments
and seemed frantic with excitement. Away
up in the farthest corner of the chorus
there was profoundest agitation, and even
Newburyport and other.coast choruses laid
aside their hatred for Britons and screamed
exaltantly.

Reception of Madame Leutner.

One of the most decided sensutions of the
day was the appearance of Madame
Peschka Leutner _the great German
soprano.

It was felt by
all that this would be a severe task of
Madame Leutner, but she acquitted her
gelf of it in & most triumphal munner, and
soon aroused an enthusiasm which broke
forth at every pause in the piece in the
wildest manner, and compelled her to keep
up a constant courtesying to both the
audience and chorus. As she advanced
with the Aria the enthusiasm increased,
and manifested itself in a very striking
manner on one occasion, when, at the con-
clusion of an elaborate ralade, the sympa
thetic chorus arose *‘asone man’’ and
applauded the fair artiste to the echo.
Madame Leatner's voice is certainly a
mnost remarkable one. Nothing like it, in
point of richness and volume, has been
been heard in America since Parepa.
W hile her low tones appear almost if not
fally equal to that great singer’s, she ex
cels Parepa in compass, reaching, in fact,
the astonishing height of G in alt. Her
execution is also very fine, and altogether
she appears to be a most exceptional
artiste. The tumult which followed her
exit was traly ear-piercing and glove
rending, and she was obliged to submit to
the encore of the day- it being the begin-
ning ofa long list of similar inflictions
which were impesed by the inconsiderate
portion of the audience thereafter with a
zeal worthy of a better cause

GRIEVANCES OF AMERICAN SEAMEN.—The
American seamen in the port of Liverpool
held a meeting on the28ch, to discuss their
grievances and take steps to remedy them.
One of the causes of compluint is the low
scale of wages, and another, alleged unlair
troatment at the hands of the American
Consul at that port. After discussion, the
men proposed, in order to avert the threat
ened strike, that the wages should in fu-
ture he £3 per month for the long voyage
and £4 per wonth for voyages to the west
ward. One speaker affirmed that the sum
and substance of the trouble was the non-
payment of the three months’ wages, to
which, by the law of their country, Ame-
rican seamen are cntitled. The abolition
of the ndvance note system was strongly
urged, one of the speakers going <o far as
to offer £50 towards a fund to enable sea-
men to dispense with the notes.

Position of the Democracy-

The spirit of the Democratic Conven-
tions in the several States of the North is
unmistakable. A more magnanimous
temper was never shown in the whole his-
tory of politics. The purpose has been
slowly but surely forming among the De-
mocratic masses to overthrow this existing
dynasty by any fair means that promised
to be effective. Never since the Cincinnati
(Jonvention adjourned has there been any
estrangement of the Democrats toward the
movement which they regarded with 80
much favor and rejoicing. They saw in it
from thefirst the opportunity so long eo-
veted to purify the Government and apply
its powers to service of the country in
place of a family and ring dynasty. To
accomplish that, they felt willing to forego
all past feelings and aim for the larger and
permanent good. Of the leading members
of the party who originally relused to
sacrifice what were only personal senti-
ments, the greater part have now discarded
their dislike for the sake of securing a
patriotic advantage. In Maine, New
Hampshire, Massachusetts, Vermont, Con-
necticut, and Rhode Island, the Democrats
are strongly in favor of the Cincinnati
platfiorm and candidate. In New York,
vennsylvania, New Jersey; Ohio, Indiana,
Hlinois, Wisconsin, lows, Missouri, Kan-
sas—all through the Northern frontier,
the sentiment of the Democracy is positive-
ly for co-operation with Cincinnati.

The South is solid for Cincinnati, plat-
form and candidate, assured of its speedy
relief from Radical thralldom by thet way
alone. In the Baltimore Convention its
voice cannot be other than potent in shap-
ing the final action of that body. With
the Southern electoral votes assured. the
North can easily cipher out victory- with
the figures already under its control.
Pennsylvania must elect Buckalew in Uc-
tober, and that gives the electoral vote to
the Baltimore nominee in November. The
fight between Forney and Cameron is too
fierce to be comp in time for the State
¢l :ction. Hartranft will not be withdrawn,
and Forney knows it well, for Hartranit
means Cameron for the Senatorship next
winter. Indiana may be counted on to
support Pennsylvania, with Hendricks
running for Governor and Colfax cheated
out of his nomination. In fact, a Demo-
cratic triumph in Pennsylvania in October
is sure to fix the political vote of many a
State in November, particularly those
which are close and dubtful. They will
break the line and follyw the lead of
Pennsylvania at once. Hence it may be
#id again that ‘‘as goes Pennsylvania so
goes the Union.”

A Bcene on a Grand Falls Steamer—Lum-
bermen in Repose.

Says a correspondent of the Fredericton
Ezpress, a passenger on board a steamer
from Grand Falls :—
