and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We
have thought fit, by and with the advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking
and by thesc presents enjoining you, and each of you, that on Sarurpay, the FirsT
day of the month of JuLy next, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada, at
Our City of OrTawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our
said - Dominion of Canada, and thercin to do as may seem nocessary. HEREIN

In Tesrimony WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WrrnEss, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Right
Honorable Sir FrEpERIc TeMPLE, Barl of DurreriN, Viscount and
Baron Clandcboye of Clandeboye, in the County Down, in the
Peerage of the United Kingdom, Baron Dafferin and Clandeboye,
of Ballyleidy and Killeleagh, in tho County Down, in the Peerago
of Ireland, and a Baronet, IKnight of Qur Most Itlustrious Order of
Saint Patrick, and Knight Commander of Oar Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, Governor-General of Canala, and Viee-Admiral
of the same:
