Of Dr. M. a little group of his friends,
says the Chicago Interior, were speaking
with sowe concern, He was looking
haggard; they said his age and s hard
work were evidently beginning to tell
on bim,

But when Dr, M. himself appeared, he
was as sprightly as a boy. e had snd-
denly grown ten years youunger. He
had been out to the stockyards holding
meetings among the workmen.

“Yes, it did take a pretty strong
stomach where 1 was today,” he said.
“Yesierday there was an arrangement for
the men to stop work while we held the
meeting, but today the arrangement had
not been made, and they told me to go
ahead right there in the middle of the
butchering room, There was guite n
space in the centre of the room where
a hundred or so gathered around me,
But the floor was sticky with  blood
there amnd everywhere, and on both sides
of me while I was talking, the cattle
came sliding down to the slaughterers,
and men were driving their long
knives in the throats of the heasts, and
the blood was spurting out in great
streams Every man in my audience
wore red-stained clothes,

“But T preached, and 1 don't believe
1 ever had quite so good attention any-
where else. It was astonishing, consid-
ering the surroundings. 1 have done
a good deal of street preaching in my
time, and almoct always in a  street
crowd one sees o faces that are de-
fiant,  They look e if they would
like to say, ‘What business anyhow
have you got coming around here and
talking to ns?

“Rut in this packing house andience
1 didn't see a face that wasn't friendly.
And nobody fidgeted around, They
simply listened like men that want to hear
Afterwards they came up and got the
‘Gospels of John' that T offered, and
put them away in their pockets,  Most
of them probably couldn't  read the
hook, but they all have children at home
who can read English,

“Don't yon know, I think there is
something different in the air? T think
the Lond is giving us a chance with
these people: he is twining them to be
disposed to listen. Tt was splendid.”

power.  Some of us are feeling kecn-
3 n hopelessness of getting that
highway ready. We better

study the six promises that follow the
verse about the “highway,” and take
hold of them in prayer, and then God's
strength will be perfected in our utter
wenkness, and the “highway” will be
got ready, and used as well; for these
six promises are doubly signed by Him
whose wonl they are, that they may
be forever trusted with the most exhuber-
ant confidence,

1—“Every valley shall be exalted.” The
great yawning chasms that keep even
God's real people apart shall be filled
up.  Amen.

2 Kvery mountain and hill shall he
made  low.  The obstacles and moun
tain impossibilities shall *“skip like rame
and leap like lambs™ out of the road,
Amen, It is “the Presence of the Lord™”
that does this, Psa. 1145, 7.

B—The crooked things shall be made
straight.”  There are “crooked things,”
grieveously crooked things, amongst us,
along with which the Lord ean neither
walk nor work.  But the third promise
sings out, “These shall be made straight,”
Amen.

4-“The rongh ways shall be made
anooth.” Luke 3:4. There are rough
<elfish, thoughtless, hurtful ways amongst
e whereby we hurt one another, and
that “‘oneness” that means a “highway"
ix hopelessly marred.  But this glorions
promise reads, “These shall he  made
amooth.” \Amen and amen.  Shorter
Catechism.  Answer 107,

n—-Now the “highway” is ready there
is no tronble about the Royal Coming
of the King *“The glory of Jehovah
<hall be revesled. “It shall be so re
vealed to His now waiting and expect-
ant people that they shall see it. Then
“he that is feeble amongst us shall be
like David, and the house of David as
God”  Faney what sort of a church
that will be when the feeble amongst ns
<hall be like David going out to meet
Goliath, just becanse we have “seen the
glory of our God” That was the sole
<ocret of the giant looking so small o
the stripling. As soon as the “high-
way" is ready, this will be.

@ Something else will happen then.
“All flesh shall see it together,”  Sin-
ners cannot help seeing the glory of the
Lord when His People are full of it
But how can a Christian whose daily
complaints is that he cannot see it him-
seM he greatly wed in showing it to
another? When the glory f our Di-
vine Lord and of His Divine Word are
wpevenled” to His waiting and expectant
people, then, and not till then, will it be-
come visible to the great groaning world,
whose salvation must wait until Christ's
people “see the glory of their King.”
Take notice, the special “glory” that wik
<hine out first will be His absolute
faithful to His published Word. e
“magnifies His Word above all His
name,” even as any honorable man does.
When His people see that, then the
world will see Him.

Do we now see “the glory of the
Tord” so shining out of these six pro-
mises that we can go to work with
good cheer “preparing” this “highway”
depending on that Divine faithfulness
for their glorious fulfilment? 1f these

t

ises are the d of our cour-

age, we may work expecting supernatural
supplies according to these seven great
measures.

1.—Supplies acconding to the valop
of the blood of Christ in the sight of
His Father, Does not expectation con-
sciously grow as we look at that?

2-Supplies according to the volume
of love in the heart of the Father Who
“spared not His own Son, but delivercd
Him up for us all.”  Think of that,

3-Supplies according to the power ol
{he Holy Ghost, the Holy One of lsrael
the Zeal of the Lord of bosts to work
in and by us all what Jesus Christ has
wrought out for us,  What shall we
expect as we look at that?

4 Here is another sort of measure, not
infinite, but very great, Supplies accord
ing to our need in His sight.

5 Supplies according to the need ot
the eause and honor of Jesus Christ.
How much will satisfy us as we think
of that?

G- Supplies according to the needs ol
the perishing multitudes in Christian
and in heathen lande,  These six pro-
mises meet all that need.

7-And this is the top rung of the lad-
der.  Supplies aceording to the three
Govenant promises glven to ns as the
fruit of the death of Christ.  The New
Testament, the dying bequest of His
love, to which we fell heir at the first
Communion Feast, 1 Cor, 11: 25: 1517
Compare Heb, 8:6. The three Covenant
Promises to which we so fell heir are
to be found Heb 8:10-12,

“Prepare ye the way of the Lord,
Make stralght in the desert an high-
way for onr God."  Then “the glory
of the Lord shall be revealed, and all
flesh shall see it together, for the mouth
of the Lord hath spoken it.”  Awmen and
amen.

The great coming revival will begin
by God's people singly and in groups,
hecoming  “prepared”  and  expectant
“highways” along  which the glory of
the Lord shall come, and shine out npon
others,

Penticost could not come until there
was a company of “prepared” helievers,
“qll with one accord in one place,” pray-
ing, expecting, rejoicing in the sure
hope of the promised “Coming.” That
expectant company was the “highwav"
along which “the Tord God came with
«rong hamd” to do His mighty work.
Without that “prepared” hightway, He
conld not have come.,
