The impression that Canada had 
done nothing for imperial defence is, 
so Horn. L. P. Brodeur told the To­
ronto Empire Club recently, a mis­
taken «one.

Canada has done much for the 
empire, Mr. Brodeur said, by look­
ing alter her own naval defences. 
The position taken by Canada, and 
later adopted by other colonies, was 
that a contribution of money would 
be against the principles of respon­
sible government and control of ex­
penditure. Yet Canada bad not 
only helped in looking alter her own 
defences, but it bearing the burden 
of fisheries protection. This latter 
followed the making of a treaty in 
1818 between Great Britain and the 
United States, allowing United 
States fishermen to fish in Canadian 
waters—a treaty which had never 
been submitted to Canada.

In the protection of fisheries since 
the Treaty of Washington in 1886 
Canada had spent $3,147,690. Last 
year they spent more than $250,000 
and this year they were spending 
$500,000, which included the con­
struction of a cruiser. The taking 
over of the naval stations was an­
other assistance. Then the Cana­
dian Government had taken care of 
tho wireless telegraph service, a ser­
vice which, on the other side of the 
Atlantic, was looked after by the 
Admiralty. A station had been es­
tablished on the Atlantic, and an­
other would be established on the 
Pacific.
