Tbe gale extended to
Bermuda, doing iderable damage to property
at that place. A paper ot the 27th ult thus de-
scribes its eftects :—* The wind howled with an
appal ing noire ; the waters of the hartor were
like a boiling cauldron, and tbe buge waves broke
upon the shore with heavy force, flinging their
spray far over the herbage, and upon cultivated
spots unprotected by trees.” The sbipping in
port sustained trifling damage—some having
dragged their anchors for a considerable distance.

Some few miners have made * lucky strikes” but,
on the whole, the intelligence is unfavorable.—
California, on the contrary, still bolds out, and is,
no doubt, at the present time, the richest gold
mining country in tbe world. On the Meroed
River sowe twenty companies are obtaining gold
10 the ex'ent ot from twelve to thirty dollars to
each man per day. In Piacer County, the own
ers of a claim 100k out one thousand doilars worth
of gold in a single pan, and tbey bave all realised
a bacdsome forrune within a few years At the
Jenny Lind claim, near Forest Hul, seven bun-
dicd ounces, worth about twelve thousand dJol
lars, wss 1aken out in a single week, and the
cis'w bas averaged $7000 per week for over a
year past. Ober rich claims are noticed, and
there sppears to be o doubt tha' in many sec-
uons of California the yield of gold wili be lurger
this year than for several years past.—American
Traveler.

The development of events rapidly succeed
ing each other within a short time, in relation to
the atfairs of this Empire, opens to the speculs-
tive mind u vast field for consideration as to is
futare. Confucius, if he were living at tbis day,
would bebold with woonder and incredulity the
rapid demoralization of that great peopls to whom
bis oracular teachings gave rules, regulation and
laws for their government. He would bebold
that Empire which contained within the linits of
its ooundaries, for thousinds of years, according
to the belief of its peopls, all the wisdom, en-
lightenment and improvement upon past ages and
generations, now beset upon all sides by outside
barbarians, pushing their successful operations to
the accomplishment of ends well calculated to
uodermine the foundation of their government,
and open up to the gaze of their cotemporaries
the hidden mysteries which they for ages past
bad so scrupulously defended from the inquisitive
eyes of all not recognized as “ Children of the
Sun.”

Bat while the Chinese themseives must neces-
sarilly look upon the encroachments of their
enemies with well-grounded alarm, because of
their likelihood to make innovations upon their
time-bonored customs and to break down all
their pre-conceived notions of inimicability and
superiority, the * rest of msnkind” must regard
development of events in Asia as prowising
much in bebalf of the progressiof civilization
and adding largely to the means and facilities for
increased trade and additional prosperity through-
out the world.

A courntry, vast in its extent, inhabited by
bundreds of millions of people with bands fo
work and minds to invent, possessed of a sol
paturally rich and infl d by a cli mak-
ing in sueceptible of vast improvement, produ-
cing, it addition, to the common productions of
otber, lands, many of tbe necessities, com-
forts acd luxuries and of civilized life, which
bave been for ages peculiar to its hauits ; it would
be almost useless to attempt fo demonstrate the
effect consequent upon the destruction of the
obstacles which have bitberto, to a considerable
extent, made it a “lerra incognila” to the out-
side world.
