It Is 
recognised that roughages, as alfalfa, 
ensilage, roots and such concentrates as 
cotton seed, meal and peas are feeds 
that at ironiste a large flow of milk and 
tend to keep the animals’ system in 
good working coédition. We Had that 
these feeds are not always available on 
western Canada farms, or if they can 
be- procured are such an dorlotant 
price as to make them prohibitive. This 
being true, we are handicapped when 
it comes to test work as compered with 
breeders In districts where tuck feeds 
are often home-grown. " This argument
