Glenn Says “I’'m Governor” to Sulzer’s Request to
Have Matter Go Before the Courts---Nothing to
Arbitrate---Sulzer’s Plan Receives a Setback.

ALBANY, N.¥, Aug. 16.—New
York’s two governors, after the epis-
tolary clash of yesterday, continued

The proposal of William® Sulzer, the
impeached. Governor, that he and his
rival lay their respective claims before
the courts for speedy settlement, came
to grief last night. Lieutenant-Gov-
ernor Glinn,” who claims that he is
acting Governor by virtue of Sulzer’s
impeachment, notified Mr. Sulzer that
he had no intention of asking any
court save the court for the trial of
impeachment to decide the question.
