Rome, Aug. 31—In Vatican ecir-
cles Pope Benedict is said to have
signified his intention of issuing a
reply after receiving the responses
of all the belligerents to his peace
proposals, pointing out questions in
regard to which all nations at war
may be in agreement and the others
concerning which it will be necessary
to hold discussions. In this way it
is hoped gradually to make peace a
matter of practical politics.

Rome, Aug. 31—It is stated at
the Vatican that Pope Benedict on re-
ceiving President Wilson’s reply to
his peace proposals did not attempt
to conceal his bitter disappointment,
and fhat he regards the President’s
answer as leaving little room for fur-
ther peace efforts at present. It has
been no secret here that the Pope
hoped for a more favorable response
from the United Stetes than from
anywhere else.

comment. At the same time the

Little Hope

Amsterdam, Aug. 31.—Owing to
the prevalent feeling that the Pope's
proposal for peace probably will be
unsuccessful, stocks which had risen
in anticipation of a favorable reply
by the belligerents to the pontiff’s
note, have again declined. The Cal-
vinistic newspaper, Standard, in an
editorial, says that judging from
American newspaper comment, Presi-
dent Wilson’s reply to thie Pope ap-
pears to be disappointing, but that
the Standard trusts the great cause
with which it deals will remain
henceforth in the forefront of dis-,
cussion, although it seems hope must
be abandoned that the fourth war
ter is avoidable.
