CONGRATULATING ITALY:

France and England Tickled at Her Suec-
cess Over the Dervishes.

Romg, Dec. 26.—The French Ambassa-
dor has congratulated Baron Blanc, Minis-
ter of Foreign Affairs, upon the victory of
the Italians over Dervishes near Agordat
last week. Yesterday the British Charge
d’Affaires called upon Baron Blanc and
congratulated him and the Italian Govern-
ment in behalf of the Queen.
