It
works slower 1n these cases Lhan in
lupus, where the disease 18 on the
surface, for the rays have little pen-
etrating power; nevertheless there
are complete cures to its credit in
cases beyond the hope of eradicalion
by the knife. Befouse Jhere is any ap-
parent change in the condition, the
uffensive caor from the sore ceases,
and the disappearance of paip soon
follows. Theu stowly, tne healing
progresses. One receunt ease of mal-
ignant sargoma of the breast was
alscharged from the laboratory 1n
Brockly as cured, several moaths
apgo, wheye the disease was ar-
rested after it had aimost complete-
ly eaten away oune breast. ‘raere
has since been no sign of its return.
In cnother case sarcoma  of the
tongue — “smoker's cancer’—was
cured. There are so many instances
where lupus, the surface facial can-
cer, has been “otally wiped out that
they are ‘hardly regarued as being
wortay of a plage on the records.

By what process does the ray
achieve such results ? Nobody knows.
It physicians kuew this they would
be near to the greatest medical dis-
coverys in history. All they caun tell
is that the abnormal celiular pro-
cesses which produee cancer are in
some myster.ous manner corrected by
the action of the light ; the process is

cked and the sore healed. When
ey 2 have found out what cancer
is they may be able to determine why
the Kinsen ray acts upon it as it
does. At present, they must be

content with the knowledge that a
simple ray of light has given results
more wonderful than all the medi-
cines ; more radical than the knife.—
Elias Ligle in Buffalo Courier.

The fee of ten, or twenty, or
thirty cents is colleeted weekly at
the subscriber’s home, or, if pre-
ferred, he may pay it monthly, or
Yearly in advance.

$10.10 for a family of four, thus
securing medical attendance for a
whole year for less than a brief

Mr, Dunn was also ir-
terested. A year ago last August
Mesers. Skinger and Dunn thought so
well of the claim that they purchased
Nelson's interest. Messrs. Skinner and
Dunn gave him their joint and sev-
eral note for $5,513.34, dated at At-
lin, B. C.,, the 1st day of - August,
1900, and payable twelve months
after date witlr interest at six per
cent. A bill of sale of the vendor’'s
interest in the claim was made out,
and the Vancouver investors be-
came sole owners of what was sup-
posed to be one of the best mining
claims in all Atlin. The mine was
worked right along, but though fair
prospects were obtained, all in all
it was pot the bononza it had been
supposed to be.

Mr. Nelson haviong cleared out his
Interests in Atlin, left there for
Nome, ‘where he mined with® varying
success ever since. He returned to
Vancouver the other day, having
previously left the note with the
Bank of British North America in
Victoria for collection, only to be
informed that ‘the note had not been
paid.

He immediately placed the dishon-
ored bili in the hands of Messrs. Bow-
ser, Godfrey & Wallbridge for collec-
tion, with instructions to them to
enter suit. Action was commenced
early in the week, and a writ issued
against both R. B. Skinner and Thos.
Dunn.
