‘CROSS CROSSINGS CAUTIOUSLY’

The increasing number of automo-
biles moving through the Annapolis
Valley has prompted the Management
of the Dominion Atlantic Railway to
make every effort possible to prevent
accidents at public crossings.

A similar movement was started in
the United States recently by the Amer-
ican Railway Association, who have
prepared attractive_ posters attracting
the attention of motorists to the neces-
sity of “Crossing Crossings Cautiously”.

While there is not the same amount
of danger of this nature in Nova Scotia,
motorists will admit that with the in-
creasing number of cars ravelling through-
out the country there must be greater
necessity for driving cautiously when
approaching level railway crossings. We
are, therefore, attracting the attention
of motorists to this matter, emphasiz-
ing at the same time the fact that mov=-
ing trains cannot be stopped within a
few feet, while an automobile can. It
is, therefore, suggested that in approach-
ing rail crossings cars be always
kept under perfect control.
