London, April 30.—A despatch 'to
the Daily Telegraph Irom Johannes-
burg, dated Saturday, says that Gen.
Delarey’'s commandoes, under Com-
mandant Kemp, will meet early next
week to dlscuss the question of peace,

Captured by Boers.

Ottawa, April 29.—According to a
letter received to-day, Dr. Harry
Jackson, formerly a dentist on
Sparks street, was captured by the
Boers on March 27. The Canadian
troops took part in a drive near
Klerksdorp and rounded up a number
of guns and killed a few Boers. Dr.
Jacksom, however, fell into the hands
of the enemy. 'The writer thought
that the prisomer would be returned
to the British lines in a few days.

Recruits at Hallfax.

Halifax, April 28 —The military
camp at Willow Park is now a scene
of great activity. The work of organ-
izing is steadily progressing, and pre-
parations are being made for the 3rd
Legiment, which will sail first. The
clothing for the men of this regiment
has all been served out, and to-day
the troopers of the 9th Regiment
were receiving their kit. A number of
horses arrived to-day, and were
taken to the stables at the camp.
The 3rd Regiment is now complete
and ready to go on the troopship. It
is likely that a portion of the 4th
Regiment, in which the Halifax men
are, will leave with the 8rd Regi-
ment on the Cestrian.

EROM FAR BAROTSELAND.

Negro King is Coming to the Coro-
nation of King Kdward.

London, April 30.—Reuter's Agency
Jearns that Col. Colin Harding, C. M.
G.,late Acting Administrator of North-
west Rhodesia, leaves England im-
mediately for South Africa, in order
tv meet King Lewanika, the para-
mount chief of Barotseland, and es-
cort him to England, whither he is
coming at the invitation of the King,
to be present at the coronation.
King Lewanika has placed the whole
of bhis empire, whichi is much larger
than Germany, under British pro-
tection, and this is administered by
the British South Africa Company.

He is a curious mixture of European

native ldeas, Pagan,
and does not speak , but al-
ways dresses in European clothes
He travels chiefly in his state barge,
which is propelled by 80 rowers, most
of whom are indunas, and all attired
in tiger skins round the loins, and
l.uns’ mains on their heads. Even the
Prime Muister, who wears European
clothes, has to take off these gar-
ments, and, putting on his tiger skin,
take his turn at the oars. The King
himsell is seated under a canopy,
which is surmounted by gigantic
rtuffed figures of elephants or gir-
affe usually manufactured by Le-
wanika himself, of calico and cane.

SHOOTING WA ACCIDENTAL

Jury Acquits School-boy of
Any Intention.

LAW T00 LAXLY ENFORCED.

Kingston, Ont., April 29.—The Cor-
oner's jury empaneled to enquire fonto
the circumstances of the shooting of
little Beatrice Holland by her school-
mate in the cloak-room of the IKron-
tenac school, to-night brought in a
verdiet of accidental homicide. They
believed that the boy was not aware
that the revolver was loaded. Tue
Jury called attention 1o the numer-
ous second-hand stores in the city,
and aavised the closer jnspection
and licensing of them, and also Lo ex-
tend the law as to the sale of the
weapons, and that the carrying of
them be more strictly enforced. The
matter is now in the hauds of the
county attorney.

The jury heard the testimony of a
half-dozen school-children, the lad's
teacher, and the police coastables.
The evideuce goes Lo show that the
boy, alter the little girl had knocked
oif his hat, drew the revolver and
shot her without saying a word. One
witness sald that he did say once to
Beatrice, ““‘Give me my hat,” but this
was & moment or so before he fired
the shot. All agreed Beatrice never
spoke after the bullet pierced her
brain, Evidence by severaul boys was
to the effect that as Eric ran he said
he did npt know it was loaded. Ie
asked if he had hit the wall, but
when told he had shot Beatrice he
fled. The children generally said he
was popular. The teacher said he
was a boy of high spirits, and conse-
quently guite troublesome. He was a
reader of pernicious literature, and
she had had to take from him sev-
eral ‘“Jesse James' novels.

The boys said that Sharpe had car-
ried the revolver for several days
and had used it in shooting frogs in
the quarry near the school.

Medical evidence as to the cause of
death as developed by a post-mortemn
was given. L

The jurymen wanted to know bow
boys procured such weapons, and
learned that a youth named McDer-
mott, who kept a dime novel shop on
Princess street, had bought it from a
second-hand dealer. The police de-
seribed the kind of revolver used and
how they had found it.

HOUSE TUMBLED DOWN.

Scene of the Holmes Murders
in Toronto Collapses.

UNDERMINED BY THE RAINS

Toronto, April 30.—A strange acci-
dent happened last night shortly af-
ter six o'clock, which recalls in all
their horror the terrible crimes of
Holmes, the multi-murderer from
Chicago, who did away with the two
little Pletzel girls at the house, 16
St. Vincent street, and afterwards
buried their bodies in a small cellar
under the rear part of the house.
The accident was the collapse of the
house while standing on props dur-
ing the operation of building a cel-
lar under it.

Ever after the atroeities commit-
ted op the St. Vincent street resi-
dence, ‘which is a. roughcast cottage
one and one-hall stories high, were
brought to light, it was a very dif-
ficult matter to find tenants for the
place. Latterly, however, it has
been occupied by Mr. Harry White,
o shipper employed by the Ozone
company.

On iotsructions from the owner,
Mr. J. J. Kelso, Messrs. Saunders and
Company, the contractors, began the
construction of the cellar last week.
Jacks were used to raise the house,
and posts were placed underneath it.
The family continued to occupy the
house during the progress of the
work. , The heavy rain of yesterday
s0 softened the ground about the
supporting posts that they became
undermined, and those under the
front of the house at the southern
corner gave way.

With a resounding crash the bulld-
ing shot forwards and sideways, de-
molished the fence between it and
the neighboring house, and came
within two orf three feet of striking
the latter. Two children had been
sitting at the tea table but a few
moments previous to the collapse,
and it was well that they had moved,
for the major portion of the bricks
which composed the chimney broke
through the roof and struck just
where they would have been. The
kitchen stove broke through the
floor, the piamo was wrecked, alk the
walls and partitions were demolish«
ed or splintered, and the structure
was practically destroyed.

The family moved most of their be-
longings out last night, and are stay-
ing temporarily with friends in Cum-
berland street.

H. H. Holme® was hanged in Moya-
mensing Prison for the murder of
Benjamin F. Pietzel on May 7, 1896.
On the scaffold he declared he had
not killed Pitezel nor any of the
Pitezel children, and that the extent
of his wrongdoing in taking human
life was the killing of two women
whose deaths resulted from eriminal
operations.

CONTRACTORS AT WAR.

Canadlans Kortify Themselves on St.
Lawrence lsland

Ogdensburg, N. Y., April 29.—Can-
adian contractors who are in dis-
pute as to who has the contract
for building the summer school at
Float Island, In the St. Lawrence
River, have seized the island and
placed an armed picket guard in
possession. Last fall the Rev. Dr.
Ullman, rector of Trinity School,
New York City, purchased the island
and granted certain contracts to
Gananogue builders, who began
work at once, Subsequently con-
tracts were given to Brockville
builders, who commenced work
where the Gananogque men stopped.
The latter learning of the fact ap-
peared with a force of workmen.
They tore down the work being
done, drove off the Brockville men,
and placed a guard on the island
to prevent them from again land-
ing on it. (The courts have granted
an ad interim injunction, the writ
being returnable on May 6th, and
all work is stopped until it is de-
cided who has the right to erect
the buildings.
