AT TEHERAN.

Behavior of the Cossacks and Other
Treops Disgraceful.

Fight Was Provoked by Bomb Being
Throwa From Bailding,

British and Russian Representatives
Werking For Peace.

London, June 24.—A special des-
patch from Teheran to the Times says
that the killed and wounded in yes-
terday’s fighting totalled seventy, the
casualties being heavy among the Na-
tionalists. Several deputies were kill-
ed. The foreign residents are in no
danger, as the town is in the hands
of the Russian general, Liakhoff.

General Liakhoff, according to this
despatch, directed the operation of
the tribal cavalry, the Silahkar Regi-
ment joini in the fray later. Rifle
firing las for two hours, after
which the Parliament building and
adjacent buildings were bombarded
at close range, the 200 defenders of
the former building eventually being
scattered.

The looting which followed the fir-
ing was indescribable and continued
throughout the day. The Times’ cor-
respondent says that the behavior of
the troops, including the Cossacks, was

Ex-President of the United States
Suffered Frem Stomach, Heart and
Had Been Sick a Long Time, Bat
Fact Kept Quiet.

Princeton, N. J., June 24 —Grover
Cleveland, former President of the Unit-
ed States, died suddenly, at his home at
Westland here at 8.40 o'clock this morn-
ing. Death was due to heart failure,
complicated with other diseases. The
passing away of Mr. (Cleveland was not
immediately announced, but was delay-
ed until an official statement had been
prepared by the physicians who had !

authorities have seized over 5,000 cases
of Canadian Club Whiskey, manufac-
tured by Hiram Walker & Sons. The
seizure was made in Detroit and ties up
sixty thousand dollars’ worth of liquor.
Some step like this was taken before but
an injunction was secured and the order
was rescinded. The U. 8. Department
of Agriculture objects to the kabel and
claims that it does not comply with the
law known as the Pure Food Act. The
Walkers have engaged Joseph Choate,
former ambassador to Britain, as leading
counsel, and will defend the case to the
court of last resort.

Ottawa, June 24.—The representatives

of various Ontario and Quebec munici-
palities were in Ottawa this morning to
attend the meeting of the Commons
Private Bills Committee, scheduled to
take up the bill to incorporate the Do-
minion Power Development Company.
The municipalities are opposing the bill,
which has already passed the Senate,
on the ground that the company is given
too usurping rights of power develop
ment in Quebec and Ontario, and the
rights of the municipalities are not ade-
quately protected.
When the committee met to-day Hon.
Mr. Brodeur suggested that in view of
the unavoidable absence of Hon. Jacques
Bureau at Three Rivers and of Hon.
Geo. Graham at Cornwall, both of whom
were especially interested in the pro-
posed amendments to the bill, it would
be advisable to postpone consideration
of the bill until next week. This was
agreed to, and the committee adjourned
until Thursday, July 2.

As only an hour per week is left for
consideration of private bills in the
Commons, it is very probable that this
bill will be one of the items left on the
order paper when prorogation comes.
