"WOMAN IN IT.

Sqlnlel’ on Warriner When Her
Income Stepped.

The Defalcation of Big Four’s Late

Treasurer.

Cincinnati, Nov. 10.—Experts straight-
ening the tangled affairs of the Big
Four railroad’s financial department to-
day probed into the matter of securities
and bond issues, which came under the
charge of Charles L. Warriner, deposed
treasurer, who is accused of a defalca-
tion amounting to $643,000 of the com-
pany’s funds. 4

It was learned to-day that Warriner
in his statement to his superiors told
them that when he came here from the
Cleveland office of his company he
brought with him a shortage of $30,000
in his accounts at Cleveland. His down
fall, he stated, dates from the time, hav
ing covered that shortage, only to fall
into the clatches of the man who, he al
leges, has blackmailed him ever since.
This shortage continued to grow till it
was soon swelled to $200,000 before he
realized his position.

From a lhigh official source it is learn
ed that the first intimation of the im
pending scandal in the office of the lo
cal treasurer came through a Cleveland
woman, who, it is alleged, had been
sharing in the ill-gotten spoils and
whose income had been shut off.

At first the statement of the woman
was not aredited, and Melville E. In-
galls, chairman of the board of the Big
Four, declared to-day that it was almost
impossible for him to believe that there
could be anything wrong with Warriner
for several days, notwithstanding a
hasty examination by some of the higher
officers of the company had brought the
first evidence of shortage.

The' Norfolk County Fruit Growers'
Association is a co-operative assoclation
which has done a wonderful work during
the last five years. From seventeen
members five years ago, it has grown to
& membership of nearly 200. This year
the iption will ship in the neighbor-
hood of 20,000 barrels, bringing its mem-
bers a net return of from $1.75 to $2.25
per barrel on the trees.

This admirable showing is largely due
to the exoellent business capacity dis-
played by thé manager, Mr. J. E. John-
son, assisted by a very gapable board of
directors.

The members of the association ares
starting to grow potatoes, and are likely
to do 80 on a large scale in the future,
growing only %wo or three varieties to
cover the season, as Early Ohio for early,
Trish Cobbler for mediym, and Delaware
for late.

The utmost care is taken hy the asso-
ciation to ensure a good pack of apples,
and five inspectors are kept conctantly
travelling from orchard to orchard, keep-
ing the packers up to the mark, and see-
ing that no imperfect fruit goes into the
barrels.

The association has also a contract
with the canning factory at Simeoe to
take all their culls at an excellent price.

Owing to the increased prive of coal
during the last ten vears, which in some
States has amounted to as much at 56
per cent., it iyasserted that for $1 spent
for locomotive fuel in 1897 for each

declined in 1907 to 81 for locomotive
fuel for each $12.93 of gross receipts.
