say 10,000. It was about sixty feet high, 
with a trunk forty-eight feet in circum­
ference at the base. The ancient inhabi­
tants of the island, the Gnanchoe, per­
formed their religious rites in its hollow 
trunk.

In 1807 the upper part of the tree was 
broken off during a storm, and though 
every effort was made to preserve the re­
mainder it gradually decayed and 
there is now no trace of it left.

PUBLIC DUTY 
OF CITIZENS.

Rev. Beverley Ketchen Declares 
in Factor of Reduction.

An impressive and striking presenta­
tion of a true citizen’s public duty in 
its broader aspects was given yesterday 
morning by Rev. Beverley Ketchen, M. 
A-, pastor of MacXab Street Presbyter­
ian Church. As his text he had the 
words of Jesus as found in the 49th 
verse of the second chapter of St. Luke, 

>»t ve not that I must be about my 
Fathers business?" Even at the age 
of twelve, the pastor said, the call and 
vision of the world’s need had come to 
Jesus, and lie had perceived His obliga 
tion to the world, and although this was 
His one controlling purpose, it did not 
interfere with His obligations to home 
and business. Christ showed that the 
duty of a true and patriotic citizen did 
not stop at their home and business; it 
was not enough to consider the welfare 
of one’s own family. People must labor 
for the welfare of mankind at large if 
they would be true followers of Jesus 
Christ, and stand resolute and firm 
against all that wa* evil. It >vaa not 
enough for a Christian to do no harm, 
but they must eliminate all that was 
pernicious and detrimental to all man­
kind. In the speaker’s opinion the liquor 
traffic was the greatest evil that this 
country was face to face with. The 
Christian church, he thought, was re­
sponsible for a great deal of this evil. 
The Church said that its aim was the 
uplifting of men, while, on the other 
hand, it allowed men to carry on a 
business that was destroying and perni­
cious. The church in the" past had prac­
tically said that 65 liar rooms were not 
too many for the citizens of Hamilton. 
It was no use, they said, cutting off fif­
teen or twenty licenses as the others 
would get'the business. This was the 
manner, the pastor said, in which church 
people argued, and to his mind their ar­
gument against the reduction of licenses 
was not very sound. He was convinced 
that ten evil places would do more harm 
than one. Ho did not have a word to 
say against respectable hotels.

“It is the saloons, such as are on Mer­
rick street, around the market and on 
King William street, that should be con­
demned,” said the speaker, emphatical­
ly. “jFhey are the lowest, vilest and 
most vicious kind of places within the 
range of human imagination.” Places 
like this, he continued, were established 
near large factories so as to lure the 
wage-earners, many of whom were un­
able to resist the temptation while it 
lay directly in their path. If the citi­
zens would carry out the injunction for 
the strong to carry the burdens of the 
weak, it was necessary that they should 
help to check the widespread evil. Every 
man, especially a Christian, was bound 
to-consider, not. only the eaJcty of his
