I1USII AFFAIRS.

A flairs in Ireland seem to be grow­
ing hourly worse. Mr. Gladstone 
has an opportunity of sieing once 
again the offspring of Coercion. Great 
statesman though lie is, he seems not 
to have hearkened to the solemn 
warnings ot history about repressive 
measures. The offspring ot bayonet 
rule in Ireland has ever been the 
same. It has always Deen “Wayside 
Murder,” "Bloody Riots,” “Stoning 
thcPolici ,’"erd divers other outrages. 
This is no wonder. If there is any 
bad blood among th” masses of a 
people, the pricking of the bayonet 
here and there will bring it forth. 
The bayonet will never improve the 
condition of Ireland. It will make 
it worse. It has always increased, 
and will inci ease, the yen' crimes it 
aims to suppress. The age of the bay­
onet to settle such grievances as those 
of Ireland has passed now. If a bar­
barian king sat upon lhe English 
throne, and a council ot ante-ehris- 
lian adviters sat about him,we should 
not wonder to see a coercion law 
proclaimed in Ireland. Blit the arm 
of kindly justice would be more 
potent in that unhappy land today, 
than all the soldiers Great Britain 
can put upon lier soil. The medi­
cine of buckshot and steel has nowhere 
proved good in settling such cases. 
Even the savage ot the plains, who 
respects little beyond brute force can­
not he reclaimed by it, and the policy 
of the war department at Washing­
ton which served the Indians as the 
Britisli Government is serving the 
Irish people, lias been denounced out 
of existence.

We cannot but read with deep re­
gret the accounts of late disturbances 
which the cable lias brought us.— 
Those who Wish Ireland well, pray 
to see the movement so well and so 
patriotically and so lawfully begun, 
carried on within the bounds of the 
laws of God and man. Unfortunately 
in Ireland, as elsewhere, there are a 
few found who will not hearken to 
the voice of the church to refrain from 
violent and unlawful recriminations, 
and this is why we read now and 
again of some outrage for which the 
enemies of land reform try to hold the 
Land League responsible.

The arrest of Father Shechy is 
an unfortunate affair, and we cannot 
see how an English Prime Minister 
in hie senses could fancy that such 
au act would promote peace, or safety 
to person, in Ireland. The news o* 
the arrest created a pro found sensa­
tion all over the country, and fierce 
and bitter words in theHouse of Com­
mons. The arrest of Mr. Brennan, 
the Secretary of the League too, in­
stead of robbing the fire of its fuel» 
has only added to it : and it is only 
now by the wise tci chings of thelrish 
Bishops and clergy who council 
peaceful and lawful agitation that the 
people are prevented from blindly 
rushing on the points of British bay­
onets, to avenge the treatment they 
have received.

WILD BEASTS.

We have grave doubts, and always 
had, of the culire correctness of the 
bear stories we get in the papery and 
the “return” ot bear’s noses we get 
in the bine books. We believe a bear 
now and again does kill an animal, 
but we most firmly believe that in 
this particular the very worst des­
cription of bear is the much pamper­
ed dog. Three sheep, suith a corres­
pondent on the news page of our 
paper today, were killed by bears in 
Black River on Sunday last. We 
have some grave doubts about this ; 
and we believe if the people look be 
bind their stoves they will find the 
“bears” who did the slaughter. The 
outlandish statute proscribing 
the hear ought to he abolished. The 
inau who will not go forth against a 
hear to protect liiu fold or his family, 
without the incentive of the animals 
snout ought to he left to the meiey u1 
the hear and omni mala bestia.

sir John’s illness and the leadership.

So long as the Toronto Globe could 
apply the charming unction to its soul 
that Sir John's liver was in » bad condi­
tion it was happy—and has given us 
some of the most brutish articles we have 
ever seen in a respectable newspaper on 
the probabilities of Sir John’s early de­
mise. It has no hopes of getting any 
spoils as long as Sir John lives,—and in 
every reference to the stomachic dis­
orders and general prostration of the 
premier,which it regards as the shadows 
ot the coming event, we cannot but see in 
the “thought ’’ the offspring of the fiend­
ish “wish.” Sir John, however, is not 
such a “hopeless case,” aa the Globe 
says—and wishes him to be—nor has he 
any intention of resigning the Leader­
ship. Upon both of these points, he 
made himseif explicit to Mr. Bunting, 
M. P., before leaving Quebec. The 
Mail has such an excellent article upon 
Sir John—it is so true, so apt, and so 
well written that we cannot refrain from 
quoting a portion of it:--

“ It has been given to Sir John Mac 
donald by bountiful nature to possess 
every quality which attracts and confirms 
the allegiance of mon, which wins the 
loyalty of a party, and maintains the 
love of a people. To him, too, has been 
given that rare insight into the destiny 
of a country which is necessary for thé 
best policy of governing men and fram­
ing institutions. And .to him also has 
been given tile taste and talent to be 
able to surround the discussions of public 
life with that atmosphere of wit, of liter­
ary knowledge, of courtesy which lends 
grace and dignity to the dullest-parlia­
mentary proceedings ; and he may truly 
be said to be one
Whose humour, as gay as the firefly’s light,

Shone round every object, and shone as It 
played :

Whose wit in the combat, as gentle as 
bright,

Ne’er carried a heart stain away on its 
blade.

If no other man possesses such qualifica­
tions, it is because nature does not often 
endow men with such gifts. We hope 
to see those gifts employed for some 
years yet in the service of a country 
which first became united and powerful 
under Sir John Macdonald’s guidance ; 
which grew to wealth and prosperity un­
der bis rule ; which rejected him in a fit 
of petulence and suffered the penalty in 
five years of depression ; which summoned 
hiui back in 1878 to put in force a Na

! tioual Policy under which the country 
| is progressing with unexampled rapidity; 
and which in 1883 will crown Sir John 
Macdonald again, and then, indeed, for 
probably the lust time, with the glad and 
glorious wreath of public gratitude. For 
that alone Inis lie laboured. The public 
voice has ever been t-ie pulse of his 
heart, the public interests the object of 
his care, and tile public approval tile 
object of his ambition. To these objects 
the noblest raco of men that have ever 
lived have devoted their lives, their for­
tunes, and their repose, in the empire of 
which Canada is a part. We do not 
think that the caiin student of British 
constitutional history can find in those 
brilliant, pages a name more worthy of 
honor than tits name of lhe chief of our 
National Party—Sir John Macdonald.”
THE NIHILISTS REPLY TO THE MANIFESTO.

Autocrasy is doomed inRussia. There 
is no use in the Czar trying to stem the 
increasing flood. Eventually it will bear 
away for ever, himself and his wretched 
d)misty. The fiendish Nihilists are the 
offspring of the system of which lie is the 
head. But more than the Nihilists want 
a revolution,—the entire nation is begin 
ing to raise itself. The latest news from 
Russia is,—“The Russia., revolutionists 
have answered the Czar's manifesto by a 
second utterance, dwelling on the wretch­
edness of I he peasants,transportaiions to 
Siberia, the gagging of free speech and 
of the public journals, and declaring that 
false counsellors are in possession of the 
Czar’s ear. The document concludes :
* Let your Mnjes’y assemble your people 
around you, and listen to their wishes in 
an-unprejudiced spirit, and then neither 
your Majesty nor State will have any 
reason to apprehend a further catastro 
phe.’ It is probable t'teCzar’o residence 
will be removed to Moscow in order to 
please the Panslavists.”

PROTECTION or THE CZAR.

The St. Petersburg Golos gives some 
curious details as to the means taken to 
ensure the safety ot' the Emperor atGat- 
sshina. Every person arriving at the 
palace, without exception, has to be sub 
jected to a strict examination as to win 
he is, the reason of his coming, etc. All 
this is written down in a book, and if 
considered satisfactory he is carefully 
conveyed to the person with whom he has 
business. On leaving his name is again 
written down, and ha is seen off the pre­
mises. All the servants and workmen 
employed are photographed, and carry 
one copy about them with a written cer­
tificate on the back, a duplicate being 
kept in the office. Many workmen at 
the State powder factory onlside St. 
Petersburg have been arrested during the 
past week. Revolutionary publications 
were found in their possession.

A NEW PAPER.

We have received the first copy of the 
first newspaper ever published on the 
Island of Grand Manan. It is called 
the Island News, is edited by J. G. Lor- 
rimer, Esq., and published by his son 
W. J. Lorrimer. The Editor being of 
a poetical and romantic turn of mind,we 
do not wonder that we hear some of the 
music of the surf around the “Isle of the 
Bay” through its columns. The paper 
is creditable in appearance, the para­
graphs are spicy and the editorial matter 
good. We wish Mr Lorrimer success 
with his new venture—a venture that not 
another man in New Brunswick would 
have undertaken. We hope the Island 
people will not forget this, and give Mr. 
Lorrimer all the assistance they can.

NEW CANADIAN KNIGHTS.

The appoiutmeut oi the Hon. Hector 
Louis Langevin, Canadian Minister of 
Public Works,to be a knight commande* 
of the order of St, Mictael andSt.George, 
has been announced. Also those of Prof. 
J. Dawson, principal of McGill Univer­
sity, Montreal, and Mr C. Todd,librarian 
of the Canadian Parliament, as Com­
panion of the order ; also that of Chief 
Justice Ritchie.

After the demonstration being ended 
on the 24th in Quebec, bis Excellency 
entertainined a large party at dinner, 
previous to which the investiture of Hon. 
Hector Langevin and Chief Justice Rit­
chie as Knights Commanders of the 
Order of St. Michael and St. George 
took place. In the evening his Excell­
ency held a reception, which was largely 
attended*
