for the future more dependence upon 
pasture and root crops, which enrich in­
stead of impoverishing the soil. And 
the English demand for horses, cattle, 
and meat, is another influence operating 
in the same direction. As our system 
of farming improves, we ought in fact to 
grow more wheat than we have of late 
been doing, even though on fewer acres.

Twenty-five years ago a good harvest 
and war prices for grain, coming together, 
would have made the country full of 
money, and would have driven off all ap­
pearance of hard times. But we cannot 
look for exactly the same effect to follow 
now, even should both these contin­
gencies come together. The time has 
gone past when, in Canada, prosperity 
for the farmer brought prosperity to all. 
There has been such expansion of our 
commercial, manufacturing, and railway 
interests that, if they are much depress­
ed, the country cannot be said to be 
prosperous, even were the seasons 
and the crops all that farmers 
could wish for. For good har­
vests we must look to Providence 
and to our own “ bone and sinew,” 
bat we have a right to look to the Govern­
ment for such legislation as shall give at 
least fair play to home commerce and 
manufactures. Let ua be warned that 
even a good harvest, should such be our 
fortune this year, will not suffice to drive 
away the depression from which the 
country suffers. Even a good harvest 
will not set our factories agoing to their 
proper capacity if the articles they should 
be producing are brought from the States 
or from Europe, instead of being made 
at home. Whatever, therefore, the 
bounty of Providence to us may be, the 
country will not reap the full benefit 
therefrom until we perform our duty to 
ourselves—the duty of securing a capa­
ble and patriotic Government.

"Without knowing more of the circum­
stances than what is related above, we 
may suspect that talk of pistols and of 
shooting people with them must have been 
far too common where the idea of using 
one would enter into the head of a boy 
only « little over four years old.

POPULATION' AND ARMIES OF 
EUROPE.

It appears from Baron De Worms’ 
book, “ The Policy of England in the

East,” as quoted by the Pall Mall 
Gazette, that the population of the Otto­
man Empire, including of course tribu­
tary States such as Servia and Bulgaria, 
is something like six or seven millions 
more than the Statesman’s Year Book 
gives, the figures being 13,000,000 Turks’ 
1,500,000 Arabs, 600,000 Tartars, Turko­
mans, and Zingarees, 5,123,000 Rou­
manians, 2,000,000Greeks, 4,800,000 Bul­
garians, 500,000 Servians, and 800,000 
Bulgarians professing the Mahommedan 
faith. Of the five hundred Servians 
450,000 are of the Roman Catholic faith, 
of which profession there are 100,000 in 
Albania, an important fact to remember 
at the present moment, for there is no 
love between the Greekand Roman Catho­
lic Churches. The population of the Em­
pire cannot we are assured be less than 
52,092,068, which, however, it must be 
borne in mind includes 11,000,000 Nu­
bians, 5,000,000 Egyptians, and 8,000,- 
000 Roumanians and Servians. We need 
not refer to the populations of other coun­
tries, as they have not tho peculiar fea­
tures of interest of Turkey. The latest 
account, however, of the effective of 
European armies will be acceptable just 
now. The figures seem large, but we are 
inclined to think in the case of Russia 
they would be rather below than abefv^ 
the truth. The effective of Russia is 
1,789,571 ; Germany, 1,248,834 : France, 
1,118,525 ; Austria, 964,268 ; Italy, 
871,871 ; England, 655,808 ; and Tur­
key, 629,736, or not half the strength of 
Russia. In all the European, those 
of Turkey and England excepted, 
there is an equality between 
the irregulars and the regulars. 
Id the Turkish army the irregulars num­
ber 475,360, leaving 154,376 regulars. 
These figures are also higher than those in 
the Year Book. Montenegro’s inhabitants 
number 190,000, or about the combined 
population of Toronto and Montreal. Its 
annual revenue is le<s than that of an 
English Chief Justice, being only $25,- 
— Yet it has 26,000 soldiers, all the

to the sea we find that the fleet of France 
consists of 63 ironclads ; that of England 
of 61, but in other war vessels England has 
the advantage, represented by 449 to 366. 
Russia has 155 ships of war, of which 31 
are ironclads. Turkey has an ironclad 
navy 21 strong, an enormous fleet for 
such a Power. In 1872 the Secretary 
of the Embassy at Constantinople wrote 
that it was difficult to justify the exist­
ence and still less the addition to the 
squadron which lay all the year round in 
idle state in sight of the Imperial palace. 
But, nevertheless, additions were made, 
and she may have some use for her guns 
now. Italy has seventeen ironclads ; 
Austria, twelve ; Germany, eight ; 
Greece, one ; Russia has a public debt 
of $1,500,000,000, which is only half as 
much again as Turkey’s, and this war will 
plunge both deeper.

A TERRIBLE WARNING*
The terrible catastrophe of Sunday 

morning in Montreal, by which ten men 
lost tbeir lives, has its lesson for other 
places. Montreal is not the only city in 
Canada in which there are frame build­
ings encased in a single layer of brick, 
which is the description we get of the 
burnt structure. We learn besides that 
it was a large building, five stories high, 
occupied by the “ Oil Cabinet Novelty 
“ Works a name suggestive of such a 
risk as insurance men would call 

doubly hazardous.” That the con­
tents of the building were more 
than usually dangerous appears to be 
established by the fact that, as stated in 
the despatch, in spite of a copious flow 
of water from thirteen nozzles, the flames 
continued to burst forth from the win­
dows as if fed with oil. A wall of 
flirm-y construction, a frame cased with 
only one layer of brick, is surely most in­
sufficient for being carried to the height 
of five stories, the building being a large 
one in other dimensions, and filled, as it 
appears to have been, with highly inflam­
mable materials.

HORSE EXPORT TRADE.
There can be no doubt that oar farmers,

REFORM IN LINCOLN.
Three years ago there were not 

throughout the broad Canadian superficies 
where the Reform Party is known, two 
sounder Liberals than Lincoln could boast 
of in Messrs. Norris and Neblon. Both 
were men of means, possessing in rich 
abundance the wherewithal for putting 
down bribery and corruption according to 
the ancient and accepted rite of Madi- 
ver. Surrounding both was an extreme 
odour of sanctity as piercing to strange 
nostrils as that poignant aroma which 
was once attached, circumambient, to the 
person of the much lamented Wilkes of 
Centre Toronto. At that time Lincoln 
stood in sad need of a few truly good 
Liberals, for the school which acknowledg­
ed Hon. J. G. Currie as master was not 
calculated privately or publicly to inspire 
an honest yeomanry with any large 
amount of confidence.

In January, 1874, Mr. Norris made 
his debut aa a Liberal light, and exactly a 
year afterwards Mr. Neblon did likewise. 
Their troubles date from their first ap­
pearance before the public. Just as 
Wilkes was smitten "with an expose in 
the plenitude of his fame, and as 
Walker fell a few months after his first 
public effort as a Liberal, so Norris and 
Neblon utterly collapsed like blown 
bladders before a pin in the very hour 
when their respective horns were exalted.

It was demonstrated that the ‘ * mis- 
“ sionary expense” account which the Do­
minion member kept in his ledger was 
not a fund for the propagation of Chris­
tian knowledge among the sea-faring men 
who frequent the raging canal, but mere­
ly a fund for “ elevation of the standard 
“ of publjc morality” with all that the 
words “ standard” and “ elevation” im­
ply in a Reform point of view. The 
fate of the Local member was not less 
sad. It was demonstrated in Court that 
from the hoppers and the plenteous 
cornucopia of his Red Mill, shorts and 
bran, potent as dollar notes, ran into the 
household bins of doubtful voters to the 
further elevation of the standard before 
referred to. Both were unseated and 
Mr. Neblon was disqualified.

Mr. Norris, however, hung on. Ac­
cording to the ethics of the Party of 
Purity he who spends his money in putting 
down bribery and corruption is entitled 
to receive an equivalent from the public 
chest, and so Lincoln’s Dominion member 
waited and watched in anticipation of 
preying. At length the opportunity 
came. The Premier had a brother. This 
brother had a firm, the firm an agency. 
The country had a Pacific railway scheme 
in embryo, but the Premier saw a long 
way ahead, as much as five or six years. 
He saw the road graded and awaiting 
50,000 tons of rails, and in this vision, 
for of course foul nepotism mars not his 
numerous virtues, he patronised the 
agency, the firm, and his brother to that 
extent, the bill being $2,925,000. This 
was in 1875. Possibly in 1880 the rails 
would be actually wanted, meantime the 
Premier thought it prudent to put them 
out of sight Mid away from the contem­
plation of the four million needy taxpayers 
who had to foot the account.

THE WAR.
The Danube is now closed to naviga­

tion, and this first line of defence is in 
complete possession of Turkish iron­
clads. While we write we may hear of a 
severe engagement, as the Turks crossed 
the Danube on Saturday near Silistria, 
that is to say they have gone fo the left 
side of the Danube on the direct and 
shortest road to Constantinople, and they 
are in the midst of a coulWy well occu­
pied by Russian troops. They were re­
ported on the previous day to have forti­
fied a wooded island near here between 
Kalarash and Silistria, and their crossing 
to the other side would agem to 
be a natural consequent movement. 
Russia has occupied Giurgevo, an im­
portant place on the Danube and 
situated on the second road to Constanti­
nople. Meanwhile the first blood has 
been shed, and the advantage has been 
on the Turkish side. In Asia the Rus­
sians have sought to enter Turkey along 
the frontier, between the Black sea and 
Mount Ararat, but Turkish accounts, 
confirmed by telegrams from independent 
sources, say that the invaders were met 
at Batoum (a place overlooking one of the 
extreme eastern bays of the Black sea) 
and severely repulsed and driven across 
the frontier with a loss altogether of some­
thing like 1,000 men, while the Turkish 
loss was by comparison small. The Russian 
fort Poti, to the north of Batoum on the 
Black Sea, and Fort St. Nicholas have 
both been bombarded and partially de­
stroyed. At the present moment, there­
fore, Fortune smiles on the crescent and its 
first line of defence is intact. But Rou­
manie is with Russia, as no doubt the 
action of the Chamber of Deputies will 
show, and the Russians have taken up 
positions which will enable them either to 
attempt to break the Turkish line at 
Kalarash and so make straight for Con­
stantinople, or at Giurgevo and go by a 
more westerly route. They may even go 
farther west and seek to cross the Danube 
at Chertnetz, qnter Servia, whenee, rein­
forced by Servians and Montenegrins, they 
might take the third and longest route by 
Nish and Sopia to the great objective 
point. By this last route they -would 
turn the Turkish flank. To all appearan­
ces at present, however, Russia will seek 
to force her way by one of the two more 
direct roads, and she has all her work be­
fore her ; (1) to cross the Danube guarded 
by ironclads and fortresses ; (2) to cross 
the Balkan mountains, 5,000 feet high at 
their western extremity, and at the east 
near the sea, 2,000 feet. The declivities 
of the mountains are clothed with forests, 
and the climate is bleak and trying. Be­
fore reaching the Balkan the invaders 
would have to run the gauntlet of two 
formidable fortresses, Shumla, which 
commands all the roads from Silistria to 
Constantinople, and Varna, which com­
mands the coast road from Dobrudaha. 
The third line of defence is a range of 
hills to the north-west of the Bosphorus.

The diplomatic aspect does not look 
favourable for Russia, though she has 
been able to borrow a hundred million 
roubles at 79 from a Berlin banker. 
The anti-Russian feeling is evidently 
getting up in the English Parliament, and 
in the Lower House of the Hungarian1 
Diet there is the same feeling. In 
England an army of 30,000 or 40,000 n 
is being rapidly prepared for despatch to 
any required poipt.

This comes of the unwise, yet obstinately 
maintained fashion of rasping, cutting, burn­
ing, tarring, and greasing the hoofs. It 
would occupy too much space here to des­
cribe the snatomy of the Toot folly, but it is 
a very timely matter just now to consider 
the structure of the horny outer covering or 
crust of the foot by which the delicate inner 
parts are protected

Horn is s fibrous substance, which con­
tains 25 per cent of water. This fact, viz , 
that it contains water in its normal compo­
sition, is s very important one, and needs to 
be stated here, because unless specific reasons 
are given, very little weight is generally ac­
corded to all that may be written or said 
about the proper treatment of the horse’s 
foot, by either horse owners, farmers, black­
smiths, or professional horse-shoe rs. When 
horn is deprived of water it becomes dry, 
bard, and without elasticity, precisely 
piece of dry glue, which breaks and s 
era into glassy fragments. It 
therefore, that this water should be retained 
to keep the horn in good condition. The 
common practices of burning the sole to 
procure a fit for the shoe, of rasping the 
outer surface to get a good shape, and of tar­
ring and greasing the hoof, all teed to drive 
the water out of the born, aad not only to 
harden and contract it, bnt to make it brittle. 
In this condition its usefulness as a protec­
tion for the foot is at once impaired and 
>artiall> destroyed. When the sole is burned 
jy contract with a hot shoe, it is obvious 
that no more need be said about it When 
the smooth, polished, hard surface of the 
horn is rasped away, the softer inner fibrous 
portion is exposed to all the evil influences 
of evaporation and degradation, and the num­
berless pores and cells or interstices of the 
horn are enabled to give up the water they 

ain. The horn in this rose is also made 
dg and^brittia,

evaporates and leaves a hardened pitchy 
i. When tar is applied to a hoof the 

acts chemically upon the horn, and 
hardens or disintegrates it, and the oil era 
porating leaves the space between the fibres 
filled with the hardened residue. It operates 
precisely in the same manner ss when it is 
applied to leather—as tbe sole of a shoe, for 
instance, as a preservative—the leather in a 
few days becoming hard and unyielding, 
impervious to moisture, and dry. As with 
tar, so with grease ; both these substances 
drive ont the water from the horn and occupy 

place, in time hardening and acidifying 
the substance of the hoof crust, rendering it 
brittle and contracting it.

The substance of the frog is horn, but is 
of a softer and more open texture than the 
sole and crust of the hoof. It is therefore 
more easily affected by injurious conditions, 
and when it becomes deprived of its water it 
shrinks more than the solid horn. From this 
explanation of the character of the horny 
covering of the foot any reasonable horse 
owner may learn how to treat the hoof, and 
how to avoid injuring it. When a shoe is 
to be fitted, the edge or wall sole should be 
prepared by cutting or rasping, and not by 
burning. Indeed, the shoe should be fitted 
to the foot, and not the foot to the shoe. 
When, from bad management, the sole and 
frog have become dry and contracted, no 
grease or tar should be used ; but water 
should be used freely, and then the hoof 
should be dressed with glycerine, which will 
mix with water, and does rot displace it. 
Glycerine contains no add or add properties, 
bnt is soft, bland, emollient, and does not 
evaporate. It, therefore, softens the horn, 
and allows the fibres to expand. Contraction 
is thus prevented, or overcome, when it haa 
actually occurred.—A7. Y. Times.
