Having- procured nil 
the appliances and oonoootioet which he 
deemed sufficient {to restore the speech 
and hearing of the nn ortunate ehild he 
arrived at the house between three end four 
o’clock in the afternoon. The child was 
called in from the street and resigned himself 
to the tender mercies ol tne qnaek, who de­
cided to treat the deafne»» first, The mode 
of treatment ooneiated in injeotieg acme 
coloured enbetenoe at the back of the child's 
•are by mean» of a syringe. The same treat­
ment Was applied to the back of (be neck, 
and' both parts were covered with cloth. 
During the operation the quack spoke in 
terms of the greatest confidence that the 
hearing of the child would be restored by 
the operation, although the boy Was in great 
pain during thé treatment. The father was 
not at home at the time, but the operation 
was witnessed by Mrs. Quick, a neighbour, 
and pert of the time by the mother. The 
operation took about one hear to perform, 
and after giving instructions to keep the 
child in a heavy perspiration and let him reel 
for three days the quack took his leave, agree­
ing to call again on Saturday if there wae no 
change for the worse. From the time the 
operation was performed the ehild began to 
sink, going gradually from a comatose state 
to a heavy stupor. The qnaek, however, 
seemed to have seme misgiving himself as to 
the result to his operations, and rolled again 
about eight o’clocL The mother was getting 
alarmed at the condition of her ehild, and 
asked Hall if there waa any danger. He re­
plied that there was not the slightest danger 
in the child’» condition, that he was improv­
ing instead of getting worse, and that it 
would take some time for the good résulta 
to show. The child, however, wee «till in 
a half unconscious condition and Suffering 
from spasms. Hall continued to operate on 
the child, repeating his former assertions that 
it waa in no danger. At 16 o’clock the child 
wae atilt M the to*» Condition, Sod the 
mother thinking thit all wsi not right sent 
for Dr, C. T. Modre, Who" called. When the 
quack was informed that Dr. Moore tied been 
sent for and waa ontaide he refused to let him 
see the ehild or eeme into the room while he 
was there, aad the mother, relying upon the 
repeated assertions ef Hall that there was no 
danaer told Dr. Moore -so and agreed to send 
for him spin if the ohild grew worse. The 
child gradually.

SANK INTO A STUPOR
from whieh he never recovered, aad at one 
o’clock this morning, eight bourn and a half 
from the time of the treatment, succumbed to 
the effects of thequack’sdoqtoring, Wfaen Hail 
became aware of the fata) effects of his treat­
ment he experienced the utmoat surprise, 
assuring them ha would not have had it 
happen for $1,000, and trying to jwd them, 
to believe that it was one case outBf a hun­
dred, by saying that tie had treated hundreds 
of similar cases, all of which hpd turned out 
successful. Before the child died Dr. Moore 
was sent for about midnight, and although 
the child was not dead when the doctor 
arrived the quack would not allow him to 
see or touch the child or come Into tfae honte. 
When the child had been dead some time 
Dr. Moere wae admitted and viewed the 
body, the qnaek being in another part of 
the house. After reviewing the body Dr. 
Moore gave It as his opinion that the child 
had died from the treatment of the quack, 
and advised the mother to have him detained 
in custody. Word was sent to the police 
station and Sergeant Crawford went to 
the house and arrested the man later 
in the day. An information <**iging 
him with manslaugbtar was lodged against 
him.
