The Morality of Aviation.

Aviation bag taken hold ot the 
world. It ig in everybody’s mouth 
and the newspapers give it large 
space Multitudes flock to exhibit­
ions of it. The man in the street 
concerns himself with records and 
prizes : more thoughtful men, con­
sidering the dreadful proportion of 
fatal flights, begin to ask how far 
the new art is lawful.

Man is obliged to preserve his life 
and to use the ordinary means of 
doing so. This implies that he 
most avoid exposing himself to ex. 
traoidinary dangers of death. But 
“ordinary’’ and “extraordinary” are 
relative terms admitting a certain

aviators ; those who study aviation 
scientifically for the public good, 
and those who make it a source of 
gain. The former are to be sub­
divided into those who study it of 
their own initiative, and those, 
military men eepeoially, who study 
it under Orders. To answer the' 
question with regard to the first 
class one must consider the good to 
be obtained and the possibility or 
reducing the danger of death. 
Aviation clearly offers no such uni­
versal good as would allow its in­
vestigators to expose their lives 
without limit to serious danger. 
On the other hand it seems within 
certain limits to promise some 
utility to society, hence experiment- 
ing in it would be lawful, provided

Moreover, as life, tbongh 
among the highest, is, after all, only 
one of the goods God has given us, 
the obligation of not imperilling it 
is to be measured by its due relation 
to other lawful goods.

extraordinary a hundred years ago. 
To obtain eternal life for himself .or 
others a man may imperil bis life in 
a way that would be unlawful for 
one seeking merely worldly goods, 
while even for these one may take 
certain risks, provide there be a 
proportionally reasonable probabil­
ity that the means he uses to escape 
death will be efficacious. A trader 
may traffic on the West Ooast of 
Africa, notwithstanding its insalu­
brity, and a miner may penetrate 
the wilds of Alaska in search of 
gold j fpr in both tfaege oases the 
danger of death is far from being 
imminent, especially if proper pre­
cautions be taken. Manly sports 
have all an element of danger, Men 
are killed in the bunting field and 
On the polo .ground ; they lose their 
lives in swimming and climbing 
mountains, But the comparative 
rareness of such accidents shows the

It most be noted very carefully that 
this reduction of death risk is more 
than a condition sine qua non. It 
is an essential element of practical 
aviation. It is not aviation but 
safe aviation that will confer a bene­
fit on mankind. Hence safety in 
aviation most be the principal ob­
ject of scientific experiments. The 
improving of the machine, rather 
than length and speed of flight, 
must be sought first of all. Suob 
experimenting implies sobriety and 
method, which are to be obtained by 
privacy, Experiments should be 
made, as a rule, in the presence of 
those only who are able by their 
scientific knowledge to give counsel 
as to what will make the art more 
secure. Of such private experi­
menting the motto should be that of 
all true science : “Pestioa lent 
One step should be made before an­
other is attempted, and the experi­
menter should be content to go for­
ward step by step and not seek 
strides and leaps.

Snob precautions would, in our 
opinion, make it lawful for one to 
engage ot his own initiative in the 
scientific study of aviation. With 
regard to military men we remark 
that the utility of aviation appears 
more clearly tn connection with 
their profession than with regard to 
the general public. Hence they are 
the more free to experiment ig 
Moreover, as we have seen, their 
calling, supposes serious danger to 
life for the public’s gbod, and they 
have to obey orders. Wherefore, 
though, as far as posai hie, they 
must use the precautions we have 
indicated, the chief responsibility 
for these rests upon their superiors.

As to the aviators who use art for 
gain, we do not see how, as things

year, will be waste jijPfcr in 1916 
at least for practical" purposes—be­
cause the conditions it records will

a physician left the seoarity of tbit 
country to oomb#t the plague rag­
ing in Iquique. He carried bis 
life in his hands, and within a few 
weeks be fell a victim to the peetil- 
enoe. No one would dream ol call­
ing him who risked his life to put 
bia services and s&ijl at the service 
of hie fellows in (.hpie extreme dis­
tress, other than a hero. So, loo, 
hose who in the howling tempest 

man the lifeboat win the praise ot 
all.—Ip the ppblio service one may 
go to death morally certain. The 
captain sticks to bis sinking ship 
that passengers everywhere may be 
assured that for them the perils ol 
ihe sea are reduced, so far as human 
skill and courage can do it, to the 
minimum. The soldiar goes on the 
forlorn hope to save the lives of bis 
comrades. Sod Himself tells us 
bow worthy are such sacrifices : 
"Greater love than this no man hath,

I ibat a man lay down his life for his 
frilOfU.

If one be under the authority of 
others in those callings which in­
volve the obligations of incurring 
great dangers for the public welfare, 

the soldier, the sailor, the fire, 
man, the policeman, the hospital 
nurse, etc., he need not examine 

hether circumstances be such as to 
Warrant the exposure of his life. 
On the contrary their responsibility 
rests upon bis superiors; bis part 
is to obey orders.

It is unlawful to expose one’s life 
to grave daoger for the sake of 
showing off one’s daring or dexter 
ity. Hence theologians condemn 
euoh exhibitions as rope danoiug 
looping the loop, the flying trapezi 
and so foith. But they add that if, 
either by precautions or by his own 
skill, an individual so lessens the 
danger to life that it is no lpnger 
grave, these so far as he ie concern, 
ed, are permissible.

We may now apply tbege ry|n- 
oipies to aviation, The record of 
the past year shows that the num­
ber of deeths resulting from it bears 
a shocking proportion to the nnmv 
her of persona 'engaged. Hence 
these take part in it at the imminent 
risk of tbeir lives. Can they do so 
jn conscience T

There may be two cl awes of

aviators neither have acquired the 
skill nor take the precautions to 
eliminate or lessen the peril. No 
uselul end oau be conceived as the 
result of their records ard down­
ward swoops and plunges, as the 
more scientific aviators admit. 
These and similar feats are goder- 
taken only for the purpose of mov­
ing admiration by the skill and 
nerve they require. We admit the 
value of skill and nerve in men with 
a good prospect of life ; and if euob 
spectacular aviation 6*n_be made as 
safe as hunting and polo, we should 
be glad to see young men exobang-
ng the hunter and the pony for the 
monoplane and biplane. Bat skill 
and nerve in men at the gates of 
death is worthless.

Some may think that the enorm­
ous priais to be gained by such feat* 
justify one in exposing his file to 
mminent peril. But this is not so, 

There is no proportion between the 
two. Moreover tbe means used to 
oolleot the money for the prizes, as 
well as to give them, ia unlawful, 
Tae Aviatlop Meet has become a 
speculation. Spectators to furnish 
the funds have to be attracted. The 
performances, therefore, mqst be 
pectacular. In this each meeting 

must surpass its predecessor. The 
consequence is a steady rise 
fatalities which cannot be justified 

Tbe promoting of such meetings 
is to be looked upon in the same 
light as tbe performing io them 
Whether the spectators individually 
are to be b’eiped Is not so clear 
As things are at present few will 
give mnoh thought to their responsi 
bility, and one here and there led 
to the spectacle by curiosity neither 
encourages it by his presenee nor 
would his absence tend to prevent 
it. An exception should, however, 
be made when the spectator is 
person of great social importance.

One word may be added of great 
practical utility. The aviators of 
the first cla- » are obliged, aooordin 
io the danger incurred, to put them 
selves in a state of grace. No one 
may take a definite risk of eternal 
death, Hence, should they fall in 
ein they most regain the grace 
God by confession if possible, if not 
by a perfect act ot contrition before 
attempting a flight. If they do 
this they will not be likely to go 
very far wrong in the matter of ex­
posing themselves to danger.
