Like many otl.cr borrors
the real cause of it may probably never be
known, and it will continue tv e a deep,
dark and bloody mystery.

ONE OF THE INJURED TALilS,

Mr. A. Palmer of Ilion, N.Y., was able
to leave the hospitul about two hours after
having his wonnds dressed. To a reporter
m the station, Just betors lLis departure for
the east this evening, ne gave a graphic
accouunt cf the accident. Hesaid : 1 wax wit-
ting in the forward partof the smocer talking
toa fellow passenger.

I was
just about to lie down on the seat when there
came & terribly vielent and sudden crash, and
I was thrown I do not know where.

been talking to was cut clean off, as if with a
knife but I do not know how 1t was done.
looked around me in a dazed condition
and the whole car seemed to be shoving back-
warde, forwards and sideways. Then it
seemed as if it were crashed throuzh from one
end to the other and I landed out through a
window, I thoughs, underneath a pile 6t rub-
bish. I smelt smoke and fire and felt the
heas. I was pulled out of the pile by a gen-
tleman whom I afterwards heard was g’lr.
Walker of Toronto. My wounds were not as
bad as I first supposed. 1 am employed as a
machinist in the works of the Wabash Rail-
way at Butler, Ind., and I was on my way
home to Ilion, N.Y., to visit my mother,
who is dying. 1 intended togive them a sur-
prise. at my sudden arrival, but. I think
the surprise was all on my side.
Mr. Palmer lost his overcoat in the accident.
He was forwarded to his home this evening by
the colmupany.

THE ENGINEER'S STORY.

Engineer Watsou was seen at the Hamilton
station this aftermoon. Mr. Watson could
give no definite account of how the accident
occurred. He said that, in accordance with
the regulations of the road, he ‘‘slowed-up’
before entering the curve which runs through
the V. Tlis curve is about one mile
lang. While passing the switch |
did not notice anything wrong, but before
we had gone very far the wheel of the eugine
appeared to hare mounted the rail. I then
saw that something serious was about to hap-
pen and I immediately applied the air brake.
This in a great measure assisted in causing
the rear cars of the tram to come to a sudden
stop. Fipally, thoe engine left the rails
altogether aud crashed into the tank, My-
self and the fireman crawled ows, but I harlly
know how we got ous of where we landed,”

E. A. Collet, the keeper of the switch and
the engine which runs the tank and hLis assis-
tant Charles Hull, both say that the switch
was all right when the trains pnssed them.
They think the engina mouuted the rail and
then jumped the track jnst before reaching
the water tank. Tins opinion was very gener-
ally expressed among those working around
the wreck.

HOW THE TRAIN WAS MADE UP.

The St. Louis express this morning waz a
very hLeavy train.

The St. Louis express, being one of the fast-
est and best trains over the (ireat Western
rond, always is equipped with the best of
rolling stock. Her locowotive, which was one
of the finest passenger ones on the road, is
valued at about 89000. She was huilt at King-
ston about 7 vears ago and was afterwards re-
built at Hamilton, Her passenger cars
were worth about $7000 each and her
sleeping cars trom $12,000 to $15,000. The
sinoking car, which is very comfortable, is the
size of an ordinary passenger car, and is fitted
up with rechining chairs and seats. This car
is worth about $5000.

The track is all clear this evening, and
traffic will not be interrupted further,
