Certainly- the cities have good right
to be proud, and I waited for them to
boast; but they were so busy ex-

‘plnining they were only at the be-

ginning of things that, for the honor
of the Family, 1 had to do the boast-
ing. In this praiseworthy game I cred-
ited Melbourne (rigntly, I hope, but
the pace was too good to inquire) with
acres of municipal buildings and
leagues of art galleries; enlarged the
borders of Sydney harbor to meet a
statement about Toronto’s wharfage;
and recommended folk to see Cape
Town cathedral when it should be fin-
ished. But truth will out even on
a visit, Our Eldest Sister has more
of beauty and strength inside her
three cities alone than the rest of us
put together, Yet it would do her no
harm to send a commission through
the ten great cities of the Empire to
see what:is being done there in the
way of street cleaning, water supply,
and traffic regulatien,

Here and there the people are in-
fected with the unworthy superstition
of “hustle,” which means half doing
your appointed job and applauding
your own slapdasherie for as long a
time as would enable .you to finish
off two clean pieces of work, Little
congestions of traffic, that an English
rural policeman, in a country town,
disentangles automatically, are allow-
ed to develop into ten minute blocks,
where men bang, and back and blas-
pheme, for no purpose except to waste
time,

The assembly and dispersal of
crowds; purchase of tickets and a
good deal of the small machinery of
life is clogged and hampered by this
unstable, southern spirit which is own
brother to Panic. ‘“Hustle” does not
sit well on the national character any
more than falsetto .or fidgetting be-
comes grown mien. “Drive,” a laud-
able and necessary quality, is quite
different, and- one meets it up the
western road where the new country
is being made.

We got clean away fromr the Three
Cities and the closestilled
and orchard districts, into the Land
of Little Lakes—a country of rushing
streams, clear-eyed ponds, and boul-
deérs among berry bushes; all erying
“Frout” and “Bear.”

.Not 60 very. long ago only a few
wise people kept holiday in that part
of the world, and they did not give
away their discoveries, Now, it has
become a summer playground where
people htint and camp at large, The
names of its further rivers are known
in England, the men otherwise sane
slip away from London into the
birches, and come out again bearded
and smoke-stained, when the ice is
thick enough to cut a cance. ‘Some-
times they go to logk for game:; some-
times for minerals—perhaps, even,
oil, No one can prophecy. “We. are
only at.the beginning of things,”

passed in our magic earpet®“You’ve
no notion of the size oi o¥ tourist
traffic. . It has grown up gince the
early nineties, The trolley car teaches
people in the town: ‘to go for little
picnics,  When thcy, get more money
they go for lohg o138, All this cen-
tinent will want playgrounds soon.
We're getiing them ready.”

The girk.from Winnipeg saw the
morning frost lic white on the long
grass At the lake edges, and watched
the haze of mellow golden birch leaves
as they dropped. “Now that’s the way
trces ought to turn,” she said. “Don’t
you.think our Eastern maple is a
little violent in color?”” Then we pass-
ed through a country where for many
hours the talk in the cars was of
mines and the treatment of ores.
Men told one tales—prospector’s yarns
of .the sort one used to hear vaguely
before Klondike or Nome were publie
property, They did not care whether
one believed or doubted, They, too,
were only at the beginning of things
—silver perhaps, gold perhaps, nickel
perhaps, If a great city did not arise
at such and such a place—the verv
name was new since my day—it would
assuredly be born within a few miles
oi it. The silent men boarded the
cars, and dropped off, and disappear-
ed beyond thickets and hills precise-
ly as the first widely spaced line of
skirmishers fans out and vanishes
along the front of the day’s battle,

One old man sat before me like
avenging Time" iself, and mlkv‘(l of
prophecies of evil that had been fal-
sified. ‘““They said <there wasn’t no-
thing here excep’ rocks and ‘snow.
They said there never wouldn’t be
nothing here excep’ the railroad.
There’s them that can’t see yit,” and
he gimleted me with a fierce eye.
“An’ all the while fortunes is made—

piles is made—right under our noses.”’

“Have you made your mpile” I
asked.

He emiled as the artist smiles—all
true prospectors have that lofty smile.
‘“Me? No, I've been a prospector
most 0’ my time, but I haven’t lost
anything, I’'ve had my fun out of the
game, By God, I've had my fun out
of it-" .

I told him how I had once come
through when land and timbeér grants
could have been picked up for half
less than nothing.

“Yes,”” he said placidly. “I reckon
if you'd had any kind of an education
you could ha’ made a quarfer of a
million dollars éasy in those days.
And it’s to be made now if you could
see where, How? Can you tell me
what the capital of the Hudson Bay
district’s. . going to be. You can’t.
Nor I. Nor yet where the six'‘next
new cities is going to arise, 1 get off
here, but if 1 have my health I'll be
cut next summer again-—prospectin’

Imagine a eountry where men pros-
pect till they are seventy, with no
fear of fever, fly, horse-sickness, or
trouble from the natives—a country
where food and water always taste
good! He told me curious things
about some fabled gold—the Eternal
Mother-lode—out in the north, which
is to humble the pride of Nome. And
yet, so vast is the Empire, he had
never heard the name of -Johannes-
burg! -

As the train swung round the
shores of Lake Superior the talk)
swung over to wheat, Oh, yes, men
eaid, there were mines in the country
—they were only at the beginning of
mines—but that part of the world ex-
isted to clean and grade and handle
and deliver the wheat by rail and
steamer, The track was being dupli-
cated by a few hundred miles to keep
abreast of the floods of it. By and
by it might be a four-track road. They
were only at the beginning. Mean-
time here was the wheat sprouting,
tender green, a foot high, among a
hundred sidings where it had spilled
from the cars; there were the high-
shouldered, tea-caddy grain elevators
to clean, and the hospitals to doctor
the wheat; here was new, gaily paint-
ed machinery going forward to rcap
and bind and thrash the wheat, and
all those carloads of workmen had
been slapping down more sidings
against the year’s delivery of the
wheat.

Two towns stand on the shores of
the lake less than a miile apart. What
Lloyds is to shipping, or the College
of Surgeons to medicine, that they are
to the Wheat.

big steamers; no right:to tread the
slow, deep-sea dance-step between
wrinkled elifis; nor to roar in on weed
and eand ‘beaches between vast head-
lands that run out for leagues into
haze and sea fog. Lake Superior 18
the same stuff as what towns pay
taxes for, but it engulfs and wrecks
and drives ashore like a fully accred-
ited ocean—a hideous thing to find in
the heart of a continent. Some peo-
ple go sailing on it for pleasure, and
it has produced a breed of gailors who

THEWHOLE TRUTH
AND NOTHING ELSE

Government Will Have Thorough
Investigation of Marine and
Fisheries Department.

Ottawa, April 3—At the opening of
the House replyiing to Mr. R. L. Bor-
den’s question of Monday, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier said that Judge C 1s, of . the
Exchequer court, had conditionally ac-
cepted the appointment as commis-
sioner to investigate'the charges: con-
tained in the repert of the civil ser-
vice eommission. . Judge Cassels stip-
ulated that he should receive no ex-
tra rémuneration for his -work, and
that the work of the Exchequer court
should not be interfered with. Mr.
Borden then moved a motion of ad-
journmeént that the House might dis-
cuss the delay in bringing down the
printed réport of the commission. He
stated that in laying down his views
on the question of ministerial and
cabinet respondthility, he was taking
the authority of the most eminent par-
liamentary ‘writers who were agreed
that the government were résponsible
a8 a -whole for the misdeeds in the
departments.  Should any minister
take -a course oi action without the
sanetion of his colleagues it was his
duty to resign. He puinted out that
while the ecivil service enquiry took
place under a royal commission,Judge
Cassels ‘was .appointed under a de-
partmental commission but not by
the authority of the governor in coun-
cil.  Any thorough investigation wonld
have to have a mueh wider.scope than
seemed to be contemplated. The whole
matter of expenditure should be in-
vestigated, and also the alienation of
the public domain. The report called
ior an investigdation into the .militia
and other depariments. The. civil ser-
vice commission was not tired of -its
work, but the government was ‘tired.
These men had beei. delving into de-
partment affairs. for months and with
their knowledge were eminently fitted
to continue the work. Mr. Borden
complained of the undue delay in
hringing the report or-the civil gervice
commission before the House. Though
half the size of an ordinary copy of
Hanszard, which would appear within
one day, this report had not appeared
within a week of being: tabled. The
zovernment seemed to assume that the
strictures contained in the report con-
cerned only the départments mention-
ed. It was the political head, however,
and not the minor officials: of the de-
partment with which the House was
concerned.

M, Borden quoted from parliamen-
tary aunthorities in ‘proof-of the argu-
ment that the eabinet was responsible
collectively.. He .could not agreé with
the curious disassociation ol respon-
siDility that the government had. as-
sumed. Ha agreed that a wise “selee-
tion had been mjade in appointing
Judge Cassels, , but could not under-
stand why the @¢ivil service commis-
sion” was not enfpowered 10 investi-
gate all the'matters mentioned intheir
report. Such would be a-logical method
of  dealing with a report, and they
should, at least, be consulted as to
their ‘statements before further . ac-
tion was taken. He could not under-
stand - either, why. the investigation
was limited to such narrow compass
as was permifted’ by the order in
council. The present course seemed
similar to that taken in the case of
the Arctic two years ago, when the
prime minister wanted the enquiry
restricted to6 the question whether ail
the merchandise mentioned could- be
gotten into a vessel. At that time he
(Borden) had moved that the enquiry
take in the whole department of ma-
rine, but the House had voted this
down.

The Premier’s Reply.

The premier, who replied in a briei

speech, expressed regret that he had
not received-  the customary two
day’s notice, that it was the inten-
tion of the Opposition (o bring the
matter up. If he had knowa it, he
would have been able ~o previde him-
seli .with authorities wita which to
controvert the argumeats made. He
did not think the- Opposition bad
ground for complaint beeause - the
printed report has not yet been distri-
buted, The report proper was not
very. Jong, but the appendix was vol-
uminous and it would take the print-
ing bureau some time to put-them in
type. .
Dealing ‘with Mr. Borden’s argu-
rients as to the general responsibility
+f the ministry for wrong doing by its
officers, the Premier said, that in a
sense, the ministry was responsible,
This was the sole reason for the ‘ap-
pointment of the Civil Service Com-
mission, which was charged with the
duty of finding out what’ was wrong
ifi the service, This having been done
it was the duty of the government to
take steps’to see that any evils were
corrected., In"a word, to see that the
businss of the country is properly car-
ried on. The limit and extension of
the government’s responsibility is to
see that the minister and every. offi-
cer of the Crown doees his duty, and
i it so happens that any minister
or official is delinquent, it does not
follow that the government is to be
condemned, collectively, unless it de-
clines to take the proper steps to cor-
rect the known abuses, It would not
be common sense, the Premiier de-
clared, to attempt to hold the whole
ministry responsible.

In 1891, the Premier continued, a
member of the-House, had from his
place in parliament made . charges
against a minister of the Crown, These
charges, it was found:out in investi-
gation, were true, and the ministry OiJ
that day fully discharged its responsi-
bility when the offending member of4
the cabinet was forced to retire. Had
he been allowed to remain the whole
ministry would have been responsible.
Sir Wilfrid quoted British authorities
in support of this contention.

The Whole Truth Dasiced

In view of the fact that the commis-
sioners in their report had said that
some of the officers of the marine de-
partment had been dishonest, but did
not give their names, there was noth-
Uing for the government te. do, he =said,

)

but to name a commission to conduct
the investigation further. He quoted
from Mr. Foster’s speech made on the
day the report was tabled to show
that the member for North Toronto
had suggested a royal commission.
The Premier then enunciated the doc-
trine that it was the duty of the Min-
ister to see that his officials were effi-
cient, but when their honesty was
impugned an enquiry by others was
necessary. He could not fall in with
Mr, Borden’s suggestion that the en-
quiry be continued by the three civil

serviee commissioners for.the obvious-
L

reason that the commissioners had
chosen to stop where they did, and
by putting in-their report had ex-
hausted their powers. ' There was no
reason: why they. could not have gone
further, however, had they so desired,
Under the circumstances the govern-:
ment had thought it advisable 1o
name ‘Judge Cassels who would, no
doubt, prepare a powerful .and impar-
tial report, made without fear or fa-
vor. The government, Sir Wilfrid de-
clared, in conclusion, is anxious to
have the whole truth and nothing but
the truth,
Western Alberta Railway.

‘Durin;z the hour given to private
bills an act amending the charter of
the Western Alberta Railway com-
pany was given its third reading. John
Herron opposed the bill on the ground
that the charter wag granted in- 1896
and there had been several renewals
of the charter and subsidy provisions.

The minister of railways gave promise |

that the subsidy would not be again
rencwed until the company had given
some sort of a guarantee that the con-
struction of the road would be com-
menced.

. Hon. Mr. Brodeur moved “That it
1s expedient to authorize the gover-
nor in council to enter. inte a contract
ior a term, not exceeding ten years
with any individual or company, for
the performdnce of steamship service
between port or ports in Canada and
a.French port or ports, .on .such terms
and_conditions as the  governor in

‘council deems expedient, and to grant

therefor a subsidy based upon a min-
imum service of eighteen round voy
ages per year, and a subsidy. there-
for not exceeding one hundred thous-
and dollars, and so in proporfion for
a more {requent service.”

The resolution caused-another disz-
cussion of the provisions of the terms
of the French treaty. The Conserva-
tives renewed the contention that
France had secured an'advantage over
Canada.

W. F. Cockshutt (Conservative,
Brantford), suggested that as France
would benefit by the proposed sub-
sidy that that country should be ask-
ed to contribute half of the sub-
sidy.

F. D. Monk (Conservative, Jacques
Cartier) moved an amendment to ‘the
effect . that the government should
take power to.control the rates charg-
ed, but he withdrew the motion when
Honi Mr. Brodeur explained that its
adeption by parliament would kill
the project. The resolution was pas-
séd and the bill was introduced and
réad a first” time.

Hon. Mr, Templeman’s (Lib., New
Westminster) resolution, providingfor
the regulation of and sale of proprie-
tary and patent medicines was adopt-
ed and the bill was introduced. -The
measure provides that all patent medi-
cines which have a formula printed
on. the label of the bottle will be ex-
empt irom the provisions of the act.
The bill prohibits the use of unusual
quantities of aleohol in the prepara-
tion of any medicine and provides
that any compound which eontains
deleterious drugs or .poisons must
chow it on the label.

Government Business First.

The 'premier has given notice that
from now till the end of the session
government business will have preced-
ence on Mondays after questions have
been put by the, membens. Thid
means that a great many motions now
on the order paper, which have not
been reached or which have not been
finally disposed of, will not be heard
of again this session. The more im-
portant resolutions, such as Foster's
resolution for open competitive ex-
aminations for civil service ‘and W.
E. Knowles’ resolution . calling _for
the early construction of the Hudson
Bay, railway, will no doudt be moved
as amendments to the motion to go
into supply.

CUT OFF LEG WITH KNIFE,

Nervy Action of Man in a Railway
Wreck.

St. Louis, Mo., April 3.—While pin-
ioned under the wreckage following
a collision - between a freight and a
Burlington passenger train at Spanish
Lake, near here, to-day, J. A. Me-
Kittrick suffered . the amputation of
his leg with a pocket knife in order
to avoid death from the scalding
steam. The Rev. R. C. Allen, of
Grove City, performed the operation
at the urgent request of the prisoner,
who was later brought to a hospital
here, where it is said he will recover.
Four others were injured in the
wreck,

Mrs. Emma Renner, a trained nurse
who was a paseenger, made a tourni-
quet of her veil and staunched the
flow of blopd, and then gave McKit-
trick morphine to ease the pain and
stimulate heart action until he reach-
ed the hospital in St. Louis.
