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AGAIN THE NORTH 
POLE IS REACHED

Commander Peary; Successful April 
6th, 1909, Almost a Year After 

Dr. Frederick Cook.

Cable to the Hearst News Service 
From Copenhagen.

New York, Sept. 6—A little meesage 
'of seven words, flashed by wireless 
from the coast of Labrador, to the 
local news bureaus at noon today 
made Commander Robert E. Peary, 
the second American citizen within 
.five days to report to an astounded 
world the discovery of the North pole. 
Later advices showed that Command­
er Peary had reached the pole on April 
6, 1909, one year, lacking fifteen days 
after Dr. Frederick Cook had achieved 
the same prize.

The brief and thrilling message 
which, conveyed the first tidings of 
Peary's feat was dated from Indian 
Harbor, via Cape Ray, Newfoundland, 
and read: "Stars and Stripes nailed 
to the pole.—Peary."

While this message was being cabled 
to Europe,where Dr. Cook is now reap­
ing his reward of public homage and 
royal honors as the first white man 
to-reach the top of the world, and 
while doubt of its authenticity was be­
ing-voiced in Some quarters, there was 
-not the shadow of a doubt that Robt. 
E. Peary, the moat dauntless and per­
severing explorer that ever1 lived, the 

' than who has spent two decades and 
as many fortunes jn the search for 
the ptize of the centuries, had actu­
ally accothplished his task and was 
returning home, with records and white 
Vitneeses to prove his conquest.

Message to His Wife.
The explorer’s joyous message to his 

"Wife was the most humanly interest­
ing. It read :—

“Indian Harbor via Cape Ray, 
"Sept. 6, 1909.

"Mrs. R. E. Peary,
“South iHarpswell, Maine, 

“Have made good at. last. I have 
the old pole. Am well ; love. Will 
wire again from Chateau.—Peary."
„ And the wife, who has waited pa­
tiently and confidently more than a 
year for just that message replied :— 

"South Harpswell, Me.,
1 “Sept. 6, 1909.

“Commander R. E. Peary,
“Steamer Roosevelt, Chateau Bay. 

“All well. Best lové? God bless 
you. Hurry home.—Jo/'

Herbert L. Bridgmâh, of the Peary 
Arctic club, received the following ill 
cipher, which dispelled all suspicion 
that the message might not have been 
sent by Peary’s own hand:—

"Indian Harbor, Sept. 6, 1909. 
“Herbert L. Bridgman,

“Brooklyn, N.Y.
"Pole reached. Roosevelt safe.— 

Peary.”
St. Johns, Nfld., Sept. 6—The an­

nouncement was made today that 
Commander Peary had telegraphed 
the governor of Newfoundland by wire­
less from Labrador, stating that be 
had reached the pole and congratulat­
ing Newfoundland on its part in the 
discovery, because of the fact that the 
captain and the crew of Peary’s ex­
pedition were Newfoundlanders.

White Man With Peary.
New York, Sept. 6—One of the most 

-significant dispatches, as bearing on 
eny possible future controversy over 
the honors of discovery, was that re­
ceived in Freeport, Maine, at three 
o'clock this afternoon'by Mrs. W. C. 
-Fogg, from her brother, D. D. Mc­
Millan, an instructor in Worcester 
academy, who accompanied Peary on 
hie trip. The message shows that 
Peary bad at least one white man to 
confirm his claims.

McMillan wired :—
"Indian Harbor, Sept. 6, 1909. 

“Mrs. W. C. Fogg, Freeport, Maine.
“Arrived safe. Pole on board. Best 

year of my life.—Ben."
McMillan also sent the following 

message to the principal of the Wor 
cester Academy:—

“Indian Harbor Sept. 6, 1909. 
“Dr. D. W. Abercrombie,

“Worcester, - Mass.
"Top of thé earth at last:1 Greetings 

to faculty and boys. (Signed.) D. 6- 
McMillan."* - .

Another message from Peary stated 
'that he found the pole on April 6 of 
this year and expected to be at Chat­
eau tomorrow.

Thus the great north, that locked 
its gates of ice against the bravest 
of the World throughout the four hun­
dred years during which the pole-quest 
has been carried on, has yielded with­
in the brief periqd of twelve months 
to the intrepid persistency of two men.

Winnipeg, Sept. 6—Dr. Cook has said 
that he found no traces of Peary’s ex­
pedition in the Arctic and Command­
er Peary makes no mention in his la­
conic messages of having encountered 
any sign of Cook at the pole. But 
Danish scientists have confirmed the 
accuracy of Dr. Cook’s records and 
Peary's equipment was so absolutely 
flawless that he will bring home cer­
tain proof, of his achievement. •

Has Made Many Voyages.
New York, Sept. 6—Commander 

Peary has made more voyages to the 
Arctic, region, than any other white 
man during all the centuries that the 
lure of the. North pole has fascinated 
the mirnan race. He made his first 
exploration in 1886. Tlteo- he was 30 
years old, and had been a civil engi­
neer in the United States navy onlj 
five years. Chronologically summed 
up the history of his attempts to reach 
the pôle is this :—

1886—Made reconnaisnnce ' of the 
Greenland inland ice cape east ot Dis­
co Bay, 70 degrees north latitude.

1891—(2)—Chief of the Arctic expe 
ditiern of the Academy of Natural Sci­
ences of Philadelphia ; penetrated to 
the .northeast angle of Greenland, In­
dependence Bay; discovered and nam­
ed Melville Land and Heilprin Land, 
lying 'beyond Greenland; determined 
the insularity of Greenland, for which 
he* received the Cullum medal ef the 
Atheriean Geographical society, pa­
trons medal of the Royal Geographical 
Society of London, and the medal of 
the Royal Scottish - Geographical eo 
ciety.

1893-5—Made r thorough study ef 
the little tribe.1 uf Arctic highland­
ers; discovered the famous Iron moun­
tain, which proved to be three meteor­
ites:, one of-them weighing 90 tons, 
the largest ever found; failed to reach 
the northern end of Greenland.

1895-6—Made a summer voyage, 
bringing back the Cape York meteor 
itee to the United States.

1C38-»—Commanded the Arctic expe­
dition A New York city, rounded the 
northern corner of Greenland archi­
pelago, the last of the great Arctic 
land groups. Named the Northern 
cape, the most horthly land in the 
world, 83 degrees, 39 minutes, Cape 
Morris K. Jessup; attained the high­
est north in the western hemisphere, 
84 degrees, 17 minutes, for this he was 
awarded the Lane gold medal of the 
Philadelphia Geographical society.

1905—Fitted out another ship and 
sailed on another expedition that re­
sulted in nothing important.

1908—Left Oqster Bay in the Roose­
velt with 'the result of reaching the 
pole in 1909.

W. T. Stead’s Comment.
Copenhagen, Sept. 6—(By Wm. T. 

Stead—An immense sensation wae pro­
duced here tonight by the cablegrams 
announcing that Commander Peary 
bad also reached the North pole. I 
brought the news to Dr. Oookr \fho 
expressed extreme gratification at the 
report, which he sincerely hoped was 
true. Some expressed doubt as to 
whether Commander Peary would use 
so unscientific a phrase as “Nailing 
the Star? and Stripes to thé North 
pole," but those who know Peary de­
clare that phrase is characteristic. Dr. 
Cook said that Commander Peary 
started far east of his route in Sept,, 
1908, at which time Dr. Cook had 
reached Jones’ Sound, having located 
the pole in the previous April. Dr. 
Cook was delighted to hear that Am­
erica had carried off the double event 
He declared that if the news wae con­
firmed a comparison of Peary’s obser­
vations and his own would supply in­
controvertible proof that he had reach­
ed the North pole.

The feverish fidgetiness of the pub­
lic-, avid for news hot and hotter from 
day to day, amazed the placid explor­
er just returned from the vast silence 
of the Arctic night, who considers such
impatience neither scientific nor r$ 
tional. , ___

Dr. Cook added : “Last year Peary’s 
toutes wae sêveral hundred miles east1 
of mine. We are rivals, of course,- 
but the Pole is good enough for two." 
“That tw omen got to the Pole along 
different paths," continued the ex­
plorer, “should furnish large addi­
tions to scientific knowledge. Pro­
bably other parties will reach it in 
the next ten years since every ex­
plorer is helped by the experience 
of his predecessors, just as Sverdrup’s 
observations and. reports were of im­
mense help to me. I can say noth­
ing more1 without further details than 
that I am glad- of -it.”

Data Sent tv New York.
Copenhagen, Sept. 5.—Dr. Frede­

rick A. Cook has sent to New York 
:the records of the observations he 
took on his successful dash to the 
North Pole. He has sent,: too, the 
instruments with which he made the 
observations. All are in the care 
of Harry Whitney, the American 
friend whom Dr. Cook, when return­
ing, met on the Greenland coast. 
That Dr. Cdok asks for à scientific 
jur yof his American peers was 
developed today. Professor Ellis 
Stromgren, director of the Copen­
hagen University, however, hag ask­
ed the doctor to produce his figures 
and documentary evidence, so that 
skeptics and critics might be silenc­
ed immediately.

"I have sent all my data and in­
struments to New York,” said^. he. 
“They will be tested there, and I 
am as certain as I am alive that 
they will prove every statement I 
have made. I regret deeply now 
that I sent them away. I know that 
I am telling the truth. I had*no 
idea anyone would doubt me.”

But Dr. Cook showed to Professor 
Stromgren some figures and other 
data from his diary. “Why, there 
is no possible doubt that Dr. Cook 
reached the Pole," said Professor 
Stromgren afterward. The Danish 
scientist, rejoicing in The accom­
plishment of » daring search which 
so many of his coutitrymen have so 
vainly undertaken, was almost as 

.happy as Dr. Cook himself.
Found No Signs of Cook.

Professor Torp, Rector Magnificus 
of the university, in a statement to 
newspapermen, made today, said: “At 
Minister Egan's suggestion I went to 
the legation in my capacity of head of 
the university to examine Dr. Cook 
closely in regard to hie claims. Mr. 
Egan told me the American govern­
ment was desirous of getting official 
confirmation of hie statements. The 
Danish Geographical society also wish­
ed to be sure of its ground before pay­
ing Dr. Cook the distinguished honors 
which await him. The examination 
took place on American soil (meaning 
the American legation) and Mr. Egan 
was present. Dr. Cook stood the test 
perfectly although the examination 
was of an intricate and scientific char­
acter. There was not a detail or ques­
tion put before him to which he failed 
to reply in the most satisfactory way.
‘ .. Answered Every Question.

As there were certain questions of 
a special astronomical nature with 
which I myself was not sufficiently 
acquainted, I called in our greatest 
astronomical scientist, Prof. Strom­
gren, who put an exhaustive series of 
mathematical, technical and natural 
scientific questions to Dr. Cook, baeed 
.particularly on those of his conten­
tions on which some doubts had been 
cast. Dr. Cook answered all to our 
fullest satisfaction. He showed no 
excitement or nervousness at any time! 
I dare say, therefore, that there is no 
justifications for anybody to throw the 
slightest doubt on his claim to have 
cached the pole, and the means by 
which he did it. Prof. Stromgren and 
1 are so entirely satisfied with the 
evidence that at this afternoon’s meet­
ing of the mathematical and natural 
science faculty I proposed conferring 
on Dr. Conk the title of honorary pro­
fessor of the Copenhagen university.

‘ Eleven members voted' for and 
only one against the Appointment, 
which was immediately ratified by the 
Minister of Education, who will now 
have it signed by the King. The 
official appointment will take place 
here Thursday."

Dr. Cook is worried concerning the 
plans and whereabouts of his wife, 
of which he has no definite idea. He 
said : “It has been stated that she is 
on her way to Europe. She has not 
telegraphed me to that effect, al- 
though I would not <be surprised if 
she were on her way, for she hae a

H is Greatest Honor.
Dr. Cook's greatest triumph will 

come tomorrow night on the occasion 
of the reception and lecture under 
the auspices of the Royal Geographi­
cal Society, which will be held in 
Oddfellows’ Hall, as the chamber of 
the Geographical Society is altogether 
too small for the purpose. The affair 
will be the most brilliant in the 
scientific history of the Scandinavian 
state. The entire Royal family will 
fie present and there will be repre­
sentatives of the army, navy and all 
learned bodies. The Crown Prince 
will pin the gold medal of the Geo­
graphical Society on Dr. Cook’s 
breast and afterwards Dr. Cook will 
go to the balcony and witness -a 
torchlight procession of Danish stu­
dents dressed in historic costumes. 
It is expected that fully 15.000 people, 
including fifty explorers of renown, 
will Lie present at the lecture. Per­
haps Dr.' Nordenskjold will be pre­
sent.
' Did Peary Find Tube.
Asked if there was any probability 

of Peary having found the tube con- 
taming his record, Dr. Cook replied: 
“I hope so. but that is doubtful on 
account of the drift."

London, Sept. 7.—Great Britain,

, Lord Stratheona in Runaway.

: Vancouver, B.C., Sept. 6.—Lord 
Stratheona narrowly escaped serious 
injury in an accident near Vernon 
on Saturday ^evening. Accompanied 
by Sir. Edward Clouston, C. C. Chip- 
man and Mr. Pel lard, he drove out 
from Vernon to visit Lord Aberdeen’s 
celebrated fruit farm, the cold stream 
ranch. They were driven by W. R. 
Msgaw who is a prominent iflerchant 
and ex-Mayor of the city. On a steep 
hill near Long Lake, about three 
miles from town, the tegm became 
unmanageable and bolted down the 
road towards the lake. Mr. Megaw 
is an experienced horseman and one 
of the best whips in the country, but 
he enuld 3o nothing to stop the ani­
male which had become frightened

by the whiffle treee striking their 
limbs.

At the foot of the hill there is a 
sharp turn of the road which skins 
the bank of the lake at this place 
about twenty feet away.

Tuesday’s Recent ion.
On the south bank of tiie Saskatche­

wan river, opposite the old historic 
Hudson’s Bay fort, where now stands 
the young city of Stratheona, there 
was given a reception Tuesday to the 
man whÿse name the city bears and 
who is of all men the most honored 
and revered by the people of the Do 
minion of Canada. As a country for­
ever honors its patron saint so the 
city of Stratheona considered it 
one of its greatest privileges to loyally 
honor the Right Honorable Lord 
Strahcona and Mount Royal and to ex­
tend to him the freedom of the city 
while it was his pleasure to remain.

His Lordship was Tuesday the recipi 
ent of many indications of admiration 
and respect on the part of the citizens 
of Stratheona. During the morning 
hi was driven about the city and to 
the university grounds, where he en­
joyed a beautiful view of both banks 
of the Saskatchewan. The tour of the 
city concluded at the new Collegiate 
institute building, wher^the scholars 
of the school and citizens of the city 
were grouped about the entrance to 
welcome him. On the steps of the 
school an - address was presented to 
his lordship to which he made a suit­
able reply. Within the building his 
olrdship shook hands with hundreds of 
Strathcona’s citizens and at 12.30 sat 
down to a 'banquet tendered by -the 
city council and board of trade of 
Stratheona. After the banquet his 
lordship received the honorary LL.D. 
degree, which was conferred on him 
by the chancellor oi the University of 
Alberta.

ord Stratheona was waited on at his 
private -oar at the C. N. R. depot in 
Edmonton at 10.30 by representatives 
of the Stratheona city council, board 
of trade and members of the Univers­
ity senate. A procession of carriages 
was formed which proceeded directly 
to Stratheona. In -the carriage with 
his lordship were His Honor Lieut. 
Gov. Bulyea, Premier Rutherford and 
His Worship Mayor Duggan of Strath­
eona. In the advance carriage were 
Aid. J. Douglas, J. McLean, city en­
gineer; J. D. Foster, city assessor. The 
other carriages seated C. C. Ohipman, 
of the Hudson’s Bay company, Win­
nipeg, Mr. Howard.a grandson oi Lord 
Stratheona, Dr. Tory, president of the 
university Chancellor Stuart, and- 
members of the University senate. The 
carriages proceeded along the gaily 
decorated streets to the university 
grounds Overlooking the, river. Here 
a stop was made and his lordship ask­
ed several questions regarding the es­
tablishment of the university and the 
number of students at present enroll­
ed. The view—ef the river, with the 
city oi Edmonton lying on the north 
bank, and the trees along the shore 
taking on the brilliant autumnal tints 
never looked more beautiful. His 
lordship looked long at the scene and 
turned away from it with evident re­
gret.

Address Presented.
On the steps of the Collegiate Lord' 

Stratheona standing at the door among 
a group of Stratheona citizens, was 
presented with a beautifully illumin­
ated address bound in green and gold, 
the colors of the University of Alberta. 
The address, which .was read by City 
Treasurer Clarke, was as follows;—
To the Right Honorable Lord Strath­

eona and Mount Royal G.C.M. 
The citizens of Stratheona beg <0 

offer your Lordship a sincere and 
hearty welcome to our city. We re­
call today the splendid services which 
you have rendered not only to West­
ern, but to Canada as a whole, and 
the great empire of which she forms 
a part. To few men is it given ta 
serve- an Empire made up as*ours i, 
of great free nations in such a wav 
as to command universal recognition 
and to be acclaimed by all intelligent 
citizens. Your Lordship has won the 
great distinction among men of the 
present generation.

We recall however, with special 
pleasure those splendid services you 
have rendered to Canada and to 
Western Canada in particular. We 
remember your long connection with 
the great company whose possession 
of this land conserved it for the 
Empire. We are not forgetful of the 
part your enterprise, judgment and 
foresight played in making possible 
our first great transcontinental rail­
way. We do not forget that when 
others doubted you had faith, where 
others were fearful you had courage; 
and because of this faith and courage, 
to a large extent this country is what 
it is today.

Knowing these things, when ten 
years ago the growth of this com­
munity made it necessary for us to 
become incorporated we gavé it your 
honored name in the hope that it: 
might help to perpetuate in this coun­
try, for all time the remembrance ot 
your great services. We have faith 
that it will continue to grow and 
flourish and prove not an unfitting 
monument to your Lordship’s çame. 
Though only a young city we trust 
it will stand permanently for those 
things for which you yourself have 
stood viz: Intelligence, patriotism 
and religion. We are proud to believe 
that our schools and churches are 
not surpassed in any city of like size 
in America.

We trust your Lordship may en­
joy your visit to us ; that we may at 
some future time, again have the 
pleasure of seeing you in our midst 
and that you may be long spared to 
your King and your country.

Lord Strathcona’s reply, which was 
spoken in a strong full voice, was ns 
follows :

"It is with the greatest pleasure I

find myself amongst you in a city 
which you have done me the honor 
of naming after mBi and you have 
my sincere thanks for the cordial wel­
come you give me. ,

“Almost only of yesterday, as it is, 
it affords euch evidence of the energy 
and perseverance of its citizens dur­
ing its short life that it must continue 
to make great strides in the march of 
progress, so that, in the near future, 
it will vie with the other cities of the 
Northwest end of Canada, not only in 
population, but in everything that 
goes to make a great centre of com­
merce and industry, adding thereby 
largely to the strength of the Do­
minion.

“I congratulate the citizens on the 
proud position to which, even now/ 
in its infancy, it has attained.

“You are good enough to refer to 
my connection with the Hudson’s 
Bay Company and to my association 
with the pioneer transcontinental 
railway of the Dominion. For what 
you kindly say in this regard, and for 
the other pleasant words personal to 
myself, to which you give expression,
I am truly and earnestly grateful.

“It is indeed a privilege and an ex­
ceedingly great pleasure to be 
able to visit you, as I now do, and to 
recall so many old friendships. I 
shall go back to my present home in 
England deeply impressed with your, 
kindness and with the firm convic­
tion in my mind that you and the ris­
ing generation will assure the future 
of your city and let nothing interfere 
with its loyalty and devotion to the 
Dominion, to the mother country, and 
to the true interests of the Empire.”

Banquet to His Lordship.
The banquet tendered to His Lord- 

ship was dual in character, it being 
attended by representative citizens of 
both Stratheona and Edmonton. The 
banquet in Edmonton this evening 
had to be postponed, owing to the 
desire on the part of His Lordship 
to be spared too much exertion in the 
course of one day. Around the table 
sat the Edmonton city pouncil, Strath­
eona city council, the Stratheona 
Board of Trade, the members of the 
University Senate, and several hun­
dred of the leading citizens of both 
cities.

After the banquet, Premier Ruther­
ford rose, and, in a few well-chosen 
remarks, introduced the honored 
guest. Lord Stratheona, in rising 
to reply, presented a most striking ap­
pearance, and as he opened his lips 
to speak every eye in the audience 
was fastened on the “iron man." 
His : countenance displayed deep 
feeling and his words told in some 
degree the Joy and pleasure he felt at 
being honored by a banquet on the 
part of a community which bore his 
name.

“My mind goes back today to the 
days when I knew the prairies so, 
well,” said His Lordship. “Little 
was done then in agriculture and 
commerce. The country was in the- 
hands of the Hudson's Bay Company 
for purposes of the fur trade. The 
relations o' the Indians to the com­
pany were most friendly, as the rule 
was always “pro pell cutem,” which 
was always observed by both parties.

■“The time came, however, when the 
great reservation was bought up by 
the Dominion government, and now 
the great country is divided into pro­
vinces. Each province has its work 
to do to seek its own development, 
and in doing that well it strengthens 
the whole Dominion. It is impossible 
that any good could come to a part 
of the Dominion and not benefit the 
whole.

Delighted With development.
“What more enjoyable sight could 

there be than to see a country de­
veloping here which -can be such a 
strong asset to the mother country, a 
country which will always be Eng­
land’s ally in weal or woe. The Emt 
pire is a brotherhood which makes 
for peace and happiness.

“I appreciate more than words can 
express the satisfaction you give me 
in calling the city after my name. 
I like my old name, Donald Smith, or 
merely Donald, best and in bearing 
my new name I am consoled that I 
have it in common with this city.

“Au Revoir,” concluded the much- 
beloved old gentleman, “if I should 
not meet you again here we shall 
meet on the other side. I thank you 
and I thank you all.

His Honor Lieut.-Governor Bulyea 
took the floor after Lord Stratheona 
had taken his seat and gave an his­
torical sketch of the great career of 
Lord Stratheona. The banquet clos­
ed with three hearty cheers for the 
guest of the city.
