PINCHER CHEEK RAILWAY.

Some Signs of Activity Between That
Point and Calgary.

Pincher Creek, June 8—With the
advent of summer, projected railway
enterprises are always in order here.
For the past three weeks whispers of
a proposed railway which would make
Pincher Creek a terminal point, have
been cautiously uttered by one or two
more conversant with the scheme than
they seemed willing to acknowledsge,
for what -reason one is at a loss to
understand.

As learned by a correspondent the
facts are simply that within a few
days of the Dominion parliament pro-
roguing at its last session a charten
was granted which cost its promoters
about $2,000 to rush through. This
charter empowers a company to build
and operate a railwav from Cardston
to Pincher Creek. From Pincher the
line will cross the C. P. R. at Pincher
station, thence to Calgary. The pro-
moters only applied for a charter to
build south from Pincher station to
Cardston for the present. but the line
is eventually meant to extend as far
as Calgary. The McGuire surVeyv
will be used, the promoters having of-
fered Mr. McGuire $6,000 for the
same, which has been accepted. Al-
though there was nething stipulated
in. granting the charter to make the
work of grading compulsory at a
specified time, operations of that na-
ture were to commence six weeks
after the charter was granted, wnich
means three weeks from now. The
station at this terminal point will be
at the police reserve.

The personnel of the company is be-
ing kept secret for the time, and as
there has been so much hot air wast-
ed here on similar proposed undertak-
ings in the past, the few already hav-
ing knowledge of the project are keep-
ing mum until such time as develop-
ments give the scheme an aspect of
rer'tainty.

DEFIES ANTI-EXPORT LAW.
B. C. Lumberman Raises a Very Big
Issue.

Victoria, June 8—Defying the pro-
vincial government, which cancelled
the licenses of two large timber limits
held by him, J. 8. Emerson, of the
TWestern Lumber company, Vancouver,
has given a decidedly interesting turn
to the fight by continuing to cut
timber on these limits. The loggers
in two of his camps, who worked un-
der his instructions, have all been
summoned to appear at Vancouver on
June 8. Mr. Emerson is reported as
saying that this opportunity to test
the matter before the courts is what
he has desired, and that he will fight
fhe government to the end. The lic-
enses of the two limits were cancelled
on the evidence of Chief Timber In-
spector Haglam that the Timber Man-
ufacturers’ act had been violated by
Mr. W. Emerson in the export of tim-
ber from his limits to Bellinzham,
Washington.

COLLEGE HERE

General Assembly After Warm Dis-
cussion Approve of Froject
of Alberta Synod

Halifax, June  8—The Province of
Alberta, in which the churches and
missions of the Presbyterian body
have increased so rapidly during the
past five years, is to have a theologi-
cal college of its own and will in fut-
ure educate its own ministers. This
wes the decision at which the gen-
eral assembly arrived at its afternoon
session after a spirited mission.

The assembiy apposmied the first
board , of management and the first
senate of the new institution. The
building will be erected in connection
with the provincial university in
Strathcona.
The list of the members of the gov-
erning body includes those of the most
prominent ministers in the province
and about thirty well known laymen.
Among the latter are Hon. Frank
Oliver and Hon. C. W. Cross, Mr. Jus-
tice Stewart of Calgary, Jas. Short,
barrister, of Calgary, John A. Mc-
Dougall, M.P.P,, Edmonton and J. M.
Douglas, M.P., Strathcona.

Dr. McQuecen Chairman.
Dr. D. G. McQuéen, of Edmonton, is
named as chairman of the board of
management and he is directed to call
the board and senate together in joint
meeting and elect a principal. It is
planned that the work of instruction
should begin in the present year. Tem-
porary class rooms will be provided in
the university.

The proposal did not go through
without debate. Among those _op-
posing the project were Rev. A. Mc-
Gregor, of the synod of Saskatchewan,
Rev. W. Beattie, of Cobourg and Rev.
Dr. Pringle, of Sydney. All of these
speakers referred to the fact that the
church had alread six theological col-
leges and the number of students in
attendance was lamentably small,

Big Edmonton Donations.

Dr. McQueen stated 'that Alberta
would take care of the college and
that it would never be a burdem on
the church at large. Three men in
his congregation were prepared to
give $10,000 apiece to the erection of
a building. Among the speakers in
support of the project were Lt. Gov.
Fraser, Rev. W. D..Reid, Rev. Dr.
Bryce, Principal McKay of Vancouver,
and Rev. Dr. Scott of Montreal.

t was also arranged by the assemb-
ly that a boarding home should be
built at Vegreville, Alberta. This is
a project of Dr. Arthur, who has been
conducting a hospital for the Ruthen-
ian settlers at that point. The plan
is to build an inexpensive structure
and accommodate at the start about
ten boys. The latter will be educated
in the public schools and will later be
the teachers, physicians, etc., among
their own people.

Dr. Arthur expects to collect the
money for the home personally, and
will also arrange to finance the un-
dertaking. The assembly simply com-
mended the enterprise to the man-
agership of the denomination. Dur-
ing the afternoon a telegram was re-
ceived from the representatives of the
Orangemen asking the assembly to
take action and protest against any
change in the oath taken by the King.
The matter was not discussed, a com-
mittee being named to be advised with
reference to it and report later.

Bigger Salaries.

Many home mission matters were
disposed of. The question of the sal-
aries to be pald ordained missionaries
was again introduced and it was mov-
ed by J. K. MacDonald, of Toronto,
that the minimum salary should be
$1,000 a year. Mr. Macdonald has an
accurate knowledge of the financial
conditions of the church and he de-
clares that this salary can and ought
to be paid. His motion was supported
by John Londer.

Twelve ministers were received from
other communities into the ministry
of the Presbyterian church. Among
these were Rev. S. P. Rondeau, of Re-
gina presbytery; Rev. E. E..Hence,
of Calgary presbytery; Rev. R.
M. Rollo, of Brandon presbytery; the
application of Rev. George Jack of
3attleford, is still under considera-
tion.

New Presbyteries in Saskatchewan.

The matter of the creation of two
new presbyteries in Saskatchewan, the
presbyteries of Swift Current and
Weyburn, were set back to the synod
of SBaskatchewan. The developments
in Saskatchewan are so rapid that the
assembly could not decide on the exact
limits of the new bodies.

Rev. W. T. Hamilton, of Edmonton,
and Rev. James Bens, of Arcola pres-
bytery, minister evangelists,were giv en
the status of minister and Rev. W.
Beattie, of Montreal, and Rev. W. VV
Smith, of Yorkton presbytery, min-
ister evangelists, will be given the
status of ministers after spending one
year . in home mission work.

J. K. MacDonald presented the re-
port of the aged and infirm minister
fund, the adoptior [f. which was
moved by Dr. MeRa and Judge
P orbes. An orde’ was. , assed making
It obligatery on eung men on being
ordained to connect themselves with
the fund.

Rev. Hugh McKillan, of Albeyta,
urged that the age at which the
benefit should be received from the
fund should be made 65 instead of 70
years. On report from a special home
mission committee a large committee
was named to consider the matter of
the organization under. which the
work of the church is done. Many
ministers express the conviction that
the form of organization of the church
might be improved.

A large committee was also appoint-
ed to take under advisement the ques-
tion of the securing of a large number
of men for some mission work. Rev.
J. A.-McFarlane was named as home
mission superintendent for Montreal
and Ottawa. The report of the treas-
urer showed that on the funds of the

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GREAT B. C. PLAYGROUND.
Heart of Vancouver Island to be Used
. for a Park.

Victoria, June 8-—A great provin-

jclal park has been set apart on Van-
jcouver

island. The government has
placed in reserve 276 .square miles,
extending from Crown = mountain
south, 'and including all .but the ex-
treme northerly section of Buttle's
lake and the ‘surrounding country. It
is'an extremely picturesque region, the
mountains rising almost abruptly in
places to a height of six thousand
feet, and the surrounding ranges be-
ing capped with perpetual snow and
with immense glaciers,. It is the Al-
pine district of Vancouver island, and
the scenery is said to be as fine as
any in the world.

Mountains, lakes and fertile val-
leys are included, and the park is
well-stocked with deer, elk, bear,
beaver and many“smaller fur-bearing
animals; eagles, geese, ducks, grouse
and quail. The lakes and streams
have abundance of fish,, and along
the valleys is some of the finest tim-
ber on the island, forming an ideal
sporting ground that has been scarce-
ly touched and yet is easily entered
from Alberni,

AN OVERSIGHT BY AN
IMMIGRATION OFFICER

Foreigner Dying With Tuberculosis
Allowed to Proceed From Quebec
to Calgary—Victim of Consump-
tion Discovered in Calgary Jail.

immigration ispectors at
Quebec is revealed in a pitiful case

related by Dr. F. S. Pope, acting
health officer, to the health board at
its meeting  yesterday afternoon. Nic-
ola Vatrich, of Espas, Austria, is dying
at Holy Cross hospital from acute tu-
berculosis. He landed in Quebec May
1 after leaving his native country, and
came direct to Calgary. Why such a
defective was allowed to land in this
country is the gquestion that concerns
the cit y officials, and they instruced
Dr. Pope to send a letter to the secre-
tary of the department of the interior
to inquire into the matter.

Dr. Pope reported that he was cal-
led to the city jail a few nights ago to
attend a man whom the police suppos-
ed was .dying. The man could not
speak a word of English. He was re-
moved ‘to the hospital, where it was
found that he was in the last stages
of tuberculosis. In his side was found
a hole which had been opened some-
what recently to remove matter from
the diseased lung. It was still open
and the man’s breathing could be
heard all over the room thrugh it.
The poor fellow was so wasted that he
did not weigh more than 80 pounds.
How the immigratien authorities al-
lowed such a man’to ‘enter the coun-
try is past the compreHension of the
city officials.

Dr. Pope reported that the isolation
hospital is overcrowded, as has been
the case for some time, and it was
decided to see if a 99-year lease could
be obtained from the trustees of the
General Hospital for a part of the site
on which to erect an isolation hospital.
It is'said that a few- of the trustees
are opposed to the plan.

In this connection a discussion
arose as to the advisability of taking
over the General Hospital. Ex-Mayor
Cameron said he saw no reason why
the city could not operate it as well
as the isolation hospital. The belief
was expressed that under such a plan
the geéneral public would take far
greater interest in the institution.

In connection with the overcrowd-
ing of thHe isolation hospxtal Mayor
Jamieson said that it is no larger than
when the city was haif the population,
and Dr. Egbert 'said that he had a
case of erysipelas in a hotel the other
day ,and because there was no room
in the hospital was obliged to keep
the patient in the hotel and emiploy a
nurse.

Dr. Egbert called attention to the
way fruit dealers allow strawberries
and other fruits to stand on the sidc-
walks, where they are covered with all
the dust from the streets, and it was
decided to ask the police to more
strictly enforce the by-law prohibiting
such practice.
