Seven or eight thousand highly
privileged spectatorg will witness the‘
Stately ceremonijal in Westminster
Abbey today, which will culminate in
the placing of the historic “Crown of
Edward” upon the brow of His
Most Gracious Majesty King George
V.
. Now that there is no Ionger a king
of France, there is no coronation of
any monarch so impressive in its
solemnity or so rich in the reminis-
cences of bygohe yeéars as’is that of
the cfowning of a British Sovereign.
1t is not too much to say that each
moment of the ceremonial brings back
memories of Historic ~scenes 'in the
past. The earliest king of these
reéalms of whose coronation a com-
plete record still exists is Richard 'L,
and the form of service to’'be observ-
ed foday will be strikingly similar to
it in' its essential details. Changes of
form and even of religion have, it is
trye, taken "place during the seven
and g quarter centuries that have
elapsed since the King of the Lion
Heart was anointed Sovereign of
England, but the service remains
much the same. Further, it has been
copied by almost every country ~in
Europe since the middle of the
twelfth century.
How the Service Has Grown Up.
The form of service adopted at the
crowning of Richard I. is known to
have been adapted to a great extent
from that used at the coronation of
the later Saxon kings, and, indeed,
it would be an almost impossible task
—and certainly rather a futile one—
to seek to trace back the coronation
service, assit exists today, to its source,
Put it may be noted that the most
arcient, and perhaps “ie most signifi-
cant, portions of the cbronation cere-
mony are the anointing with the sac-
red oil and the¢ subsequent placing of
the crown upon the hecad of the Sove-
reign This solemn rite of erowning
is obviously copied ‘from the Old
Testament, and gradually found its
way to this country from the East.
So far-as can be traced, apart from
3iblical sources, the first king to be
crowned was Theodosius II. (circa
400-450 A.D.). The anointing cere-
mony appears to have been introduced
a little later, possibly at the dawn of
the sixth century. So far as this
country is concerned, the. anointing
was certainly in vogue before thexlose
of the eighth century, since there is a
document still in existence, dated 787,
Mn which the king is referred to as
“the Lord’s Anointed.” It would
seem—though this is a 'point " upon
which it is difficult, and, indeed, un-
wise, to dogmatise—that the first
King of England to be anointed was
Alfred the Great, who visited Rome
about 755, and was anointed in due
form by Pope Leo IV., at the interces-
sion of hig father, Ethelwolf. Tt is
from Alfred the Great that one usual-
ly dates when''discussing the corona-
tion of the kings of England,‘and this’
custom may well be adopted here.
The next great addition to -the coro-
nation ceremony was, apparently, the,
introduction of the presentation of the
Bible to the Sovereign, though this
was not formally prescribed by
of Parliament' until the coronation of
William III. and Mary IL Long be-
fore that time, however, an old M.S.
copy of the Gospels—generally known,
as ‘“King - Athelstane’s 300k’ —was
handed to the King, and upon this the
ogth of fidelity to the kingdom was
taken.

It .is now in the
British Museum as a part of the price-
fess Ashburnham collection. The in-
clusion  of the <Communion Service
during the coronation is also to Dbe!

liam and Mary. Various efforts were
made to include it in previous corona-|
tions=—notably in that of James I,
whose queen, Ann of Denmark, refused
it when offered to her—while Her
rietta Maria, Queen of Charles I. and
mother of Charles II, and James II,
was never crowned, owing to her re-
luctance to receive the Communion.

Rather a curious position arose at
the coronation of George I., since His
Majesty could neither speak nor un-
derstand a word of English. The
whole of the service had therefore to
be explained to him by his ministers,
and, since their knowledge of German
was rathy scanty, the Soronation was
considerably prolonged. One chron-
jcler puts the matter rather quaintly
when he says, “Much bad Ilanguage
took place.”

It is rather curious—and is evidencc
cf the comparatively modern creation
of the positions—that the Prime Min-

. the Garter and' this is the position
that Asquith is to occupy. It is
also worthy of passing remark thal
at ' each of the two Coronations the
Premijer has been a commoner.

.ue next principal figures of the
great procession are those of the twa
Archbishops in thneir copes and gor=-
geous robes of state. Then come more
{ Heralus in their tabards, making way
for the bearers of the Queen’s regalia
and following these comes the regal
form of Queen Mary herself. Her
' Majesty’'s robes will be very similar
jto those worn by Queéen Alexandra
nine years ago, and will comprise a
rich robe of dgep purple velvet with
a'train some e€ighteen \mds in length
‘over an under-dress of white satin
trimmed with costly I.-lco. The _robe
‘and tue train are richly oramented
with ermine, and a cape of the Same
|Royal fur surmounts, the robe. The
entry of Queen Mary ends the first
part of this wonderful processjon.

The second part is opened by the
Duke o1 Norfolk in his scarlet and
gold embroiuered robes as Ifarl Mar-
shal. Accompanying him are the
princ¢ipal officials of his department,
who have but a few moments previ-
ously been busily engaged in marshal-
ling’ the proceéssion, so that they Hava
no easy task to complete the\r work
and take their due places.

Another fanfare of trumpets from
Trumpeters—now perched
up 'in a coign of varitage over the or-
gan, where they can see everything
that is taking place, calls everyone
to "attention for the entry of the bear
ers of the King’s regalia. This fan-
fare is really the salute to the Crewn.

When ' this portion of the procession
is at length at an end, the bishops
approach who are to take part in the
ceremony, all in their copes and rich-
est robes Prominent amoéng these
will be the athletic figure of the Bis-
hop of London carrying the magnifi-
eent Bible ‘specially designed and exe-
cuted for the great -occasion. After
the prelates comes the Lord Mayor of
London wuo carries the crystal scep-
tre. Accompanying him is the Lord
High Constable.

The  crowning event—the central
point—tne one great focus of interest
of the whole ceremonial, now takes
