Murderer o! Seven
IK CHAINED TO FLOOR OF DEEP- 

EST DUNGEON.

Prussia te Excited by the Capture 
of August Starntekel, Whose Crimes 
are Numerous—General Belief lie 
Killed Fourteen—Officials Shocked 
Because He Eluded Iron-Clad Rules 
For Removal for Nine Years.

Berlin, Feb. 7.—In the strongest 
WU of the jail at Frankfort-on-Oder, 
with his leg chained to an iron ring 
Hi" thé stone floor, sits a murderer for 
whoae atrest rewards have been of­
fered at various times in the last few 
ve.MS aggregating 12,000 marks ($3,- 
odn. He was charged first with three 
murders. It was soon learned that 
he wca responsible for at least two.: 
and prpbably four. more. The evi­
dence now accumulating appears 
likely to add two. and perhaps more, 
to his account. Nor is it at all cer 
to in that this number represents all.

The man came last October to Ort- 
wlg, a village near Frankfort, and 
entered the employ of a prosperous 
farmer. A few nights ago some be­
lated persons saw a farm wagon be­
ing furiously driven through the 
town. It w#s discovered soon after­
ward that a stack of straw in a field 
jras afire. After this was extinguish­

were found In the embers. These 
were soon identified as the bodies of 
the farmer and his jrlfe.

Strangled Women.
The farmhouse was found appar­

ently deserted, but two daughters..: 
rged 12 anfl 15, were eventually found 
locked in a wardrobe of their bed­
room. Further search disclosed the 
body of a maidservant in a stall. All 
time victims had been strangled.

Suspicion fell on the hired man, 
who was known only as Heinrich,, 
and he was arrested twozdays later in 
a - neighboring ’ "village. At the first 
hearing he strongly denied having 
anything to do with the murders. He 
was being led to the lockup for the 
night when some one in the crowd 
r aught a glimpse of his peculiarly 
crippled bend, and cried out, “That's 
Starniokrl."

With the .aid of the finger-print 
records tbe. officers established that 
he was August Starnickel, who was 
convicted of murdering a miller and 
hia family in Silesia in May, 1905, but 
escapMl from tbe officer in charge. 

Follov.irrr the trail back, the de- 
1 toctives believe that they have rea­

son for saying that Starnickel, who 
has confessed to the triple murder at 
Ortwig, is likewise responsible for 
three murders in Silesia two years 
ago and also for a double murder in a 
town near Frankfort last year. He is 
likewise accused of killing a gen­
darme some years ago by pushing 
him into the canal.

Has Bad Record.
The murderer, who is now 47 years 

old, had a bad record as a young Qian. 
He is big and powerful, but a quiet 
man, with no indication in his fea­
tures of bis real character. He has 
almost a mania for keeping and car­
ing for pigeons.

The horror, caused by his deeds 
mingles with wonder at his ability 
to elude capture for so long, despite 
the marked and easily described phy­
sical characteristics and in the face 
c " the Urge rewards and the official 
restrictions upon personal liberty and 
movements.
