It is of very good . quality
and rests on & healtby subsoil of
gravel,” sufficiently reteutive of moi -
tare. to produce healthy vegetation
throughout the year. Previous to plont-
ing, tbe soil was trenched two 8piis
in depth, and every care was taken to
ensure conditions favorable to the future
welfsre of the trees. Up to the spring
of 1870 all the trees were in the mcst perfect
healtb. . But goon in April'of that year aod
after the very savere frosts I dircovered by
close inapection large, slightly dizcolored
patches on the bark of a sumber of the trees,
and which eventually were devzloped into
masses of canker—so cal'ed—fiom the tep o
the ‘stems to the sarfaee of tha ground, kill=-
ing many of the trees dowan to within a few
inches of the groand.
