The By-Law
Is Upheld

Judgment by Mr. Justice Walkem
in Craigflower Road
Matter, -

Reasons Given Why the Muni-
cipal By-Law Should
Stand.

In the Supreme Court, in the matter
of the application of ‘Mr, Richard Hall
to quash the Craigflower Road Re-open-
ing By-law, 1900, Mr, Justice Walkem
has handed down judgment, of which
the full text is given hereunder:

“On the 10th of July, 1899, the city
council of Victoria passed a by-law clos-
ing that part of the Craigflower road,
or highway, which then ran through
blocks N and P, of section 31, Esqui-
malt district. This had the legal effect
of divesting the corporation of what-
ever title it had to the highway, .and
vesting that title in the owners of the
soil. In other words, the corporation
abandoned all right and title to the
road limits. On the 28th of December
last, the council passed another by-law
re-opening the road thus closed; and a
motion is now made, on behalf of Mr.
Richard Hall, who is interested in block
1~_‘, to_quash the by-law on grounds men-
tioned in the motion before me, The
first ome is that the by-law improperly
enucts that compensation is to be paid
for any expropriated land “except for so
much of the proposed foud as may have
at any time heretofore been actually
used as a public highway, according to
the measurements shown on the map or
plan prepared by the city engineer, and
numbered 1,466, ‘and marked thereon
within blue lines, and deseribed therein
as ‘travelled road.” 'This exception as tq
compensation is ,clearly invalid, as it
contravenes section 239 of the Munici-
pdl Clauses Act, which- expressly de-

| clares that compensation shall be given

in such a case.. It must; therefore, be
quashed. g 3 %

‘Fhe next.objections are, in substance;
that the renshinder of section 1 of the
by-law is vague and indefiiite. ?

When this matter was being argued
before me, only section 1 was discussed;
but the preamble of a by-law; like the
preamble of a statute, must.be consider-
ed, as it is the key to the by-law, inas-
much as it explaing; or ought to ex-
plain, its object. Here, the preamble
states, in effect, that the object in view
ie the re-opening for traffic of “so much
of the Craigflower road as runs through
blocks N and P * " and as “was
stopped up and closed ...... on the
10th July, 1899.” The meaning of this
cannot be misunderstood. Then, in sec-
tion 1, the land to be taken is more par-
ticularly described as being that “piece
of land which runs diagonally through
‘blocke N and P. Victoric West, being
a portion of section 31, Esquimalt dis-
trice,” and ‘‘or tne fuu widui OF BixTV-
six feet”—which piece of land “origin-
ally formed a portion of the Uraighower
rond so closed as aforesaid.,” ‘This ap-
pears to me to be definite enough in
view ot the tact that the Craigtiower
road was not, at the time the by-law
was under consideration by the council,
1a mew road, but an old and well-known
one—its points of entrance and exit, and
its general course having been familiar
to the public for many years. The de-
scription, in the preamble and in see-
tion 1, of the land intended to be used
for the reinstated highway is, as T have

legal requirements, for it seemg to me
to give to the public, and the persons in-
terested in the land, all the information
that might be expected to be given in
the absence of an actual survey, which,
of course, could not be made before the
by-law was passed without the risk of
the officers of the corporation being
treated as trespassers. Several cases
were cited by Mr. el on the point of
viagueness in the by-law, but they do
not apply here, as they refer either to
the ‘openrng‘_m* wholly new roads, or of
deviations from old roads.

‘The second section of the by-law pro-
vides for the refund, in the event of ex-
propriation, of any taxes paid on lands
within the oid road limits. This provi-
sion was apparently intended as com-
'pensation for expropriation and is conse:
quently inoperative in view of the regu-
lations in the act as to compensation,

The riding horses and
pack ponies were bought at MeLeod, Pin-
cher Creek, along the Foot Hills, at High
River, Calgary, Medicine Hat, Maple
Creek, Regina and Lethbridge, Sixty-six
wagon horses were bought in Montreal,
mostly Ontario bred, and a few province
of Quebec horses, 15 to 15.83 hands, stout,
short-legged horses, with good action, and
about 1,200 to 1,300 pounds.”

Extracts from letters
Steele, dated Paardekop,
bear witness to their excellence for
service required of them. He says:

‘I wish to assure you that the horses are
the best in this army. Two squadrons had
the 450 spared, and they had to do all the
hard scouting and advance guard work,
while ‘C’ squadron, with the Argentines,
had to be spared for a long time. We have
lost very few Canadians, and have changed
our other remounts several times.

“It is the opinion of officers and others
who have looked at the horses that they
are the best that have been imported into
this country, and outside of the native bred
pouny, best fitted for the work.”

‘I was pleased altogether with the class
of horses which was brought before me,
but I* think great improvement ecan be
made by using the Bnglish thoroughbred
stallion as a sire, and doing away with the
Ameriean trotting sire, which, in my opin-
ion, has done a great deal of harm to Ca-
nadian horses. 1 attribute the 'long back
and weakness of back ribs and bones, also
smallness of bones below the knee, to the
Ameriean trotter. I wish to urge on the
Canadian farmers and young men in Ca-
nada to take to riding Instead of always
driving. They would add greatly to their
hedalth and happiness by so doing, and en-
hance the value of their horses 50 per cent.
It is difficult, to find in the country, dis-
tricts a horse that has ever had 4 man on
its back.”

In accordance with his views, Major
Dent i{s selecting three thoronghbred stal-
lions for exportation to Canada.

In respect to the diseases prevalent
amongst horses, Dr. McEachran deals
with glanders and typhoid fever, improp-
erly called influenza.

The disease iIs usu-
ally introdt from ' the Unitéd States,
and is therefore difficuit to stamp out
completely. Mallein testing alone is certain
to detect the disease and should always be
applied to all the companions of a horse
destroyed or Infected.

Equine typhold fever is prevalent in the
Northwest, and caused the loss of hun-

reds of horses employed in the consirue-
tion of the Crow's Nest Pass Rallroad. It
is like the “mountaln fever,” from which
the workmen and Blackfeet Tndlans suf-
fered. Dr. McEachran' thinks that it .is
largely due to insanitary conditions in the
and urges
their proper construction and disinfection
if infected. The horses should he. herded
on dry land away from - sloughs and near
running. water; Rock salt should be scat-
tered over the grazing grounds, and sud-
den transitions from open ranges to warm
stables should be carefully avoided.

It
also says: “The news concerning the
gold is vague and unsatisfactory, yet

In the middle of November Mr. Bog-
gart, the new commissioner, was pre-
paring to go to the new district, accom-
panied by a big expedition fitted out by
the government. ‘I'he men attached to
the commissioner’s force® were to travel
with dog teams, and the supplies were
to be transported by reindeer teams,
driven by Laplanders. 'The official
boundary of the Kuskokwim is given as
follows: Beginning at a point on the
northern boundary of the line of Bristol
Bay recording district, where the same
crosses Kulaklaket and on the water-
shed between the Yukon and Kuskok-
wim rivers; thence northwesterly, fol-
lowing the watershed of said rivers to a
point south of the Yukon river, where
the Soonkakat river empties into the
same; thence following the boundary
line between the second and third divi-
sions of the district of Alaska, as at
present divided, to the intersection of
said boundary line wjth Lake Clark;
thence westerly to the headwaters of
the Chulitna river, following the north-
westerly boundary line of the Bristol
Bay recording district to the place of
beginning.
