Glenfarg Leaves Yéko'hima To-
day to Establish Setvice
to Callao,

Empress of India Is Due From
the Orient—Roanoke Safe
in Port.

The new Japanese steamship service
between China and Japan and South
America will be established today, when
the steamer Glenfarg sails from Yoko-
hama for Callao. ‘The Nippon Yusen
Kaisha line, whose steamers are.plying
between Yokohama and Vietoria and Se-
attle, have organized the new line with a
fleet of five chartered steamers, which
avill be used until such time as the Jap-
anese government releases the company’s
steamers now in the transport servicé.
The steamers chartered, all of which
are of about 4,000 tons burden, will ply
between Hongkong, Moii, Kobe, Yoko-
hama, Callao and lquique. They will
carry to South America Chinese coolies
and Oriental goods, and on the trip home
will carry saltpetre from Chile and cot-
ton and wool particularly from Peru.
This movement is interesting, from the
fact that it is made in the face of fail-
ure. The Compania Maritima Occiden-
tal did all<it could to build up just such
trade, but failed. In fact its boat, the
Kensington, made but two trips. It is
a question whether the new line will be
backed by the Japanese, Chinese and
Peruvian governments. That the Jap-
anese are destined some day to have
extensive dealings with South America
is as certain as anything connected with
that progressive people. If subsidies
will secure the lines until trade develops
far enough to put the steamship com-
pany beyond the need of subsidies they
iwill doubtless be forthcoming.

Peru is undoubtedly interested in ev-
erything that goes on in the Pacific; 8o
is Chile, so is Japan and China. No
one who has watched the work of Japan
in recent years will"be surprised to s:ﬁ
her seek and get a good hold on Sou
American trade. It is only natural that

Tacoma Surprised With Lime Cargo

From British Columbia Quarry.

As far back as the memory of the old-
est waterfront habitue can delve into
the past, not until yesterday was lime
received in Tacoma from British Colum-
bia, says the Tacoma Ledger of Sun-
day. During the day the tug Hilda,
towing a scow, came in with 1,000 bar-
rels of lime from the Texada quarries.
Thé shipment is consigned to the Tacoma
Steel Company, and, it is understood,
will be shipped to Portland. Tacoma
receives regular shipments of lime, but
heretofore it has all come from the Roche
harbor kilns. Yesterday’s consignment,
so far as known, was the first from the
‘Canadian side.

ROANOKE IN PORT.

Disabled Steamer Makes Port After an
Exciting Voyage to ’Frisco.

The steamer Roanoke, disabled some
days ago on the Humboldt bar, has ar-
rived safely at San Francisco with her
passengers. ‘There was some alarm for
the steamer because she lost her steer-
ing post and rudder when she struck on
the bar. Wihen the steamer was eross-
ing the bar a huge sea swept across her
stern and carried away rudder and rud-
der post. Fortunately the tide was
ebbing, and by judicious use of the head
sails Capt. Dunham was able to work
his vessel out through the south chan-
nel ‘into the open sea. The sea which
smashed the rudder was followed by
others which swept the vessel’s decks.

The passengers were herded in the
saloon, where Purser M. B. Behrens de-
voted himself to allaying their fears. The
!Roanoke was drawing nineteen feet of
water. ‘There was but twenty feet of
depth in the south channel and several
times the, steamer bumped the bottom,
But she got clear all right and stood off
shore, where she was joined later by
the tug Ranger from Eureka. pe

Capt. Dunham_decided that he could
make San Francisco under jury rudder
and the next morning a temporary steer-
ing apparatus was rigged. It served
until evening, when a heavy southeaster
came along. One of the first seas put
the jury rudder out of commission, but
with foresail, jib and staysail the ecap-
tain managed to keep the Roanoke from
wallowing too deeply in the trough eof
the sea. }

LEGAL INTELLIGENCE.

December 4, 1905.
(Before Hon. Mr. Justice Duff.)

Esquimalt Water Works Co. vs. Vie-
toria.,—The trial of this action commenc-
ed today, when Mr., Peters, K. C. (Mr.
A. P, Luxton, K. C,, with him), opened
the case for the plaintiff company, giv-
ing a comprehensive outline of the claim
set up. e said that all the land held
by the company outside of the E. & N.
railway belt was crown granted prior
to 1892, and the waterdprivlleges act of
that year, he contended, could not, un-
less expressly set forth, take away any
rights which the company had previous-
iy acquired. @ The plaintiffs. owned all
the lands constituting the watershed of
the Goldstream river, and the grant{ une
der which thertitle to this land was de-
rived or obtained carried with them all
the riparian rights which are now be-
ing, contended for by the company. As
to that portion of the company’s Iand
obtained from the E. & N. Railway Com-
pany, Mr, Peters submitted that the
rights in the E. & N, lands were the full
riparian rights of the common law, and
as there were im the act of 1892 no spe-
cific terms taking away those rights, the
rights now" involved were outside the
provisions of the water clauses consolida-
tion act of 1897. Further, the rights
in question were expressly confined to
the company by the statute of 1885, Mr.
Pe‘ters reviweed the course of legislation
on 'the subject, which he will deal with
at greater length in his argument at the
close of the evidence, to show that the
city, not having exercised its privileges
under the act of 1873, had never ac-
quired the rights contended for, where-
as the company had eontinued. to ex-
ercise its statutory powers and had pur-
sued all proper steps to obtain the rights
which they now hold and are contending
for,

Mr. Lutbbe, secretary of the plaintiff
company, was the first witness called,
his evidence being directed mainly to the
production of documents and statutes
bearing on the company’s rights.

The evidenee in the case is very short,
but it is likely that the arguments on the
legal questions arising will be long
and strongly contested on all sides.
