YENNOR'S LEADING PREDICIIONS.
——

Gemeral Forecast of the Season 1882.
Out of the thirtesn long-range and gen-
eral predictions which 1 have given forth
and caused to be published in the leading

newspapers Jf the day and in my yearly
aimanacs, between the years 1875 and
1882, ouly two hgve been seriously ‘‘out”
or astray with respect to the summer sea-
son. Having said this much on by-gone
forecasts, I desire, now briefly, to give a
brief but comprehensive euiline of what,
in my humble opinion, are likely to be
the most remarkable features of the sum-
mer and autumn of the year 1882:—

First—A season that will well merit the
designation of cool to cold and wet, gener-
ally., Not that there will not be terms of
summer wariath, and even intense heat for
periods, but rather-that these last will ap-
pear in the retrospect as of but compara-
tive insignificance, or a8 the exceptions to
the general rule.

S.cond—The season will be marked by
not only great precipitation, but by a mug-
viness of atmosphere, generally, caused by
the reeking condition of the earth and thke
long continuance of clonded sky. This
will result in periods of extreme sultriness
and heavy weather, during which the
thunder and hail storms will occur. In
other words the summer will be the reverse
of clear and dry.

Third—There is a likelihood of June and
August frosts in northern, western and
southern sections and a general cold wave
may occur toward midsummer.

Fourth—The autumn months will con-
tinue moist. September will probably give
sains and floods in Western Canada and in
westernand southern sections of the United
States. October will be much the same,
with early cold and snow falls. November
will begm the winter of 1882-83—a winter
likely to be memorable on_account of its ex-
ceptionally heavy snow falls and very cold
weather over the whole Northern Hemis-
phere. That ¢sg cold and wet summer 18
invariably followed by 2 cold and stormy
winter,” is 8 truth now 80 well proven and
borne out by the testimony of past re-
cords that we cannot lightly put it aside;
and if we sufficient grounds
