Perhaps the best
test of a successfvl journalist is that he
makes po friends. All the great editors
have been strong minded men and would
ot take their cue from their inferiors.
Fancy Greeley, or Bennett the elder, or
Thurlow Weed, or Bowles, or George
Brown of the late past, or Dana, or Madill,
or Watterson of to-day taking their cue
from & board made up of a shopkeeper, a
lawyer, & Jumber-yard owner and & pulp
maker ! Perhaps Gordon Brown was not
the equal of these, perhaps he was, but at
any rate he was of much better metal and

fused to bow. Both he and his brother
ware too much of the dictator to be dictated
to, and when financial straits put their
paper and themselves into the hands of a
corporation they were still determined to
hold to the supremacy or g0
ander, Gordon Brown went under.
He had given all his energy to building up
the Globe, and he thought the Globe, there-
fore, ought to be the medium of his views.
And this has been the case with all the influ-
ential journaliste. Every paper of any
acconnt was made by the strong individu-
ality of some one strong-headed man. By
and by the paper comes to have an indivu-
ality of its own—borrowed from the man
that made it, The Mail, for example, is
milk and waterto-day without individuality,
without opinion, merely the chief apologist
of Sir John Macdonald and his followers.
But the Globe, while credited with being
the reform organ, was never anything but
a Brown organ, and it spoke out the Brown
idea and the party bowed thereto. A time
came when some refused to bow to the Brown
rule. Then the trouble began. For seven
or eight yemrs it has continued. The
Browns could mot go” the ad-
vanced views of the reform party ;
above all they could mot “go” Mr, Blake
and Mr. Mills, And strong in their an-
tagonism to these gentlemen both George
and Gordon opposed them to the last.

The event of Saturday may be claimed as
a Blake victory, since the directors, hat n
hand, are knocking at Mr. Blake’s door
and imploring to be taken in. But it isnot
Mr: Blake’s diplomacy that has brought
this about ; circumstances of a nature alto-
gether different.
Hereafter the Globe will reflect the
opinions of no strong-minded man, but
merely the wishes of the clique, made up
of the grocer, the attorney, ‘the slab-mer-
chant aforesaid, and all of whom are gen-
eral jobbers in & general way. Politically
it will have a Blake flavor, if it pays, but
outside of politics it will be mused
as a general grist mill for the parties

aforesaid, and through it will be run
various railway, land and other schemes
wbich sre already cut, dried and ready for
the reducing process.

Fqhe directors have already s peck of
trouble on their hands and there is more to
come, . They don’t want any strong-minded
man in the editor’s chair, they want a
pliable man and each thinks he will be able
to ‘‘point” him as he desires. The result
will be dissensions, and then finding that
they have a mistake they will begin to look
for the strong-minded man and they will
not find him, or rather he will not take hold
of a bad job.

The old-timers in the back townships who
have been reading the Globe for furty
years and swearing by the Browns, have not
been heard from yet; and they were the
backbone of the Globe; perhaps the direc-
tors will find their support weaken in their
strongest prop when the old guard in the
rural parts learn that the reliable name of
Brown bas been erased from the title-page
of the Globe, and that trained journalists
have been usurped by Tea, Slabs and au
Attorpey’s Quill.

Stand, then, aside and let the procession
pass, for as Euripides smd of Alcestis,
neither the son of Alcmens nor Jove him-
gelf can restore the dead again to life.

The debate in reply to the speech from
the throne was continued in the legislature
yesterday. The speaker took the chair at
3 o'clock.

Mr Creighton (North Grey) charged the
provincial secretary with mutilating the
report of the immigration agent at Hamil-

ton. This offence was committed for the

second time by the hon gentleman, he hav-
ing done the same thing last year, The
speaker went on to quote several cases which

he alleged proved that the government had
undoubtedly used the license act for political
rposes. Referring to the figures put
Y:-mrd by the goveroment with regard to
the decrease of committals for being drunk
and disorderly, be stated that during the
first year the Crooks act was in full opera-
tion, the number of these committals had
been larger than before.  Mr Creighton
further reminded the house that the
temperance _people of Toronto had com-
plained that the commissioners appointed to
suppress intemperance were granting li-
censes to the full limit of the law. Al-
though the sense of this house had been
clear)y against the selling of liquor on the
exhibition grounds, these commissioners,
with the connivance of certain honorable
members, had em wered such sale. The
ker advocated the tettlement of a fixed
time for the meeting of the house ; recom-
mended the government to put the question
